We cannot write this subject bare, for wa believe
the majority of the pablic to be 80 mach interested in
the matter of street railrodds that whatever is prop-
erly waid of them will be recelved as a welcome item
of the varions reading materisl of the morning Cres:
cent. This nterestis common to tha whole cauntry,
for excrywhere the people are waking up on this sob-
joct of ‘street or horsepower raflways. We cannot
fook throngh & mail but we dod in pepers from soma
point the discossion of sehemea for the benefik of Lhe
eommunities of large or small cities, ur even connlry
towns, Lo the thickly popnlated Northern country,
where towns lie within three or four or balla-deeen
mlles of each oiter, bome rallroads to conpect them
ara being projected, such lathe confidence which in
Felt that they will pay, with even comparatively
small travel, and such i3 the pubiic demand for the
secommodation they furnish. The history of those
alresdy built give such data that [k scarcely regnires
8 #eer's yizion to predict that in balf & score of yearm
every city in the conntry, Targe or amall, will he grid-
froned with tracks in almost every street, Persons
with fifty or & hondred or so thousandsto invest, will
go to work and bulld s piece of horse railroad as
profitable property, sielding batter retarns than real
eatate, Iarger diridends than ordinary stoaka

Those whose fdens of atreet raflroads are hased
on melancholy contamplation of the maoner of con-
elruskion and of cunducling that which has for many
years obstrocted several of the great streets of the
city shonld endeavor 4o form an adequate goocaption
of & Conard sieamer from critical obeervation of a
coal bargs, for be would arrive at equally carrect re-
salty, one illostrating the otber aboot as well, and
auch perions are destined to a delightful disappoint
ment when the perfection of the new railroad shall
convinee them how erroneond their notions have heen.
Now, we cannot imagine how leglslation conld be
‘mare entirely for tha poblic benedt than in agthor
ising a street railroad, for who can be the lossr by 1t7
Kt the publiz threugh the poblic fond, for while it
profita by the sale of the right of way, it alao profits
by the saving of elreet repairs ; oot the epecial pob-
Tic. the proprictors, fer common reason and etatistica
show that the business 13 most profitabde ; eod, lastly,
ook the wreat pablic, for o cheap and comfortalle
mesns of transit 13 provided, noise and eonfusion are
avoided, street spaca ie economised, the valoe of real
eetate is enbanced, and an uosarpas:ahle roadway for
all velicles Is seoured,

This fast argoment briogs us to the conslderation
of certain featarss io the construstion of modern
stneﬂ railrnade, wlich we believe ars not onivarsally
