TEM THRSATENED OVER0 W.

The MlibsIippi seems bent upon giving New Or.
leans the benefit of some of its surplus waters, in
one way or another.

Whilst public attention was devoted yesterday to
the different overflows along the river front, by
which some of the immediate neighborhoods thereof
were considerably Ianudated, news came that the
levee was abontto break at Dr. Holliday's planta-
tien, some miles above Carrollton, and just below
Sanve's.

Mayor Stith and Surveyor Pille went op during
the day to see about it. They found the levee at
Holliday's, which is a new levee, much undermined
and In a very precarious condition. The levee had
been strengthened some, by means of the lumber left
from strengthening the weak place at Sauve's; and
but for this, Dr. Holliday believed the levee would
early have given way, and subjected the city to the
worst sort of an inundation. Two hundred negroes
were at work on the levee, strengthening it with
such means as they had at hand. In different places
where the levee was weak, the water had percolated I
through in liberal quantities.

The Surveyor advised the Mayor to send up 30
000 feet of lumber, and the Mayor informs ns that he
will have this done to-day.

From the city overflows, to which we alluded yes-
terday, nothing serious is to be apprehended as yet.
The indentations or hollows in the levee, over which
the water flowed, were raised yesterday in most I
places by ridges of dirt ; the work being done by the
City Surveyor, under the resolution passed by Coun-
cil on Tuesday night. The overflows were at different
places all along the city front, from the Stock Land-
ing down to the Third District. The heavy storm of
yesterday morning aided the overflows, particularly
in the upper part of the city, a great part of which
was for a time seriously inundated. The storm over,
the river resumed its wonted level, and the inundated
Districts were gradually relieved of the unwelcome
floods.

The water still ran over at several points last night;
but in streams so small as to offer no just cause of
alarm.

We believe that the city is threatened far more by
the weak levees above Carrollton than by any over-
flow of its own front.

SAN SALVADOR REVOLUTION SUPPRESSED!
Earthquake at Qulto!

TWO THOUSAND LIVES LOST?
$300,000 Worth of Propery Totally Destroyed!

NEw YORK, April 2.--The steamship St. Louis,
from Aspinwall, arrived at this port to day, with ad-
vices from California to the 5th inst., which have
been anticipated.

The St. Louis brings $1,757,000 worth of treasure
on freight, and important news from South America.

The revolution at San Salvador had been sup-
pressed, and the city was again quiet.

The destruction of life and property at Quito is
immense. It is estimated that between 2000 and 6000
lives were lost, together with property to the amount
of $3,000,000.

A number of small towns Ia the north-western
portion of the state, near Quito, had been destroyed
by an earthquake.

The shock of the earthquake was very severe at
Guayqouil, and eonsiderable damage was done at that
place.

Dr. Trevitt, the United States Consul at Valparai-
so, had got into diiculty with the Government be.
cause some of those who took part in the outbreak of
February 28th took refuge in hl house and were pro-
tected by him.

Dr. Trevitt's exequatur had been canceled by the
Government in consequence.

The revolution in Chili was nearly at an end.
