Route.-A correspondent of the Boston Journal,
writing from Broome county, Kansas, says:

The roads in this vicinity, leading west from the
river, are white with the wagons of Pike's Peak eml-
grants. They are camped in large parties along the
waters of almost every creek, waiting for the grass to
start before proceeding further. Those who went out
a month ago, and are now beyond the timbered re-
gion, must have suffered greatly during the recent
spow storms and severe weather. Many started with
small stocks of provisions that are already exhausted.
Even here, before ffty miles of the journey are co
pleted, some without money or ottl, beg the-ir
sistence daily from the farmers all along the ist
Many have applied to the Qrter te Fort
Laramie and Fort Kearney forprovisitonst epthem
from starvation. There isa story osr that three
hundred of these footmen three • authorities
at Kearney that they would ca the Fort unless
supplies were granted. An r party took forcible
possession of two wagon sof flour andmeat and
seat the drivers hack e States. Some have died
upon the route, a fare the summer is ended,
rady a plain r cross by the road side will mark
the rlasti ace of a gold seeker. The number
in the try now e roue for the mines, Is little
less t Biteen thousand, and there is no jercepti.
