low at the time of the explosion, and she was soon
alongside the wreck, and reodered all the maistance

bbroght the woonded-sixteen in nomber-to thiscity, wuarly ll of whom are with their friends, at pri.
vatst esldelce, at the hotels, or i eharge of their
brethren of the Sons of Mals. But one sufferer was

Inaddition to the list of the killed enumerated

above, we regret to chronicle the toss of Gideon J.
Pillow, Jr.. the son of Gen. Pillow, of Tennessee.
Young Mr. Pillow embarked on the St. Nieholas atthis port Sunday evening, for his fpther'o plantation
near Helena,.and as there is no account of his escape
there can be but little doubt that his life was lost In
the general disaster.

At the time of the accideot Capt. McMullen, Capt.
tlime (the elerk) and Mr. Jsmei Reid (the pilot)

wereon watch. Capt. McMullen fell below, and his
legaw caught In some timbers, and although efforts
were made to extricate him he was burned to death,
while his cr!as for help were distinctly heard by those
around him.

We are requested to state that awatch and the sum
of $180, which belong to Mr. L. . Acuf, who is re-
ported in. the above list asbadly scrlded, have been de-
posited with Messrs. J. J. Smith A Co., at the city
wharfl hbeat, subject to hiu order.

Mr. Gillem, the second clerk, was in his berth at the
time of the accident, and says that his first sensation
,was similar to that which attends the report of a pit-
tol. When be awoke to counociontuness he was on his
mattress, floating in the river, a hundred yards fromthe boat. He reached the shore without asistance.
.Mr. Gillem is badly scalded, but Will recover.

Capt. Ilime, the clerk, was badly burned, but there
to a hope that he will recover.. Miss Ella Kennedy,
cousln of Capt. Glime, is also b dly scalded. They
are both at the residence of Mr. 4. H. Shock, and are
attended by Dre. Tucker and Keller.

It is a remarkable coincidence that just before tha
occident occurred, Capt. McMullen, a Mr. Reynolds,
from Sioux city, Iowa, and a gcentlemanu from War.
renton, Mims., were in the pilothtue together, en-
gaged in. conversation in reference to the disaster
to the steamer Pennsylvania, wlhich occurred in tlhe
same locality. The gentleman from Warrenton was
a firm believer in the Calvauistlc doctrine of predes.
tinatiun, qualifying the expression wit the state.
ment that he hoped he was ilwits ready to meet his
fate, whatever that fate might'be. The particular
conversation had not closed, when the boat was
blown into a thousand atoms, atd none of the party
in the pilot hoase were savedw but the pilot, Mr.

During the passage from the wreck to this port,
four deaths occurred on board the Susquehanna, and
the dead bodies were brought to this city bfor inter-
ment.

Many of the sufferers lived in St. Louis, including
the majority of the crew. Stch of them as were
able to be moved with safety were transferred from
the Scsquehannah to the Philadelphia, and left for
St. Loois last evening. Among hese were Mr. Clime,the second clerk; Mr. Reid, the pilot; Mr. Blaize,
the first mate ; Mr. John Peltebaker, the second
mate; Mr. Wm. Peonnebaker, Ithe watchman ; hr.
Jtek aon, the carpenter, and the bar-keeper and
steward.

:apt. Marshall, commander of the Philadelphia,
and Mr. Tachud, the clerk, deServe great credit for
the kind attentions bestowed ipon the sufferers.

There was a report yesterday to the effct that Mr.
Rohert Johnson, of Kentucky, was a passenger by tbehe
St. Nicholas from this city, ana that he had beetn lost
in the general disaster. We are rejoiced to know
that the report was erroneous, as Mr. J. took passage
on the steamer Diana.

Mr. Reid. tie pilot on watch at the time of the
accident, informed us yesterday that at the time the
steam wasa little above the odinoary soage, end that
he could distinctly hear it escape as Ie stood at the
wheel in the pilot boue..

The majority of the suffoerere now in thib city are
badly injured, and it is feared that some or them can-
not recover. There is great hope, however, that
Capt. Glime, and his cousin, Mias Kennedy, will be
restored to health,

Capt. Prank Hinecks, of the Daniel Boone, which
boat passed up a few hours behind the Susqlehanna,
saw the burnt wreck of the lt. Nicholos a bhort dis.
tance below Helena, and expressed the belief that it
was the hull of the wharl-baat at Helena that had
been burned.

The officers of the steamer Oaklal, vwhich boat
arrived there at an early hcur yesterday mornoing,
saw the light or the hoburning steamer belhind thema
during the night, but had no suspicion that it was tie
wreck of the rt. Nicholas, Which boat they had met
a few hours before.

The attaches of Messrs. J. J. Smith & Co.'s wharf.
bot at, t this city, also saw the light from the wharf-
boat, although the disaster occurred nearly severty
miles below this city.

The St. Nicholas was a regular packet between St.
Louis and New Orleans and this city, and was owned
by Capt. A. Reeder of St; Louis, and Capt. B. V.
Gllme, the clerk. She was built at Pittsburg seven
years ago the coming autumn. She had been refitted
recently at a heavy expensee She was worth, per-
hapsabout $20,000.he following articles, sllipped at St. Louis, com-
posed the cargo: 150 bbl. flour shbilpped by the
Planters' Mills ; 1000 kegs !lard, shipped by henry,
Ames & Co.; 756 pigs lead and 300 bbls. por ,
hipped by C.P. Riley & C.; 100 bbls. four, shippe,
by the Magnola Mlls ; 10 sacks oats, shipped by
Kirkham & Luke ; and 60 tbls. molasses, 30 hogs, 4t;
cattle, .5 males, 2 horses, acd 200 bbls. flour, shipped
by parties not rememberel. As all the books and
papers of the boat were lot, an accurate list of the
paseengers and freight could not he ascertained.

There was not much money or many voluables in
the safe of the boat and the pecuniary losses were
,caflned principally to the enumeration above.
