There have been increased offerings of uncurrent
bank notes during the week, and a corresponding de-
mand has attended the counter movements with the
broker. Tlaunsient citizens are departing daily, and
they prefer to take along thle issues of the banks of
their several locations, so that there is no accumula.
tion of distant bank notes.

In American silver coin there have been very
limited transactions. Last year at this time one or
two of our brokers were bsuying and selling $100,000
of this article per week. At this time the traasac-
tions do not exceed one-fifth of that amount. The
reduction in the price of silver at the Branch Mint
precludes any Mexican or foreigs coinl from being
offered. as it pays better to ship to New York, where
it is sold for shipment to Eurspe. The demand for
silver for China still continues in London. The ship-
ments for the last month reached $5.000,000. The
present distracted state of Mexico prevents the usual
supplies flnom the mines there. There is, however, a
good sspply of American silver coil in the country,
but increa.sing bsilness will require all that can lie
coiied this season, so ae think there will be no com-
plailts of the dross becoming a drig for the present.
