TALK ON 'OHANGE.

The gatherings on Carondelet street and environs
were not large yesterday. The chief toplc--in fact,
it was all war. We are not aware that it Is necessary
to make any fuss or to allow those fellows in Europe
to occupy so much of the talk. Of coarse, the Nia-
gara's advices were lengthily discussed. Well, no
one in particular seemed to be aware what result or
effect on American trade this continental war will
have. Those who have been expecting hostilities for
the past three or four months are prepared,and those
who are not prepared will not be in a worse position.
It is, however, amusing to some who are merely look-
ing on to observe the many views advanced. Of
course, the cotton market was to be made a target of,
but we did notb learn of any factors willing to take
ltc. for Middling, although there were many would.
be buyers at those figures. Nor has there been any
disposition evinced on the part of capitalists to en-
hance their rate. If there is to be an excitement or
any furor regarding European accounts, it will pass
off in a day or two, and the flaming war dispatches
will be laughed at. War is a fixed fact between Aus.
tria and France. The Persia will bring some strong
war accounts.

There is very little cotton on hand for sale. The
facilities for shipping, with the extreme low rate of
freights and high exchangesupport the trade. Cotton
is now shipped to Liverpool at the rate of one farth.
ing per pound freight-just about sufficient to pay
for putting it on board and taking it out again.
There will not be much increase by arrivals from
Northern ports to the quantity of shipping now here.
There is an abundance of water on the bars at the
mouth of the river. Pass a'Lontre is now the main
debouche for all vessels excepting those bound to the
westward. The intent is to locate the telegraph sta-
tion, pilots' residence and other attaches at this point,
leaving a few representatives at the Southwest Pass.
The further talk is, the contractor for keeping an
open channel of 18 feet depth will not have much
trouble to carry out the agreement; that the work-
ings of nature will save him a large outlay of both
money and time ; in fact, the services of the intended
dredging boats or machines will not be required till
the mud piles or banks rise again. When will that
be, asks some ? Quen sabe.

The further talk was of the purchase of the great
steam-tug or towboat Wm. H. Webb, now in New
York, for the new or opposition line of towboats, for
the purpose of towing vessels up and down the Mis.
sissippi. The Webb is known to be one of the most
powerful towboats afloat, and the talk is, she will
make her mark on the mighty Mississippi. The same
company has, we learn, engaged the R. B. Forbes,
another powerful boat now in Boston, or rather havre
been in treaty for her, the preliminaries to purchase
having been taken into consideration by the proprie-
tors. Competition gives a healthy tone to business
of all kinds. The great increase in the trade of our
city demands every year an enlargement in resources
and facilities to conduct it.

There is some talk of the rapid increase of business
at the old Basin Carondelet. That part of the city
begins to look like days of yore, when all the lake
trade centered at the Old Basin. The reorganization
of the old Orleans Navigation Company was regard-
ed some few years ago as a whim of some of our old
fogy citizens; in fact, some folks talked of its being
a humbug. It would be well if there were more in-
tended public improvements carried out with theSsame success that has attended the resuscitation of
the old Orleans Navigation Company. Large quanti-
ties of railroad iron are being shipped via this canal
for Maunchac for account of the Jackson Railroad. So
it appears the crevasse will not check the work on
the road. The old Bayou St. John is also free and
clear, and a good stage of water at the mouth.
CHAUITABLE BENEFIT AT THE OusLEANs.-On Mon-

day night a great benefit will be performed at the
Orleans for the benefit of the Asylum for Indigent
Widows and Aged Persons, under the patronage of
" Les Dames du Providence." The cast will include
"Chez nuue Petite Dame," a vaudeville in one act,
the first act of " L'Ambassadrice," " Le Beau Nico-
las," chansonnette by Carrier, and the fourth act of
" La Favorite," sung by Messieurs Lucien Bourgeois,
Vila and M'lle Bourgeois. With such attraction and
such object the house should be crowded, as we hope
it may be.

COSTLY ENGRAVINGS.-Lovers of the fine arts in
this part of the world are not so well up in the fabu-
lous appreciation at which fuine engravings are assessed,
as though they were the precious old paintings of the
masters, in European markets. Prints of Raphael's
"Madonna with bird," engraved by Raphael Morghen,
bring $300 each, and recently a single copy of an en-
graving of Raphael's "Marriage of the Virgin" sold
at auction in Paris for $2000. This plate was en-
graved by order of the Austrian Government and de-
stroyed after a certain number of proofs were taken,
and thus high-priced genius secured the excellence,
and vandalism the rarity of the work,

QUEZIO VwXATA.

We shall soon begin to agree with the ontelde
world that New Orleans is the most important point
in the country, for the press every where is continu-
ally engaged in discussing and settling our afairs in
sach manner as their discretion or Indiscretion sees
best. They canvass and decide upon our domestlo
politics, crevasse our private river, disecus our peca-
liar foundation and local habitations and public ereo'
tions, and fix up thinge generally very much to their
own natisfaction, if not to ours. Bat the matter of our
foundation is a questio nerata that exercises the out-
aiders most continually and severely. They are never
tired of the theme, though we are, and have variously
decided that the existence of New Orleans is depend-
ent upon a fearfully frail tenure, for as the " father of
waters" manufactured our ground of delta mud we are
only tenants at will,and liable to be ejected whenever
the watery controller of our destinies sees ft to do away
with his own work and wash us out. This dependent
position gives our solicitous cotemporarles so much
uneasiness that it is really unkind to assert that we
do not sympathize with them.

The Cincinnati Daily Times, with kind, commise-
rating intent, no doubt, announces that Now Orleahe
rests upon a forest of cypress trees, and that forest
on yet another, and so on until we are elevated at an
altitude ofsix hundred feet from the rooteofthe bottom
forest of all, a sort of " rock.a-bye baby on the tree-
top " existence at once precarious and dangeroun to
the lives and fortunes of all concerned. Now the fact is
we at home esteem a ninety-nine year lease as safe as
it is anywhere, and consider that our real estate is as
good as anybody's, though a trifle juicy at times; and
notwithstanding the danger which exists of the cy-
press trees decaying and letting our land fall through
for want of support, or of its being washed away
some fne day, there is not a foot nor a pound of it
which is not a cash reality. And more, so far from
taking off any of our property our good friend Missis-
sippi occasionally adds liberally to our wealth by pre-
senting as with a few hundred thousands worth of real
estate, asit has been doing for years, and as it did last
year, when to make amends for the passionate upris-
ing of its floods, it left two or three squares of the
highest and most valuable land in the city where
only a waste of waters previously existed.

Not content with ignorantly misrepresenting the
Crescent City the press also misrepresents the partic-
ular portion of it next in importance to the whole,
to-wit: the Crescent newspaper, which the New
York Express recently referred to as a Democratic
paper! Such villification is ample ground for a libel
suit. " Who steals my good name," etc.

Commercial Intelligence.
LIvasroot,6atsrday noon, April 23.-The Cotton

market has a declining tendency.
The demand is very limited, and owing to the

alarming news from the Continent, operators are
shy at present quotations.

Richardson, Spence & Co.'s circular reports more
animation in the Breadstuffs market, and the advance
of last week is fully maintained. White Corn closed
firm at 7e. 3d. to 7s. 6d. per cental.

The same authority reports the Provision market
generally unchanged.

Pork closed firm at 70s. CoSfe generally closed
firm at previonus quotations.

LONDON, April 23.-American Securities generally
closed dull, and quotations are generally unchanged.

Political and General Intelligence.
LIVErPOOL, Saturday Noon, April 23.-The latest

advices by telegraph from London and the Continent
foreshadow the approach of actual hostilities on the
Sardinlan frontier.

No one entertains the belief that Sardinia will even
seriously consider the ultimatum of Austria, bhut will,
on the contrary, promptly reject it, in which case the
Austrian troops will immediately cross the Ticino and
attack the Sardinian army.

The French Government have received a telegraph
dispatch from Gen. Marmora, who is on the Sardinian
frontier, announcing that the Austrian army had
made a significant movement on the strategetical line
of the Ticino,and that he (Gen. Marmora) feared that
an attack might be made by the Austrian troops at
any moment.

The Emperor Napoleon had called a couoncil of
Ministers, and had a council upon the present crisis
of Italian afairs.

The King of Sardinia had also called a council of
Ministers and held a consultation as to the course the
Government should pursue under the present threat-
ening attitude assumed by Austria.

. Nothing definite has transpired in relation to the
decision of the Cabinet, but it is generally believed
that Sardinia will peremptorily reject the ultimatum
of Austria, and accept the alternative.

The Paris Constiltutionnel announces that a portion
of the army of Paris has received orders from the War
Office to be in readiness to march to the Sardinian
frontier at a momenta' notice.

LIVERPOOL, April 23.-The Paris correspondent of
the London Morning Herald says that the preparations
for war are pushed forward with feverish rapidity
throughout France, notwithstanding the professions
of the Emperor that he is willing to disarm.

The Paris correspondent of the Times says that
armaments continqe on the most extensive scale, not
only in France, Sardinia and Austria, but also in
Prussia and the German States, and that the war
spirit is at fever heat.

French troops are concentrating from all quarters
at Lyons, near the Sardinian frontier, and a large
reinforcement of the African Contingent is daily ex-
pected to arrive at Marseilles from Algiers.

A large French army is about to be collected on the
frontiers of the Rhine, and numerous cavalry regi-
ments are already on the march thither.
It is announced that the mission of the Austrian

Archduke Albrecht was entirely successful, and that
a convention had been entered into between Austria
and Prussia, and signed by their respective plenipo-
tentiaries, in which the Prussian Government agrees
to send to the Rhine an army of observation, num-
bering 29,000 men, under the command of the Prince
Regent, in case the negotiations for a pacific settle-
ment should fail.

The Contingent force of Bavaria is to be increased
to 00,000 men.

To this force is also to be added one eighth of the
army of the German Confederation, and a corps of
60,000 men of other contingents is to held in readi-
ness for immediate action.

The newspaper press in Prussia have been requested
not to publish anything respecting these preparations.

The Prussian Government has ordered an additional
corps d'armee of 70,000 to be placed on a war footing,
but officially announces that these measures are
adopted purely on the defensive, and are not tobe in-
terpreted as indicating that Prussia designs taking
any active part in the conflict between France and
Austria so long as the war is confined to Italy.
The Turin correspondent of the London Times ex-

preses the conviction, which is generally entertained
in Piedmont, that unless war is declared Count Ca.
vour must fall, and that such an event would possibly
be the signal for an insurrection in various parts of
Italy and also in Servia.
In case war is not declared, there is great danger

of serious disturbances breaking out in Sardinia,
where already 20,000 volunteers have been collected
from all parts of Italy, mtst of whom would join the
revolutionists rather than submit longer to Austrian
dcminition.

These volunteers are confidently awaiting the com-
mencement of hostilities, and would bhail a declaration
of war with enthusiasm, while many thousands more
are ready to join the standard of Piedmont.

All the stelmers on L kie llaggiore. (at the sou rce
of the Ticlno and between SOardinia and Lombardy,)
with one exception, have been placed at the disposal
of the Austrian Government for the transportation of
troops and war material.
The King of Naples still survived at last accounts,

but was on his " last legs."
Tihe Government of Rome had sent a circular to the

Bishops urging upon them to ise all their influence
in collecting two additional legions of troops, hut
notwithsitanding the exertions of the Bisops, and the
offering of the large bounty which was authorized by
the Pope to be granted to all volunteers, the attempt
to raise troops was unsuccessful.

Advices from Turkey represent that the appear-
ance of the near approach of war has aroused fears
of serious insurrections among the Greek subjects of
the Sultan, and also in the principalities of Wallachia,
Muldavia and Montenegro.

The previoos reports of thelexlensive Russian arma-
melts in Bessarabia are confirmed, and it is the in-
tention of the IJs.,ian Government to assemble 100,-
000 men in the province of Georgia.

Paul Morphy Triumphs.

REcoODER WILTZ'S CocT.--The chief business in
this Court yesterday was the examination of Mr. J.

Alley, on the morning of the 19th uit.; shooting him
there at that time, and the Captain dying twelve
days afterward, that is, on the lot inst., it beingbe-
lieved until a day or two prior to his death that he
would recover.

The court-room was crowded. Mr. Vernon had
three counsellors to defend him-Messrs. Field, Tap
pan and Caslellanos.

Different witnesses were examined. We have not
room to publish the testimony at length ; but we will
condense that of Judge Cotton, which was full,
stnraightforward and particular.

The Judge's testimony amounted to this: Going
to his onice at about 8 o'clock in the morning, he
found Capt. Bossiere walking up and down the hau-
qliette in front. Bosoiere accosted him and talked
about his trouble in regard to his connection with the
Louisiana Courier newspaper; saying that he regret-
ted his connection therewith ; that he had been badly
treated ; that Mr. Vernon had got him to take an in-
terest in the paper; that ie had found Vernon was
not the man he hd taken him for ; that Vernon was
a d-d coward, etc.; and that he hadsold his interest
of one fourth in the paper to Vernon.

Witness made no reply, but went up stairs into his
office. There he iound Vernon, seated at a table,
and waiting for witness, in order to bring a suit
against Mr. Breckeuridge, in the name of himself and
wife; he having previonsly consulted witness on the
subject. Witnesa took his seat to draw up the peti-
tion. Whilst soengaged, Mr. Roundtree came to see
witness on business anoid whilst witness was talking
with this gentlemanu, Capt. Bossiere came in. The
Captain spoke to witness about suit having been
brought against him in tuis parish, and about his
wish to get an exception filed against tie jurisdiction
of Orleans parish, so that he might be tried in It.
Tammany, where he lived.

Witness told tlhe Captain to take his petition to hie
(wilneso') partnloer, who wouldl lattend to it. The Cap-
tain did so. Vernoo was still seated at the tables
reading. As tile Captai lelft the room,re said, " Ver-
non, a word with you." Vernon lelt his seat, and
both went outside the room into tCe passage, near the
head of the stairs. They conversed a few seconds, in
a low tone of voice. The first loud or excited remark
witnaess heard, was from Botsiere : " You d-d rascal,
do you iltend to swindle me? " After that abusive
language and severe epithets were used by both par-
ties. Very soon, Vernon cried out," don't you draw
your wea)Uon," or" you draw your weapon," or words
to that elcict.

Witness immediately jumped up from his seat, and
torning, saw Veruin backinag into the room with a
revolver In his hand pointed at ilosaiere's breast; he
backed some eight or nine feet into the room, still
keeping his pistul raised, and saying, as he backed,
" Stand back, if you advance upon me I will shoot
you;" repeating this remalk three or four times. As
lihe baced, BoIasier advanced upon him, keeping
within about four feet of him, and iookin~ him in tbo
lace. The Captain had no weapon in his hinds,
which were resting on his sides.

WVitness seized Vernon by his hand in which lie
held the pistol and bore it down to his aside; witness's
brother at the same moment stepped to the side of
Bossiere. Witness saud to Vernon, " Don't take ad-
vaunlge of a man who is not armed." Boasiere said
be was not armed or something to that effect. Ver
non then said that Bossisere was armed, and that he
had atlempted to draw a weapon whilst they were
out is the passage; and he refused to put up his own
weapon. Just then Bossiers stepped back, and as he
a did so, witness saw that he was preparing to draw a
weapon, and nseeing this, witness stepped aside from
Vernon, not wishing to get hurt ; witness's brother
also got away from the side of Btosiere.

Bossiere drew a revolver from the right side pocket
of his cost, sand fired at Vernon, as witness at the
time sipposed ; bat subsequently, witness discoveredSthat the pistol was fired before being raised toa line
with Veroon's breast, as the hbullet had entered ther. floor near iolsiere's own feet. Vernon fired simul-

tnaeously with Bosoiere; Vernon then threw himself
behind the book-crss, and Bosiere sheltered himself
behiad the door. BUsoiere would step out from thed- door and present his pistol; Vernon would fire, andaBousiere would fall back again ; presenting his body
thus two or three times, with his pistol aimed at
Vernion, and Vernon firing at him.

Denis Sullivan and Martin Osoick, pleasant neigh-
bore at the corner of Greatmen and Spain streete,
were examined on cross charges of insult and abause,
threats to kill, etc., and abusing each other's families;
each having his wife along as a witness. The case
wao found to be so evenly balanced, that the Recorder
decided to oine them $10 each, and put them under
peace bonds. Both complained of the fine. The
Recorder then told them that if they would shake
hiands like men, in his presence, and promise not to
insult or abuse each other after leaving Court, but to
forget their row and try to be friends, he would 1et
them go free. The proposal staggered them, as well
it might, seeing that they were neighbors, and that
their wives were at the bottom of the trouble.

David Nlcholson was examined on the charge of
havsing robbed John Joyce of $47, on the afternoon
of the 26th ult., in the Homeward Bound Coffeehouse
on Frenchmen street, between Victory and Moreao.
Joyce swore that Nicholson invited him in to take
a drink. He drank, and was invited to drlng again.
Then he suspected something wrong in the liquor
and throwing his second drink on the floor, itarted
to leave the house. At that, Nicholson grabbed him
by the throat, shut the door, and cut his handker-
chief from ibs neck, in which handkerchief his $47
was concealed; alter which he opened the door and
let him out.
