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The war accounts had no effect whatever on our
Money market. There never was a greater farce
brought forward than the war intelligence which has
been dealt out to-day. The Bears are in ecstacies,
just the same as they were at the time the war be-
tween Russia, England and France was precipitated.
We have said for three months past that war would
take place, and set the time for its advent on the 15th
of this month. But from all accounts now before nus
the belligerents will be at work a few days previous.
The sooner commenced the sooner ended. It is really
laughable to witness the fears of some timid citizens
regarding this approaching war, and holding to our
oft-repeated expressions that American interests and
commerce, more particularly those connected with
our city, are not in the least to be seriously effected.
We dismiss and abandon all fears.

There was very little doing in the Money and Paper
market to-day, The calls on the banks continue up
to the income, and nearly all have as much paper
offered as wanted.
