Editors Crescent: In pursnance to your instruc-
tions your reporter 

"
packed up," and making the

necessary preparations for a general tour of inspeo-
tion of the " old paternal river," left New Orleans
last evening on board the steamer Capitol,and is thus
far safely advanced on his way to Memphis, from
which point he will, at your suggestion, begin his
labors, and descending from point to point endeavor
to give you accurate and tangible sketohes of the
disastrous effects of the present reign of the Flood
King. I shall give you from day to day all and any
information which may contribute to the formation ora
basis upon which specoulative calculation may rest in
estimating the practical part of the commercial pro-
blem-what proportion of the cotton and sugar crops
of 1859 will the bottom lands of the Missislippi con-
tribute!

In the accomplishment of this task I shall have no
cause to draw upon fancy, or to indulge in exaggera-
tion to present a picture of an alarmingly interesting
character. The facts in the premises are too fearful,
and actual figures by far too high, to receive general
credence.

Truly, "the half has never been told." The citi-
zens of New Orleans have but an ioadequate concep-
tion of the present state of things on and along the
river. The speed with which we have traveled-hav-
ing made bot a-moment's stop at three or four land.
ings-has prohibited me from obtaining as full details
as I could wish to give you in this letter, in regard to
the damage sustained between New Orleans and
Vicksburg. These I shall obtain on my return;
though, ignoring particulars, if what I have seen and
heard to day in regard to the condition of the planta.
tions adjoining the river, may be taken as a criterion
of the loss to commerce in the destruction to crops
alone, millions can only estimate it. But as we pro-
ceed upwards the prospect darkens, and I am told
that as yet I have seen comparatively nothing.

From Baton Rouge to this point the river iswollen
to such an extent that a further average rise of six
inches would inundate fully two-thirds of the bottom
lauds adjoining the river. The crevasses which have
occurred below this point have done less damage, in
reality, than has been and is still occasioned by the
overflow of the low embankments. We to-day pass-
ed scores of plantations which were completely flood-
ed, while their levees were sound and unyielding.
Many large places are also rendered wholly or in part
unproductive this season by selpage water, particu-
larly if they are deficient in drainage. The crevasse
just below New Carthage inundates the plantation
of Mr. Joshua James. This place contains about
twelve hundred acres under cultivation. Mr. J.made
a full crop last season. This season he will make
nothing.

Adjoining this is the Calcoteestate, containing 600
acres under cultivation. Made a full crop last year-
this year will make nothing. Next comes the three
plantations of Mr. John Perkins, Jr.-about 3000
acres under cultivation. Made 2000 bales last year-
is entirely under water.

About twelve miles below Grand Gulf in Claiborne
county, hiss., Mrs. Evans has 800 acres under water;
was partially overflowed last year, but made about
one half a crop. This season she will make nothing.

Above, next comes the plantation of Mr. C. D
Hamilton, completely covered. Mr. Hlamilton culti-
vates about 500 acres, which were all covered last
year, causing him to lose two crops consecutively.
The next is the plantation of Mr. H. M. Coffiy, 300
acres under cultivation; made about half a crop last
season, this year he will make nothing.

Adjoining the last ate the plantations of Messrs. C.
A. Phearson, 1200 acres, J. B. Thrasher, 1200 acres,
and f. Ballard, 1200 acres, all of whom made about
half an average crop last season,but will not work an
acre this,

About fifteen miles above Grand Gulf, Warren
county, Miss., is the Woods plantation, containi ng
1000 acres under cultivation; made a full crop last
year, but will not made a bale this season.

Adjoining is the large plantation of Mr. Joseph
Davis, 2500 acres all under water; made about 1500
bales last year.

The place of the Hon. Jeff. Davis adjoins the last
and contains about 700 acres all under water; was
dry last year.

The Palmyra plantation is the next; contains 1500
acres; made a full crop last season; all under now.

lsseq'ena county, Miss., isalmost entirely inundated;
scarcely a thousand acres will be productive season.

The plantation of Mr. E. J. Hoover, about 30 miles
below Natchez, I learn, is badly inundated.
I have only given the above to allow the reader to

catch some idea of the extent of the damage done
along the line of a day's travel. The names I have
given are those only of the few oufferers of whose
situation I was able to glean information through
neighboring planters, who were my fellow-passen-
gers, and represent but a small per centage of the
great mass of sufferers. To give a succinct account
of the names of overflowed plantations in either of
the counties I have omitted would, if described in the
abbreviated style I have above adopted, occupy many
pages.

In regard to the prospects of a decline, or even of a
cessation in the present steady rise, I can see none,
and until a very great and continued fall in the
upper tributaries takes place, we may not hope that
the ultimatum has been reached or the crisis passed.

In my next I hope to be sole to give you filler
and more interesting details. While I shall prosecute
my inquiries with thoroughness, the demand of the
public for information makes it necessary that your
reporter should be not only diligent, but as nearly as
possible

The average yield of Wiston's
it claim is fifty ounces every twenty-four hours-the

sluices being run night and day. As high as seventy
ounces have been taken out in twelve hours.

Hill's Bar continues to maintain its old reputation
for richness. Emery's Bar, which was nearly deserted

of recently, is again being worked by new-comers, most
of whom assert that they make from $8 to $12 per

embarkation of their occupants, men women and
children, with their goods and chattels, was speedily
.effected, and the unburdened crafts were hauled upon
the flat.

I handed my rifle and pis-
tols to one o my inell, and mnade sntos to one of the
eitefs to lay uride his ormlrs mard mneet me, as wished
to have a tarlk ith him, which he did. in as few
words as postitle I explarrned to him the object of
my expJedition, tord that I wished to pass peaceably
through his cuuotry. lie lthen gave his coousent that
Smight do no, but twarttd me to give his people

some toiroco. 1 ordertd about oto hundred pounds
of tubccco, which I Iad intended to give them, to be
irouglht out tud dlvidtd traling them. I nlo gave a

shirt to each of tihe ctieti. We then drove to the
lake and eucamped fn- tile night. Being acquanlted
with the treaichery of these ludians, I was not fully
satistied that all was right.

Early on thei morning ofr tile 20th we hitched up
our teams, and liudiig an Indilr that offered to guide
Us to tBeale's erotiiug, we rtarted to eroas tie liver
without further delay. After marching to the rive'
we launched our bho.t mid stretched a rope from one

From the ISandwlteh Islands.
Advices were received in San Franoeleo to the .

17th of March. A letter of that datesays:
I have nothing new of importance. The volcano

still continues to flow, but it is not no actives thas
been, yet.the flow is still very great, and is flllngo
the plain near (beyond) Ahoaaml. The stream
the source down to the plain Is mostly enoritaed
over, so that the liquid lava is seen only in plaeof
where the coveringis broken in.

We have not felt the earth quake for some days
past. Previously we had a little shake or two almost
every day, and two or three that were quite severe.
A large number of natives have been up to see the
flow at different times during the past two weeks.

Persons wishing to see the crater can do s now
with much more safety than at any time prevyioh,
and probably with as much satisfactlon, tor they
could approach much nearer, and can see the flowing
stream dashing down the mountain at a very great
speed.

Guano Islands.
The Alta California says:
The schooner E. L. Frost, with one of the firm of

C. A. Williams & Co., of this city, on board,rets•n
on the 14th from a cruise in search of guano I ,
having been eminently aucceefl. Some thrty or
forty different islands were' visited between theltl-
tudes 22dg. N. a deg.N.and deg. 8., and between le•g-'
tudes 150 deg. and 175 deg. On five of the islands
large deposits of guano were found, and specimens
brought here, which have been declared by compe-
test judges to be equal, if not superior, to the beat
kinds of Jarvis Island. Maessr. Wilisms A Co. belog
American citizens, have sent in their claim to the
Depastmeet of State, in accordance with the act of
Congress of August 18,1856.

FrOITIVe SLAVE CASE.-A dispatch of the 2d
inst., from Zaneaville, Ohio, says:

There was great excitement here Wthis afternoon it
regard to the fugitive slave, Jackson, who was ar-
rested last night. Judge Marsh decided that the pris-
oner was illegally held, and discharged him. Imme-
diately alter his discharge he was recarrested, hean
colled. put into a hack and driven to the depot, for
the purpose of taking him to Wheeling, on the train
then due at the depot. A desperate effort wan made
bynegroes to rescue him, but it was unsuccesafnl.
,During the excitement at the depot, pistols, cluhe,,
and bricks were freely used, by which sevel per-
sons were injured. Meanwhile a writ was snerved o
the Mranhal commanding him to bring the prisoner
back and show why he was held. This point bha not
yet been settled.
