The street and the public at large were taken by
surprise by the purport of the Earopean advices of
the 30th alt., received by one of the Galway line of
steamers. Of course, on money and paper the effect
was so slight as not to be perceivable; even the an-
nonuncement of the suspension of forty brokers in
London did not cause any alarm. This, with the
previous advices of a decline in cotton of Id. was
coming it rather too strong for one day, and though
the Bears were in an exultant state durlng the day,
yet the so-called victory did not altogether tarn in
their favor, for there were no sellers of stocks, bonds,
or paper at a decline from the rates of last week. It
would, however, be a burlesque for holders of cotton
to offer their stocks at the closing rates of last week,
under the figures of 6jd. in Liverpool for Middling
Orleens.

The panic comes unawares--in fact, too sudden to
have much effect on our market; though predictions
were made that there would be a great reaction in
England, it was not expected at this early period,
and with the greatly reduced stocks of produce, with
the advance in the season, the announcement of ac-
tual hostilities between the belligerents will have no
more effect than what has been observed to-day in
our city. We esggest to all to keep cool, maintain
calmness, banish fear and anxiety, let them fight
away in Europe. We shall have a multiplicity of ac-
counts and many exaggerations. Aecounts of pre-
sumed astounding importance will be recorded one
day and contradicted the next, as appears by the dis-
patches yesterday, which gave information of a Bs-
sian and French alliance. This is denied to-day, and
so we shall be at a loss to understand the true intent
of the nextdispatches from New York. There is no
doubt but what we shall be furnished daily with
numerous dispatches, and many of them not worth
the paper on which they may be written.

In the Paper market today there were sales and
negotiations of irstoclass commercial paper at 707j,
and $40,000 of second-class at the rate of 80@8) ct
The supply on the street still continues free, and
likely to continue so for several weeks to come.

The domestic or inland exchange market moved
along very quietly. Several of the banks were ask-
ing an Ith premium for checks on New York, though
the usual sums required by remitters could be had at
par@jth prem. Five days sight was sold at an Ith
die.; sixty days sight at 1, 1l@1 die., with favo-
rite signatures being held at @l1 die Sterling was
weaker to day. We note some sales of clear bills at
1093 and 109_, up to 10904110. The bank rate on
London direct is 110@10. In document bills
dealers were shy, and were not inclined to touch at
any rate, though there are very few bills of this clas
to be made at this moment. Francs without change,
and dull at 5.170@.131. The banks sell sixty days
direct on Paris at 5.08*, and other well-known draw-
ers hold at 5.11305.121.

In stocks today there were sold 55 shaes Loui-
siana State Bank at 178 ; 50 do. Bank of NewOrleans
at 106; 10 do. Southern Bank at 1101; 20 do. Bank
of New Orleans at 105j; 15 do. Mechanics' and Trad-
ers' at 1035, and a small lot of city bonds, endorsed
by the Jackson Railroad at 86s and interest, and 125
shares Southern Oil Company at 95. No feelings of
a war panic appeared at the close of business.

Those leaving for the Pacific coast to-morrow, via
Tehuantepec in the steamer, will find checks, drafts
and available credits at the Merchants' Bank, on San
Francisco, which will be negotiable at all places on
the route.

We have heretofore given publicity to certificates
of false packing in cotton, discovered at the New
England factories. To give further publicity to the
frauds discovered, we publishbelow some information
from Liverpool, attended with certificates, as requir-
ed by some folks who appear very fastidious about
taking the simple word of an honorable merchant,
which was deemed sufficient in old times to pass be-
tween one merchant and another. We regret to have
to remark that many sellers of cotton refuse to re-
fund, unless the planter's mark on the cotton is truly
identified. This, is a hard case, and places the pur-
chaser hors du combat. But there ought not to be
any hesitation nor caviling in the matter. The sel-
ler or factor is bound in honor and faith to make sales
good. Admit that in course of repressing at the cot-
ton presses, the planters' marks are obliterated, does
not the repressing or compressing result equally to
the the advantage of factors' as to other parties ?
