necting pipes, of suitable dimensions, running from
one end of the city to the other ; and it has also
rased a Joint Committee to confer with the Water-
Works Company, to see what desirable arrangements
can be effected. Frther than this, the Councilcould
not go.

The Picayune then Intimates that certain contract.

The Picayune winds op with this precious bit of
non-commilttallam :

Too little has been done. It is not yet too late to
remedy the shortcomings mentioned. The Council
cannot be blamed for what it has done, but for what
it has neglected to do.

We have shown to some extent what the Council
has done, and we are willing that the case shall he
farly submitted to a verdict of the people. Let those
who pay taxes decide. Let those who support the
municipal government determine. But, we will
l•atw neither packed Juries, diehonest pleaders, nor

onptoue lional lawyers in the case. There shall be no
rascality about it. Let it stand or fall on its own
merits, without any admixture of partiality or prej.-
dies. And, if the tax-payers of this metropolis are
prepared to couotemn those whobave largely reduced
their general debt; who have diminished taxation
on their real estate; who have redeemed their mu-
nilcpal credit ; who have inaugurated an auspicious
era, which will give as good, squarestone paved
atreets very shortly ; who have obtained for os the
beat police we ever have had ; who have done all
they could to protect the city from overfow in the
one ase, and to supply it with an adequate amount
of water for fire and other porposes in the other ; and
who,-to use the language of their assailant, the Piea.
yase,have avoided "extravagance in appropriation,"
pave esacted "many new and salutary measures,"
lnd who "canneot h blamed" for what they have
ioae-why let them go ahead. We shall not com.
p1sn, or whise, or grunmble, or strive to stab by
indiretion, although we shall have a very positive
oplaite to expres on the asbeet. That Is all. Our
duty will he discharged by keeping the people fully
sadtcithfolly informed. That we have done thus far,
and shell do hereafter.
