Yesterday was awarm, dusty and dlsagreable
day. We were trying to find same cool place, but
gave it up in despair. Trly the summer i now upon
us. There was some little rtir on the levee. We no.
tice that one or two Red river packets were receiving
quite lively all day yesterday ; also the Blrearod
packets New Falls City and A.T. Lacey, and the Lou-
isville packet John Balne, which left lastevening with
a good trip.

We learn by a dispatch to the agent, Capt. J. H.
Freligh, of the Memphis packet Capitol, that she
was getting np the river at a good rate, having ar-
rived at VicLkburg in 33} hourn from thin port, and
had attended to all her way business.

The river still ontinues to fall. It has fallen some
ten inches, and is now one foot below high water
mark.

Red river is falling all the way down from Shreve-
port.

At Vicksburg, on the 9th, the river was still re-
ceding.

At Baton Ronge,on the 10th, it was falling.
The Madison (La.) Journal of the 6th Inst. says :
The water at this place has been slowly bt steadily

Sfaling for the last week, and has fallen altogether
nearly four inches. The greater part of our parish isI already overflowed, and it is very questionable
whether the water will go ou in time for the planters
to make a crop on the overflowed land.

The Memphis Appeal of the 8th inst. says :
There was a slight acceleration to the rise of the

river yesterday, the swell amounting to one inch and
a hal•

. 
The rtver was then within 131 inches of the

high water mark of the flood of 1858, and within
8t inches of the highest water of the present season.
The Louisville Journal of the 6th lust. says :
The river in the twenty-four hour ending last eve-

onig, had fallen three fet. There are still nearly
sixteen feet of water on the Falls. The weather was
warm aqd beautiful.
The Cincinnati Commercial of the 0th says:
The weather continues warm and pleasant, while

the river Is still reeedtng very rapidly from Pittsburgato vanasville. We may anticipate lowr water at Pitts-
burg next week. There were eighteen feet over the
Falls last night, and falling at the rate of four feet
every twentyfour hours. Business Is moderately
brisk along the levee, but diminishing daily in ex-
tent.

The new and splendid Vicksburg and New Orleans
mail packet Charmer will leave the Marine Ways forsPortland or New Albany tomorrow, in tow of theI Champion. She will be completed and receive her

outfit below the falls. Capt. J. M. Danley left uortPittsburg last night, where he contemlplates con-

tracting foranother excellent packet for the Arkansasriver trade.
The St. Louie Republican of the 7th says:
The river here swelled about sIx inches in the

twentyfour hours ending at dark lost evening, and
was still rising slowly. The Illinois river is falling at
Lasalle, but late arrivals report the lower end of the
river swelling rapidly. The Upper Mississippi is ris-
ing from St. Paul down,and was coming up prettyI fast at Keokuk, when the Quincy left. The Missouri
f river is falliug from St. Joseph to Glasgow, and rising
tbelow that point. There is still a good deal of drift
runninllg here, which is from the Missouri river.The weather was fine and very warm yesterday.
Business is unaccountably dull for the season.

CoAao, May 6.-The river rose eight inches during
twelve hours yesterday, but the rise from the Missis
uippi got down in the afternoon, and last night it was
rising nearly an inch an hour. It is now (this morn-
inc,) four feet below high water mark, on the Ohio

I side, uand a few inches below the February rise. We
expect a further rise of eighteen inches or two feet.
On thle MBississippi side the river yesterday afternoon
was but four feet below the top o1 the levee in several
places.

At Columbus yesterday, the river bad risen oix
inches during twelve hours, and was still rising, being
insode of thei town to a considerable extent. Inside
of Cairo the water is still rising, and has nearly filled
the basement of the Taylor House, but it does not in-
terfere with the hotel arrangements.
Blusiness continues very dull here. We bear noth-

ing laiter from below. The present rise will proubally
dissipate all hopes of crops, and cause a general desf titutiou.

The St. Louis Democrat of the 7th says:
Capt. Gabbert, of the War Eagle, reports the Mis-

sissippi risiog all the way from Dubuque. He saw
Capt. Smith Harris, of the Grey Eagle, just down
from St. Paul, and was told by him that as immense
rise had taken place at St. Paul, and that all the
small streams were full and pouring out turbulent
floods.
