C DeAvH or Dnaa TRACE, AN OLD CHEROKEE WAR-
Swoos.-Deer Track, a fall blood Cherokee, aged about70 years, died a few days ago, in the Cherokee Nation.

He ocame to this country about 1817, when a youngSman, with a party of Cherokees, and settled at the
SDardanelle Rock, as it was then called. The party,0our informant says, came all the way in canoes-down
the Tennessee river to the Ohio, thence down thatI river to the Mississippi river, thence to the mouth of

the Arkansas, thence up the Arkansas to the Darda-aelle Rock, a distance of nearly two thousand miles.
Shortly after their arrival hera a war broke out withthe Osages, which continued many years, and it was
in this war that Deer Track signalized his bravery,He was said to' be abetter warriorand a braver manthan Dutch, whose character as an old settler Chero-
kee warior Is known all over the United States.'We knew Deer Track well, and always found him,though a full blood untutored indian, very affableand gentlemanly in his deportment. He was tall andSstraight, and was but little bent by years. He was
one of the oldest settlers of the Cherokees, having
been a mighty hunter in Arkansas when it was a wil-
derness, when the buffalo ranged in every part of theTerritory. The war with the Oosgea and Cherokeenwas caused by the Cheokrees bhunting on the groundclaimed by tle Osages, and they sent word to the
Cherokees not to kill the bufkilo as they were their
cattle, and the bear were their hogs. The Chero-
kees returned answer to them, that If they owned
them, they should mark and brand them. A sangaui-nary and bloody war ensued, in which oar departed
friend, Deer Track, took a very active part.

In 1839, when the leaders of the Treaty party, the
Ridges and Bodinot were murdered, Deer Track wao
highly incensed, and bad lie a few like himself, there
would have been bloody work. He was a relative of
the Ridges and looked upou their murder as an out.rage that ought to he punished. But matters were
otherwise ordered, and Deer Track spent the few re-
maining days of his life In peace and retirement,where he was but little known, except to a few of his
old friends, who regarded him as a brave mano.
