TALK ON 'O•ANGE.

The talk yesterday was on the purchases of cotton
on Wednesday, which were continued until the Ca.
nada was announced. Some people begin to think
that there has been more excitement and sensitive-
ness than the tenor of the intelligence which has
been received would warrant. The attempt to create
a panic on our flags will signally fail. Weak holders
of stocks can sell out, and facilitate the Bear move-
ment, which is attempted to be carried out. The
talk is, that half dozen brokers running about town
to sell the same stock, and then other brokers hay"
ing fifty shares of a different stock on sale, calling
here and there to effect sales, make a splendid
assemblage for a tea party, and a better mode to get
up a quasi panic could not well be devised. It is,
however, gratifying to observe that the running and
imaginary views which were current in the early part
of the week are wearing away, and reason, which ap-
peared to be wavering, is resuming its empire.

The Canada's accounts do not amount to much.
The telegraph companies are reaping a splendid har-
vest, and we shall be favored with an endless quan-
tity of dispatches and words, which will be of no es-
sential service whatever. However, as business is
declining to the standard of the summer season, after
seven months unexampled activity and immense
extent, the balance of the season can be devoted by
those whose avocations are suspended for the time
being to watching the telegraph wires. There will
be almost daily arrivals from Europe for some months,
and the opinion is that telegraph stock will improvee in value, provided the Bears do not press on it too

-hard.
After all the great hubbub, there was considerable

inquiry for cotton on Wednesday, and up to the hour
of the arrival of the Canada. The quotations re-
ported by her are G0d. for Middling, which makes the
decline for the week jd. and ,d. for the two weeks
following the 23d April. There was also a dispatch
received, giving an account of the failure of some
large banking houses for nearly ten millions of dol.
lars. Well, there may have been a failure of this im-
portance and there may not. The announcement,
however, will cause a rally on the part of the Bears,
and panicmakers will gloat. It will be reasonable
and prudent to wait further advices. First impres-
sions of these multifarious dispatches have often to
be abandoned. We have received the first effect of
hostilities, and our community need not be alarmed
nor frightened at what is to follow.

REPORTORIAL SKETCHES OF THE GREBAT I
FLOOD O 1899.

pe t lbse New OrlIea Cleeoa.)
LAKr PRovIDENa l, May 16,1859.

Editors Crrecent-My last" sketch" was commit-
ted to paper at Greenville, MiS., and embraced a
"bird's.eye" view of southern Bolivar and northern E
Washington counties, Miss, and Debha sad the upper
portion of Chicot conatles, Arkansas, as alfeted by
the flood. I omitted, however, to note one important
item of lose by the overflow in the limits desecribed in
that letter, to wit: the .lose of stock. In Desah
county the loss, so far as ascertained, foots up as ,
follows: horned cattle, drowned and starved, 1500;
mules, do..1200; hogs, 1800. In Bolivar county, A
horned cattle, (estimsted,) 3000; hogs, 3500. When
the levees orst commenced to overflow and sucomb
to the flood, many planters fronting on the river re- C
moved their stock to the back lands, and have thus
saved a portion. Others trusted to platforms raised I
on knolls and the higher parts of their plantations,
but as the water raised these were also inundated,
and the stock lost.

After leaving Greenville I visited the Beouf river
low lands. These are entirely under water, and some
fifteen or eighteen small plantations situated on their
border, about fifteen miles from Ashton, are under i
water. The rich bottom lands of this river are also
badly overflowed fully one-third more country being
under water this year than last.

The first actual crevasse below Greenville is oppo-
site Island 88, in Chicot county, Arkansas. This
break bas done but little damage, as the waters are
drawn off by a low and unopened country and grado-
ally dispersed. From this point down to Young's
Point, in Madison parish, La., the Arkansas levees
present an unbroken front, and the crops look finely.
The break just below Lake Providence has been ef-
fectually closed, and the lands overflowed nearly all
in seed, with the corn already sprouted. Providence
was entirely overflowed last year, but is high and dry
this season, with a substantial levee to guard it.

The upper part of Washington county, Miss., has
not been affected by the overflow of this year. The
first break occurs on the plantation of Col. Kilpatrick,
just below Worthington's landing, twenty five miles
below Greenville, at Kentucky Bend, and is nearly a
mile in width. Col. K.'s plantation is utterly ruined I
and has been abandoned. The buildings are demol.
isbed and the new levee must be built in the rear of
the back boundary of the plantation, thus rendering
the lands of little or no value and at the mercy of
the insatiate Mississippi. Col. K. had about 500
acres under cultivation. Lake Washington is, by
means of this break, made to lock arms with the His-
sissippi, and the large plantations which skirt its
b.anks are, for the first time, inundated. This section
of country has heretofore been regarded as far above
the reach of the river, and the proprietors of the sev-
eral plantations have always paid their levee taxes
under protest as to the justice of being compelled to
contribute to the protection of their neighbors'prop.
erty. Mr. John A. Miller has three large plantations
on the lake, never before under water, which are
now wholly inundated.

The Carpenter estate, adjoining the last, and con-
taining 1700 acres, is entirely under water for the first
time.

The large and magnificent place of Dr. W. H.
Hammet, which has been worked since 1822, and
which yields annually an average of 850 bales of cot-
ton, is two-thirds under water this year. This plan-
tation is situated about eight feet above the highest
water mark of preceding years, and now presents the
appearance of an inland sea dotted with miniature
islands. The work of planting is now progressing on
this place by means of skiffe, in which the hands are
carried iterom island to island. This place will not
make over 250 bales this year.
Mr. Joe. F. Warren's place, containing about 800

acres, which last year was about one-third overflowed,
is this year entirely under. Be will not plant an acre
this season. His cabins, fences and other buildings
are badly damaged. His buildings have hitherto
been above high-water mark.

Capt. Henry Johnson has two places on the lake
containing about 2000 acres under cultivation-will
plant no cotton this year. Last year the two places
made about 500 bales.
Dr. Dudley and Mr. Wm. Eley, adioining the last,

work about 2000 acres. They have about 1000 acres
under this year. Last year they were but slightly af-
fected by the high water.
The next break in the levee occurrs at Carolina

Landing. This crevasse is'still unclosed, and the river
rushes through with resistless violence, overflowing a
very great extent of country. Carolina Landing and

i pwith'a, a short distance below,
t shipped last year about 18,000 bales of cotton, while

3000 bales of cotton is considered a large estimate of
the amount they will be able to ship this. Indeed,
with the exception of the plantations of the Widow
Pass and Mr. E. Murphy, it is said, on good authority,
that there is not a plantation in Washington county
which is not more or less inundated.

Issaquena county adjoins Washington on the south
and was partially overflowed last year. It is useless
to enumerate the numerous breaks in the levee along
the river front of this county. A better idea of the
actual condition of the lands will hbe formed, when I
state that the entire embankment is hidden from
sight beneath the turbid waters of the enraged river.
The country is attacled on both its front and rear,
the Yazoo river overflowing the eastern, and the Mis-
P sissippi the western part of the county. Fully four-

fifths of its productive lands are under. Of all the
plantations in the county, the large estate of Mr.
Andrew Turnbull is the least injured.
