The poor Asiatico free colonists, who are permitted
to remain in this island after the expiration of their
term of contract are compelled, by a recent decree, to
contribute to the foonds of some of the government
officers. They most each obtain a letter of security,
for which they must pay fifty cents, or not obtaining
it, be liable to a fine of ten dollars. To the disabled,
blind, dumb, and very poor, these letters for personal
security will be given gratis. The highest police
authority in the District will issue these letters.

Robert MoLane, arrived here on the 13th from Vera
or., and left again for Vera Cruo on the 17th. He

iuited Minutlaa on, bouem .with the American
Consul, Mr. A. . Allen, and to be In receipt of news
from the United States by the steamer Coatzacoalcos.
By the same arrival, I amin poaseslon of newspapers
and letters from Vera Cru. op to the 11th of May,
but I find nothing in them of material interest. Noth-
ing new in the line of fighting has occurred, if I ex-
cept the verbal report from Vera Cros that the Con.
servatlees, or Church partitans, had met with a re'
verse in the attempt to take the city of Tampico. It
appears that General Mejia was dispatched by Mira.
man, at the head of 4000 men, to attack and capture
Tampico, in order that he might have some comma-
nication with the outside world. Mejia was metby
General Zoassa, of the Liberalists, at the head of 1700
men, and in the fight that followed, Mejia was driven
back with a loss of 400 killed, wounded and miasing-
I see nothing in the papers to verify the report, and
therefore you moast wait for the Tennessee to learn the
true facts of the case.

You may consider it as almost certain that Mr.
MoLane will succeed in negotiating a treaty of the
most advantageous character with President Juarez ;
but the ultimate snuces of the compact depends en-
tirely on Mr. Buchanan. I have good reason to be-
lere that oar Minister feels great anxiety on this
sabjeet, as well he may; but I am satisfied that Mr.

oLane will and does rely upon the progressive spirit
of our people, and upon the voice of Congress, to sos-
tola him in his action. If he fails to receive this
support, he has but one course to pursue, and he has
already intimated that be will not be slow to adopt it,
which is nothing less than to throw up his commis-
alson and retire from the pldtion. Mr. McLane is too
strong a man at home to waste his fame and efforts
in a fruitless endeavor to promote negotiations too
comprehensive for the time. He has found a combi-
nation of favorable cireumstances here, and I think
he is using his material properly; but if he fails, it
will leave him open to very severe censure from his
enemies, unless he can manage to put the onus of the
blame upon Buchanan, which he Intends to do. The
Presildent must come up to the question now as if he
meant to do something, for I believe Mr. McLane does
not intend to leave him any door to back out at with-
ont betraying a fear of the question. The treaty un-
der consideration may require money, but it will only
be in consideration of important advantages; and
Buchanan will either have to deny the money and
reject the advantages, or he will hbe called upon to
subseribe to a treaty such as will add honor to his
administration and afford satisfaction to the country.

There is but one difficulty in the way of this con.
summation on the part of Mexico that Iknow of, and
that is in a fair way of adjustment. President Juarez
lacks the power to execute this treaty, and there are
but two ways to remedy this deficiency: first, by
waiting until the Mexican Congress can be called to-
gether, and then to obtain the ratification, or to pro-
ceed in the somewhat novel, though perfectly legiti-
mate way, of obtaining the consent of two-thirds of
the States. This is the easiest plan, and it is the one
that will obtain, I think. Under Comonfort, none
of these ceremonies would have been necessary, for
the Congress of the Republic invested him with ex-
traordinary powers ; but Juarez did notsucceed to the
attributes of his predecessor in this respect, and
therefore, he would obtain a ratification of whatever
treaty he makes. But, as I said, the plan to obtain
the consent of twothirds of the States will be, or has
been adopted by Juarez, and thus there is a way out
of the quandary without waiting until after the war,
and for the assembling of the national Congress.

If I should speculate upon the advantages we pro.
pose to acquire from the Mexican Government, I
might come near the tenor of *e negotiation, or I
might fall away from it so far that well posted people
would laugh. But this much I shall premise,that the
people here expect Mr. McLane to acquire either the
ownership of this Isthmus, or else, he must secure to
the United States the right to land troops here for the
protection of American travelers and settlers, when-
ever they are threatened in their property or persons,
either by the Government itself, or by any of the fac-
tions that aspire to the government. It is needless
to mince or choke down the fact that all the local,
State and national authorities on this Isthmus are
utterly incapable of saving a single life, or preserving
a single dollar from the inroad of Miramon's forces,
or any other band of " patriots" who might chose to
come here with twohundred men. This is a settled
fact, and to deny it, or ignore it, or excuse it, is just
asin reprehensible as it would be to deny or ignore the
danger of a British soldier in a revolted camp of
Sepoys. And, to increase the moment of this ad-
mission, I know that Miramon has recently sent
spies into this section to observe the country,
and I believe he designs to make a descent upon this
Isthmus, either in person or by proxy. With this
knowledge and this belief how can we feel secure that
our lives or our property ar safe safe for a day against a
desperate faction, only anxious to do its worst to the
State and to the friends of Liberalism, and, at the
same time, anxious to find a way out of the country.
It is, therefore, absolutely necessary that the right to
protect American interests on this Isthmus should be
yielded to and accepted by our Government,as a
trust not to be betrayed either to ambitious purposes
or local intolerance. And, on this point, I feel as-
sured that Mr. McLane is all right. He is a close-
mouthed diplomat, but his whole life gives evidence
that he can see and appreciate necessary alternatives
when they do come up. It will rest entirely with Mr.
Buchanan, how the negotiation is decided ; and, there-
fore, I appeal to the friends of the Administration, in
the name of every American on this Isthmus, that
they yield to the American Ministeraesympathetic
support in this great accomplishment.

In this connection allow me to add my opinion,
formed from the visits of Mr. McLane to this Isthmus
and from the friendly relations between him and Col.
A. C. Allen, United States Consul for this port, that
the latter has assisted and is still a-sisting the Minis-
ter most ably. Mr. Allen, from a long residence in
Texas, where he was concerned in the first bank ever
started in that State under a Mexican charter. where
he projected the first railroad ever built in the State
and where he was the original tounder of the city of
Houston, and associate founder of the city of Gal-
veston, has become peculiarly adapted to tiansact
business or negotiate with Mexican autlhorities, and
well calculated to advise with the Blinister as to what
the country requires, and how it can be accomplished
Mr. McLane has shown that better judgment, which
few men have the management to manifest, of select-
ing the Consul as an adviser in many of the matters
which he has submitted to President Ju•rez ; for the
frank and open conduct of the Consul in his inter-
course with the natives has given him an influence
with all classes, from the President down, which can
be made of immense service in the future negotia-
tions of our Government in this quarter.

In the way of news there is nothing to give you,
except I write about the proclinmLtions which have
reached me from the city of Mexico. Miramon, in
the default of being successful in battle, has quietly
settled down to a paper hero, fulminating penalties
against people over whom he has about as much
control as I have. His first tlhunder declares that all
persons who shall be guilty of negoti ting fotr the
sale of any, part of the Mexican territory, are
thereby traitors, and liable to the penalty of deathb
He next declares that Vera Cruz is still in a state of
siege, and that whatever goods shall be sent out of
it, or whatever treasure shall be forwarded to it, is
confiscated to the Republic, together with the
animals or wagons it shall be in. This decree is to
take effect from the 7th of last February. It is pos-
sible Mr. Miramou will have a lively time in collect-
ing these confiscations in a neighborhood that it is
dangerous for him to approach nearer than three
hundred miles.

The first step towards the disruption of the present
federal system In this Republic, has been undertaken
by Miramon, and if lie succeeds a central govern-
ment will soon result. He has divided the State of
Mexico into three departments, with a civil and mill
tary Governor to each one, and a distinct capital'
This can only be explained by applying it to our
country. Suppose the President should issue a
proclamation dividing the State of New York into
three territories, and that instead of allowing the

people of these territories to elect their own offcer
be should reserve to himself the right to appoin
his frMends to be theit rulerS. By such a proceedinl
our fderal system would soon be destroyed, comem
nities would be weakened by division and Jealouls
and the actual power of the country would be gon
centrated in one man's band. This is a shrewi
maneuver of Miramon, but he has initiated it at e
bad time, for he has not the strength just now to on
force it, and before he is in such force, the plan wil
be revealed, and if he is now conquered before
then he will certainly fall. All the great men of thbi
country are opposed to any such scheme, for aI
present the Governor of a State is an independent
ruler, and it is optional with him if he acknowledges
either of the factions nod claiming to exercise
aupremne authority in the Republic. Under Mira

mon's plan, the office of Governor becomes a mere
nothing in the scale of position.

The remainder of the news from Mexico is easily
told. As I informed you in mylast the Liberal forces
are concentrating at Morella and Guanajauto for the
purpose, first, of retaking Jalapa from Gen. Robles,
and then marching in strength upon the city of Mex-
ico. By this plan of operations the road will be
opened from Vera Cruz directly to the capital, and
with proper defenses the country can be maintained
and President Juarez will be enabled to move his rest-
dence further into the interior.

General dissatisfaction is felt at the conduct of De.
gollado, and there is much talk of a new President to
supersede Juarea. It is impossible for the present
government to continue long in power, even if Mire-
mosn is driven out in June, for Juarez is not the man
for the times. He is too much of the lawyer and too
much of the humanitarian. He has not the force
necessary to make himself respected or feared by his
own partisans, and the last feeling is absolutely ne-
caseary to a successful ruler in Mexico. Governor
Zamora, of Vera Cruz, is the most forcible aspirant,
and on him will probably descend the mantle which
Comonfort left when he was translated to the United
States.

Several unimportant skirmishes have taken place
in different parts of the country, but I have not time
nor would you have the patience to attend to them.

The papers announce that Manuel Lozado, the ban.
dit, who was wounded in a skirmish, in the moun-
tains, has since died of his wounds. He was familiarly
known as the " Tigre of Alica," from his cruelties
and from his outrageous robberies. Before the pres-
ent revolution, all governments in this country con-
curred in hunting him down as a bandit; but since
the church has gone to war, he was chosen as one of
the leaders, and received from Zuloaga the appoint-
meat to the command of a squadron of cavalry.

The Vera Cruz Progreso announces that Mr. Twy-
man, United States Consul for Vera Cruz, had re-
ceived from Mr. Buchanan a gold watch and seal to
be presented to Don Jose Archivel, of the Mexican
bark Invincible, as a testimonial of reward for his
good action in affording relief to the American bark
General Taylor, in February last. The watch and
accompanying adornments are said to be very neat.

Mr. Allsopp has been recognized by Miramon as the
British Consul in San Bias. The same gentleman
will, probably, be recognized by Juarez to save diffi-
culty with Great Britain.
