TALK ON 'CHAISE.

The congregations yesterday were on the warm
weather order. The weather has not yet, however,
attained the summer standard, but does not want
many degrees of it. In the meantime, there are
some gatherings where cotton is discussed or talked
of, and the next expected advices from Europe com-
mented on, which were fully due off Cape Race last
evening by the Asia of the 14th inst. for New York.
The talking of cotton reached to actual sales, the de-
tails of which will be found under the usual head.
Yesterday was remarkable for one thing, there were
no flaming and exciting dispatches over the wires.
We did not hear any talk or inquiry of that exciting
dispatch wh!ch came some time last week, that the
exportation of grain and breadstuff, from Great Bri
lain had been prohibited, nor do we expect to; hut
it shows how cautiously half of the reports should be
received. Neitller do we learn anything of the failure
of that large banking-house in London for two mil-
lions of sterling, announced on the eve of the depar-
ture of the Canada, though we have had two arrivals
since. The talk is, that the telegraph works too
rapidly, does not wait for confirmi:g or anti confirm-
ing accounts.

There was some talk here and there yesterday of
the crops. The general belief ia that all crops-cot-
ton, sugar, corn and wheat, are doing very well, and
that the recent weather, or the weather for two
weeks past, has through the Southwest brought the
crops forward, so that in the average there is very
httle difference between the condition now and at
this time last year. The accounts from above regard-
ing the stage of water are highly favorable-that is,
the Mississippi is dclieining, and if it continues to re-
cede for another week or ten days, the June rise from
the Missouri and lpper Mississippi will have very lit-
tle effect on lower Louisianas. The talk is, that the
second crevasse, opposite Baton Rouge, at Lobdell',
may do some damage. The Baonet Carre break will
remain open till the river recedes. The water is has.
Ing full sway thrce•glh lake Pontchartrain. It is,
however, no new thing for the waters of thle bMissis-
sippi to be united with Pontchartrain.

The arlivals from the West were free for the season
of the year. With co,rn commanding $1 and over per
bushel, and flour $7 i50 to $I, it is reasonable to sup-
pose every grain of wh at will be turned into flour
and forwarded to market, with every kind of corn.
Neither flour, wheat, corn nor pork will pay to ship
to Europe, even if they are carried gratis; so it is of
no use to talk of a foreign demand for them at pre-
sent. Cotton can be held without the least deteriora-
tion--i will not suffer in quality. Breadstuffs and
provisions kept for six months or longer will be
almost valueless in quality. Finally, the talk is, that
Europe will not want any large shipments from the
granaries on this side of the Atlantic for months to
come. The talk is, that freights continue ruinously
low--.d. for cotton to Liverpool is something better
than is paid from New Yolk, the rate there being ,d.
to b-:l3d.

The mails via Mtobile failed yesterday from beyond
Augilsta. The mail via Jackson Railroad calme
through, bringing dates from New York to the 1Sth,
as late as due. The passenger travel via the Jackson
road is increasing, with the route via Vicksburg in-
creasing-that is, leaving here in the morning and
meeting the boats at Vicksburg, thence to Memphis,
and thence everywhere.

Thire object, then, of this war is to restore Italy to
hIerself, inot tir impoe urpon hier a clange of lnastersl,
and ie shrll then have upon our flrotiers a friendly
people, who will oiwe to us their independence. We
do not enter Italy to foment disorder or to disturb

We are under obligations to our neighbor, the
Picayune, for furnishing us, yesterday evening, with
a copy of the following eloquent remarks of lMears.
Spoflbrd and Robb, on the occasion of the dinner
given to Mr. Robb :

Gentlemen-The committee who organized this
social reunion have charged me with the agreeable
duty of proposing the sentiment which, Iam sure, is
uppermost, at this moment, in the hearts of all pre-
sent.

This to a party of private citizens gathered to tese-
tify, in the most cordial and informal manner, their
respect and esteem for a gentleman who has been a
resident of New Orleans for more than twenty years,
but who is on the eve of departure for a new home
among our countrymen upon the shore of the Pacific
Sea. He, like ourselves, is a private citizen ; and he
is about to leave us, perhaps forever. This meeting,
therefore, cannot have assembled in any spirit of
adulation, or of gratitude for favors in expectancy i
on the contrary, it is the spontaneous tribute which
disinterested and manly respect pays to disinterested
and manly merit.

To you, who have known our guest so long and so
well, it would be superfluous to recapitulate in any
detail the reasons for bestowing upon him this
marked and unusual compliment.

Suffice it to say that those twenty years of his resi-
dence here have been crowded with great endeavors
and crowned with useful achievements ; that he has
ever been one of the foremost among the projectors
and artificers of public improvements, the patrons of
art, the dlspenseei ofa liberal and elegant hospital.
ity, and the almoners of a noiseless charit, self-
made, self-poised, energetic, sanguine, posminng his
commercial enterprises over wide fields and into re-
mote countries, yet always ardently attached to his
own, by honest and honorable exertions he accumn-
Iated a large fortune. If, with revulsions, which
sometimes thwart the wisest plans, that fortune has
been in some degree impaired, still, with such a his-
tory as his, he can afford to resign it, not only with-
out discredit, but even with dignity and grace.

Regretting, as we sincerely do, that we moust part
with so public-spirited and deserving a citizen, while
he is yet in the prime of his energies, we commend
him to our brethren of the young empire whither he
goes, as a valuable acquisition to their social and in-
dustrial life. In those "freaksh woods and pastures
new" he will find employment for the high qualities
which have distinguished him here; for that sanguine
temper, chastened somewhat, perhaps, yet not sob
died : for that untiring energy; for that inventive
faculty; for that social and patriotic disposition; for
that devotion to tihe public weal ; for that true
American spirit that always goes ahead and never
says die.

MIr. Robb then rose and made the following re-
marks:

An ancient writer and philosopher of the last cen.
tury has said that a wise man's kingdom is his own
breast, and if he ever looked beyond, it was to his
few and select friends; and he was fortunate who
could number fie or six in the course of a lifetime.
Had the views of this distinguished mua not been
hounded by the crags and rivulets of his native land
-had he lived in our time, and on the banks of the
Father of Waters, expanded into a great inland sea
by the floods of a hundred rivers; lhad he lived to
witness the expansion of thoughts, the extension of
ideas generated by the progress of a liberal age, with
prjildice and ignorance disappearing before the
mighty power of our civilization, he would have re-
nounced his maxim.

My rexperience, and the onesuivocal proofs rceived
of your friendship, dinproves its theory, and in doing
so, placed me under the highest and maost L.ating ob-
ligations of gratitude. How sehall I thank you, my
friends, for this unsolicited honor ? What langungeof
the heart can adequately convey to yos its deep sense
of your kindness? I am overcome with the sincerest
emotion, and my oaekowledgmects are made under a
sense of the profoundest humility. But your hindness
assure- me of your ipdalgence, and cheered by its
encouragement, I shall endeavor to respond to your
sentiment in terms, I hope, not inappropriate to the
oce ision.

It is almost impoonihle tlhat any of nous can speak of
our-elves without a alffectation of vanity or egotism.
But in surveying tiis festive board, and recognizing
os, many representatives of the respectability, intelli.
gence and wealth of the commerce and professions of
this great commercial capital assembled to do me
honor, I am reminded, in the distinctions of the hour,
of the one when I left the maternal roof to seek for.
tune and career; when I started at the early age of
twelve years to encounter the rough struggles, the
snares, temptations and dangers of life, without the
smiles and counsels of a fatheras care to direct me,
without wealth or powerful friends to aid me ; alone
guided by the courage aond retitode implanted by the
lesoso of a noble and devoted mother, which Is the
scourre and example of our higheet virtues. I have
sought to maintain a life of honor, to discharge my
ddties to the home of my adoption, to win and de
serve the confidence of my countrymen. Behold my
reward! Your spplauoe, your applrobatiou. Yes, of
tile friends who have known me longest and known
me heat. What title, what rank, what possessions of
wealthl can equal such a di-tinetion? I salll prize
and cherish it above all else in this world, and trans-
mit it untarnished to my children as their proudest
inheritance.

At the age of 21 I came from my home in Vir-
ginia to find one in this city, unknown and without
knowledge or experience beyond that gained in an
humble sphtere, and now, alter the lapse of twenty-
one years, I am, partly from motives of choice, but
chiefly from an unexpected interruption of my pur-
suits, about to seek a new home on the distant shores
of thle Pacific. Since my residence in your midst,
what marvelous progress has occurred in the devel op-
ment of our national resources, and in its territorial
acqnuiitions l Tile boundaries of our coluntry enl-
l.rged and extended from ocean to ocean; its laws
and institutions planted on thie shores of the Pacilic ;
its pOplolatiou allrlented from 15,000,000 to near
30,000,000 of people, and no less than six new States
added to the constella.tion of Stars that adorn the
Flag of the Union. What have we achieved in this
en of national progress? What has Luuisiana and
its commerelal capital gained in the acquisitiou of
commerce, of industry, wealth and intelligence?

It may not be uninteresting to state some facts
generally unknown to other se'tions of the Union
and abroad, and undervalued among ourselves. Loul-
isiana and its neighboring States, Irom 13:1 to 1.12,
shared to the fIullst extent the curses of a vicious
system of credit and obnkting. It wrought the al-
most total annihilation of the prosperity of every
interest, publit and private, sad of the listittions
whlich fomenoted it. In 10-12 we witnessed tie lnst
spasm of this explodfed system, departed, as I trost,
forever. lople was almost paralyzed; delspair was
pictured if every faIh:e--but out of these evils spruang
tihe seeds of your after slvstion--frnm it sprung a
new life, a new vitality, and that life and vitality
was a restored cllrency, a curlrency of gold and
silver, and which I hople may be pertetuated to all
future time, as the only solid security of public pros-
perity, and as one ot the first blessings of a com.
mcrcial peoIle.

No race or people, no nation of either ancient or

modern times ever shared in the same degree and to
the name extent the blessmlnga of civil and religious
freedom that ours do; they are countlese,and flowing
from the bounty and providence of a great God, are
spread from valley to valley, from mountain to mon.-
tain, and from sea to sea. Do we appreciate them?
Do we recognize in our hearts the great source from
which we derive these inestimable gifts? Do we
cherish thatlove and attachment of country we should
do? Do we not yield in the security of individ-
sal prosperity, too much to temporary discourage.
ments and slightdisgats ? Do we not toomuch over
look that if our institutions are to endure,to be firmly
fixed in the hearts of the people, the people most not
overlook the obligations of their political condition.
Where every citizen has a voice in the government of
his coontry, he should not fail to exercise it. He should
assert it with the energy and the purpose of the am.
hitious and the patriotic statesman strnggling for fame.
He failsin duty to himself and to his posterity when
he allows indifference to displace his zeal, as much as
he would fail in duty to his country by refusing to
bear arms in its defense.

Agitators will never cease to threaten the peace
and tranqoility of our country. The election of a
President from the South is to alienate the North In
its allegiance to the Constitution and the laws, and
the election of a Northern one is to be the signal to
dissolve the Union. But where is the bold Ceamr who
will attempt to violate the sacred sanctuary of our
freedom? It has withstood all trials, survived all at-
tacks, and gained strength in every conflict. Who's
so blind and nilsguided as to suppose the people of
our great country, yes, my friends, thl people ofije
majestic whole, and not its factiosm,kill ever be dis-
loyal and onfaithful to the Union of the stars and
stripes? of that proud flag that has carried the fame
of our beneficent institutions of liberty, and their
peaceful achievements to the farthest ends of the
earth ? Who can compute the endless calamities of
disunion ? The dismemberment of the Republic into
separate confederacies, not alone of North and South;
hostile preparations of bordering States ; large stand.
fog armies ; noceasing and vindictive wars, and, in
the end, military despotism standing triumphant on
the ruins of liherty.

Whenever the Union falls, liberty will perish with
it. It will prove the natural death of free govern-
ment.

All local prejudices, all geographiaol distinctions
should be discarded to avert this awful calamity, and
it will be averted. Fanaticism has exhausted its
power and is on the wane, the South will and must
stand united on the great principles of its equality and
its rights. If it maintains the onion of its own mem-
hers, the union of all the States will be assured, and
bound together by the golden ties of commerce, the
dispensation of enlarging intercourse, and the ada-
montine claims of interest.

In our day, all acknowledge the power and spirit
of commerce, buot we are not more advanced in a
knowledge of its great principles than the ancient
Greeks and modern Italians. When we compare our
resources with what they posseased, and re-unt their
achievements, they seem incredihle. The sixteen
States or commonwealths of Greece were contractedwithin territorial limits not so large as those of Loui-
ieans. This small peninsula, this nursery of venies
and great men, reared cities and planted flourishing
colonies on the shores of the Mediterrooanean and Ex
ine seas, and to this day the world has never ceased
to admire the marvellous acheievements of this famous
race and its unequaled glorv. In one generation, and

nlainr the lifetime of Pericles, Athens alone fonnded
more public edifices, constructed more magnificent
monuments of the arts, than were instituted at Rome
from its founding to the age of Augustus Crecar.
Commerce was tit key to this. Its profits were con-
siderable, and its principles were established into a
science of the. highest repnte, and the most illustri-
oet citizens d:d not disdain to engage in it. The
fleets of Athens, the ancient empress of the sess,
aclieved the freedom of Greco; the trophies of lea-
rathon were eclipsed by the victory of Salamis :a

If commerce mnde the Greeks the most eminent
people of antiquity, its supremacy in later times is
eqeully ronspicuous, not only as to its power, its
wonderful adaptation to multiply resources, but to
overcome all obstacles, when it is the chief policy of
a State to nourish and protect it. The example of
the Venitian prosecuting a war of twenty-four yearn
in the seventeenth century against the Terk, Roand
when he stood as the first and foremost military pow-
er is the world, is the most instructive lesson in his.
tory of the resources of a commercial State. Thp
coot of this war was computed at two hundred mil-
lions of gold finrines- sum in our days, taking into
account the difference in the value of money, equal
to six hundred millions of dollars. If the ancient
Greeks and modern Italians. witha commerce limited
to two seas, obtained pre-eminence over all other na-
tions in arts and arms by means of their commerce,
and without the agencies of the compass, of the
printing press, of electricity and steam, what will he
the future of our country ? hlecrcd with an enlight.
ened Christianity, with mild laws, with the great
agencies of modern discoveries, with a territory of
houndleso extent, with a climate of every variety
and sostaining countless productions, with a flag that
carries protection in every sea. As a nation we are
in infancy, and yet what are the wonders of our
achievements ? What has dug our canals, spanned
our rivers, and built olr public ways? What has
cleared our forests. and redeemed the wilderness of a
continent from solitude, almost within the lifetime of
man ? What has reared our flourishing cities ? What
is it that collects and distributes the fruits of the
hushandman's toil? What is it that sent forth our
fleets, whose canvas whiten every sea? The spirit of
commerce; commerce, tile mother of dominion, that

!reads knoowledge, that difluses the arts of civiliza-
tion. that is tile missionary to the ports of all nations,
to proclaim the great truth of ourunrivalled progress,
of ourml gigantic iand peaceful power.

You are among the representatives of this mighty
spirit which sulducrd the Alede in ancient time-
whil humiled the Turlk, and whlich broke the do-
minion of feudal power--which liberated and eman-
cipatetd Western Europe from its oppressions and
barbarities, ard whose bheneficient sway is extended
throughi every artery of our existence as a people
and a nation. Commercial faith stands high in New
Orleans; in no place does confidence, in large and
imntort:ant transactions, prevail so extensively ; and,
he it said to your eternal honor, that in no city is to
be found fewer examples among the merchants of
the abuse of this coflidence. No testimony is of
higher authority than my owno: engaged for nearly
twenty oears in the most extensive business, I had
every facility of tknowing dll classes, of oppre-
ciating and of lecarnin their aff.llt, and in this long
experience, 1 cun cettiy to their high character for
inlgrity, and I can add another authority, vene-
rated ani respected by us all. The late and lament-
ed Chief Justice Eustis told me, a few months since,
that during-his judicial term of seven years, but two
caues of braud in commerci-l transactions came
before his court, and the uffeaders wero strangers.
Roast of your flourishino trade. of your aogmenting
iortunes ; treat as it is, it siks into ineignilicalnce
with the distinction you have won, in preserving the
title of hiulg critmrcisl integrity.

The Moarply Testlnmonial.

Tihe New York Sun of the 18th furnishes the fol-
lowing description of the chess-board and chess-men
to be presented to Paul Morphy in that city:
The chss board on exhibition at Tiffany & Co.'s,Broadway, intended to he presented to Paul Morphy,

and to wrhich we alluded some time since, is qitle an
object of verta, and has occupied experioenced arti-
ans six weeks, one week.being reqrired for polishing
alone. The body of the board is of rosewood. It is
a square of twenty-six inches, built in panels, so that
the contraction and expansion caused by heat or
dampness cannot afigct tihe truth of the chesqer por-
tion. Around the board runs a slightly raied edee,
ornamented by delicate lines of inlaid silver. The
border between tile edge and the equares is abhut
three inches wide. Close to the edge, three lines of
inlaid silver, one heavy between two very light ones,
relieve the somlre effect of the rosewood. The
squares are enclosed in a frame formed by tour touanr-
ament lances of inlaid silver handsomely engravedproper.

The chess men to be used on this board are worthy
companions for it. Tieynre of soelid gold and silver,
and cont.ain nearly one thousand dollars worth of pore
metal. The King of the gold men is an elegant sta-
tuette dressed in royal robes, with a hall on his head,
and a royal crown and sceptre at his feet. Tie piece
is four inches high, and weighs two ounes. The
Queen is also a statuette, in royal raiment, nicely en-
graved, and has a crown at her feet. She is ihree
inches and three quarters high, and weighr oearly an
much ai the King. The Bishops are excellent spoolc
ense of the fighting prelates of the time when the

shepherds who grasped the Episcopal crosier nlso
donned the helmet, and went to the wars lire tempo.
al princes at the head of the Church's doughty war-

riors. These representatives of the Church Militant
are spirited statuettes, three inches and a half high,
clad in full armor, with drawn double-edged Roman

The nKnlighits are statu-
ettes of horse, frll figures, rearing on the hind legs.
They are three inches and a halt' high, re beautifully
shaded, and are provided with sparkling ruby eyes.
The eooks are figures of stately elephants, covered
with tigereskins, and furnished with castles, on the
hateltments of which Amerilan Eagles are jrast
spreading their pinions. Both elephants and eagles
are well sculptured, and have eyes of rubies. The
Rooks are three inches and three quarters high, and
weigh five ounces. The Pawns are Roman soldiers,
in rull armor, with drawn sword in right hand, and
shield in left. They are two inches high, and weigh
two ounces. The pedestals of all the pieces arc hund.
somely engraved, and the feet are of fine cornelian--
oval, one inch and a half in the largest diameter fit r
the main pieces ; and cirorar, one inch in diameter
for the pawns.
The silver men differ slightly from the gold men.

The King Is the same aizo as the gold King, bat re-
presents a belligerent monarch at the head of his
army ; Ire is clad in fill armor, with a winged helmet
on his head, a long crusader's shield, earesng the
motto" Liberty," on his left arm, and a long, sharp
sword, firmly grasped in his right hand, His crown
and eceptre lie at his feet. The Queen is in ermine
robes, and has also a crow at her eet. Thie Bisthps,
like the gold Bishops, are warriors of renown, hut of
a dilfirest iattern, carrying long swords, and wear.
ing winged helmets. The Knights and Rooks are of
thie same pttern as tire other pieces. Tile Iawns tre
statuettes of barbalic wareiors, dressed in bulls hides,
wearing the horns on their reads, and with both
h rads gralting frlmldabli looking bludgeuons, as if
on the point of braining the little fellows with tihe
short swords, on the other side. The conce ption of
the figures is very good, and tihe design is excclbistly
carried out in all of tiheu. Thle teotiaronial-men ,\nd
hoard-as the finest ploduotinn orf the hind ever at-
tempted in this colntry, deserves uriaalifiled com-
mendation. Tie tamen are enclosed in a tsubstsatial
Turkey Morocco ease, each piece having a velvet
socket made to lit it.

ST. Louis, May 2--The advices from Pike's Peak

Mines continue to be of a most unfavorable character

of the means of existence, and are in a state of star
ration.

A party of destitute emigrants unable to obtain
food otherwise, had commenced capturing the out-
ward bound trains.

One train was attacked near OlTalon's Bluff, and
D.0. .Oaks, the conductor of the train, was killed.

Mr. Griffith, the Postmaster at Aararia, has been
hung.

A dispatch from Washington this evening states
that the Government will take immediate measures to
protect the emigrant trains and their agents from the
famishing Pike's Peak emigrants.

Our Foreign Relations.
WASOsuTaro, May 23.-At a meeting of the Cabi-

net to day, the foreign policy of our Government and
the form of dispatches to be addressed to our foreign
ministers, were agreed upon, with a view of defninig
our position during the pending hostilities In Europe.

The dispatches direct our Ministers to declare that
the United States will remain neutral unless our
rights upon the high seas are infringed, and sets forth
in clear language our position upon the right of
search question.

sylvania, has been appointed Surveyor-General of the
Territory of Utah.

The Missing Overland Mails.
Sr. Lotis, May 23.--To missing overland mails,

which left Stockton in February and March were
driven back by the Mohave Indians and not allowed
to cross the Colorado river.

Col. Hoffman has now concluded a treaty with the
Mohaves, and no further molestation of the mails is
anticipated.

Americans Banished from Bonora.
ST. Leous, May 23.--The overland California mail

has arrived here, bringing dates from San Francisco
to the 29th lnit., which have been anticipated by the
Coatzaeoalcos at New Orleans.

The mail, however, brings later advices from So-
nora, which represent the country in a deplorable
state of anarchy and misrule.

Great excitement prevailed in Sonora owing to a
report that Gen. Walker was fitting out another So-
nora expedition at San Francisco, and the Mexican
authorities and people were greatly exasperated
against the American residents of the country.

The American residents of Hermosillo had been
ordered to leave the city within twenty-four hours, or
sufter the penalty of death.

Americans could not appear in the street without
being insulted, and in some cases injured by the
mob.

Fatal Shooting Affair.
MOoILE, May 23.-A dilficulty occurred this eve-

ning between B. B. Odom and H. G. McClintock, of
this city, in which pistols were used. McClintock
was shot by Odom, and it is believed that the wound
will prove mortal.
