THB PROPOSBD PUBLIC FOUNTAIN.

Our readers are aware that Meesrs. Borgi and Per.
ie recently submitted to the Common Council aa plan for a public fountain in Lafayette Square, which

i they proposed to erect for the sum of $35,000. This

may seem like an exorbitantly high price to thosef who are unaware of the size and elegance of the pro.

posed fountain; but we are of opinion that few will
think it exorbitant when they become familiar with
the details of the thing.

I We have not the figures beforeue to give distinctly
the dimensions of the fountain; but we can describeit in some sort, from a view of the drawing furnished

to the Council.
The form of the fountain, through all details from

bottom to top, is that of an octagon. A flight of
three steps, all round, leads to the base of an orua-
mented wall, three or four feet high, which encloses
the pool or basin. Prom the center of the basin rises
the body of the fountain, with an ornamented tablet
on each of the eight sides, each tablet bearing the
name of some spot famed in American annals-Lex
I gton, Yorktown, Chalmette and the like. This sup.
ports a broad and shallow font, of gracefol shape,
from the midst of which the body of the fountain,
though reduced in size, continues to ascend. On the
eight sides of this upper part are eight bronze lions'
heads. On the top of all, are two colossal bronze
statues, one of Lafayette, the other of Jackson; La-
fayette holding Jackson by the hand and pointing to
the distance. Seated on their haunches in the basin.
around the fonntain,are four large bronze lions. The
play of the water is thus: from the eight lions" heads
around the upper part of the fountain, streams jet out-
wardly, falling in a graceful curve to the foot; and
whilst the water brims over the rim of the font, fall.
log in a thin cataract all around, eight largejetsspout
out from beneatlPthe font and through the cataract,
to the basin outside; four other jets meantime, and
the lower and outer jets of all, issuing from the
mouths of the four big lions. The effect of the foun-
tain in full flow is very beautiful.
The pressure of the water in the pipes of this city

is not sufficient to force an upward jet of any respect-
ability; consequently the planners have so designed
the fountain, that what pressure exists may serve to
send the streams out so tar as to enable them to fall
in a graceful curve to the font and the pool below.

In all the large cities of the world, the fountains
are the first and most valued of the public ornaments.
New Orleans, we think, is large enough, important
enough, and prosperous enough, to have the most
central of her parks decorated with a fountain, and
one like that proposed by Messre. Burgi and I'ersac.
It may be argued that the price is too high, and that
the corporation cannot afford it just now. We hope
that no such considerations will restrain the City
Fathers from considering the matter with the seri-
ousness to which it Is entitled.
