" TIlE BALANCE OP POWER." Ti

That rather Indefinite something or other, termed,
in political slang, "the balance of power," supposed T
to be an "institution" peculiar to Europe,and to
maintain which the various powers of the continent
have been in a continual wrangle of words through
their diplomats, or of blows through their armies,
when some gordian knot of difficulty presented itself
which only the sword stroke could solve, would ap-
pear to have enlarged its domain and stretched even
across the Atlantic to drag the hither world into the a
complications of Its operations-to have a word or p
a blow in the settlement of European squabbles. at
Though we doubt not that it will be so, when, not
many years hence, trade and govermental relations
get all great Inaterests of the country mixed up with
those of Europe in so intricate a manner that we can-
not well keep out of any free fight which may be in es
progress, yet, we are not prepared to allow that this E
state of vital lndentification already exists, even if
one of the most able and prominent of English states- w
men proclaims that such is the case, and that the F
United States should have something decided to amy
whenever a difficulty in Europe, which would likely m
affect our commercial prosperity, is meditated by L
belligerently inclined nationalities.

But Hon. Ben. Disraeli's notions of American iden-
tification with European " balance of power" ques-
tions are limited, for he thinks that an issue cannot
arise in which England should be involved but that
vwe would fnd ourselves on her side, and feel the
quarrel as ours; that Siural bonds of allace edslt,
of a character so coercive that their formal recogni- a
tion would be consequent. So the English politician
would have the blue coats and red coats stand side
by side in future, instead of face to face, reasonably
enough concluding that the former position would be
more agreeable than the latter, the merits of which C
have undergone a thorough test heretofore. The a
concession thus made is a very considerable one to
wring from an Englishman, and while it is a hardly tI
extorted compliment to the increased importance and E
power of this country, it indicates a feeling of dis-
trust in the safety of the continental relations of
England, and a disposition to aggrandize influence b
and weight by alliance with outsiders, that she may tl
hold the supreme and incontestible balance of power g
in the councils of European nations, and have things
all her own way. There are not enough cards in the
Europeoan pack of minor powers for the four great e
players, England, Russia, France and Austria, each -
to hold a strong hand, and England, the artful game- ,
ster, wants to slip into her hand a big card from the t
American pack and "out hold" all others in the
game.

In the same speech in which he states that the (
" vigorous and powerful community on the other side t

of the Atlantic " can no longer be excluded from th ea
agreeable task of working for the maintenance of t
the" balance of power," the English statesman con-
templates the continental nations in a very melan-
choly light, stating that their power is in itsdeca-
dence, and every blow struck in the present war is
suicidal; that they will fall into an inferior and ex-
hausted state, while for England remains an illostri-
ons future,strengtiened and sustained as she will be I
by alliance with all the rest of the commercial worla. I
Those nations are merely Powers of the Old World;
England is as much of the New World as of the Old.
He deplored the occurrence of the war, but it was on
Europe's account, not England's.
Mr. Disraeli is evidently a progressive politician

and, from the tenor of his speech, itis apparent that
he contemplates radical changes in the foreign policy
of Great Britain, induced by the movement of world
events-changes which will withdraw her from the
entanglement of alliances with the nearly effete na-
tions of Europe and, adding the freshness and vigor
of the Western world to the strength of her lusty age,
place herself in a position to dictate authoritatively,
without the necessity of using the compulsion of ex-
erted material force, the settlement of all troubles,
and their settlement to her advantage. She sees that
the nations of the Continent will not " do to tie to"
and the one that is a friend to-day may be an enemy
n to-morrow, for there are no important bonds of com-
mercial dependence to cement alliance. And it does
seem, indeed, that England, with her enlightened
maoses, her liberal government, her freedom of
speech and press, her steady and gigantic progress,
deserves a position of fraternity with Republican
America rather than to be mixed up with European
despotisms, onion with them likening the connection

d of the two to the unstable image which was made
partly of clay and partly of precious metal. That
neither England nor America can exist in prosperity
save they are in peace with each other is a fact, too,
r- in the world's history which probably will not cease

to be current in coming centuries. The inauguration
of this hew policy will have to be delayed some years
yet, however, for England must remain on terms with
empires and kingdoms long enough to marry off

a Queen Vic.'s brood to royal establishments, as, un-o fortunately for her, we raise no princes and princesses
on this side of the water, only sovereigns.

THE BRAZILIAN SLAVE TRADE.

About three years ago the energetic armed interfer-
elrce of Great Britain compelled the Government of
Brazil to practically recognize treaty stipulations
providing for the suppression of the African slave
trade, and it then became exceedingly difficult, if not
impossible, to land cargoes on Brazilian territory, t
and few if any slaves have since been imported, the
authorities no longer winking at evasions of law. A
friend who has just returned from a three years' civil
engineering sojourn in the empire gives us some in-
terestmng information as to the effect of the suppres-
sion of the trade on slave property in that country.
From prices ranging from $400 to $600 for good
hands, the quotations have gone up to about the same
rates that rule in this country, within less than three
years. This fact gives us some data from which to
reason the results of a re-opening and vigorous prose.
cution of the slave trade between the South and
Africa, supposing that it ever should be. A thirty-
five to forty-five per cent, reduction in the cost of
slaves might be reasonably calculated on, and this
would place negro labor within the means of thou-
sands of small agriculturists, or would be agricoltur-
ists, who cannot now command it, and the consequence
would be an incalculable development of the produc-
tive availability of the South, a checking of the
dangerous tendency to monopoly of slave labor by
planters of capital, with whom the small producer
cannot compete, and the resulting of that equaliza-
tion of wealth which is the very basis as well as fact
of a sterling and immutable democracy.
