A Fight with a Rattlesnake.

The Peoria (I1.) Transcript relates the following
thrilling incident:

Some of the older residents will remember a build-
ing which formerly stood on Prospect Hill, abont nix
miles distant from Peoria, and which was destroyed
some seven or eight years since. During the past
season, another hoee was erected near the same lo-
cation, and all that has remained as relics of the old
hotel was a partly filled excavation for a cellar, and
two well preserved brick cisterns, which had been
kept covered up. Last week, the proprietor of the
place, while busy with his wife in preparing their
semmer flower garden, found himself in the want of
a few brick for theedge of the walks. Remembering
the cisterns, he ncovered one of them, and finding
it dry at the bottom, and onlyaboot six feet in depth,
hejumped in, and commenced throwing out some of
the best brick he could pick from the walls. It seems
there was a piece of plank with one end partially im.
bedded in the earth, that somewhat incommoded him-
so seizing it, with some exertion he pulled it out ans
threw it to the top. What was his horror and sur-
prise, at the next moment, to find that he had un-
earthed an enormous rattle snake, and himself with-
out a weaponin bh hand ! As thecistern asround,
and only about five feet in diameter, he could notI jump out, and the snake, bristling with anger and

•atling defiance, was ready for battle. His screams
brought his wife to the scene, but she was so over.
come with fright, that she became powerless to ren.
der any assistance.

The snake, in the mean time, had commenced the
fight, making repeated springs at him; but fortu-
nately he managed,on each occasion, to hit him opoa
the head with his boot, without receiving a bite-the
snake all the time becoming more defiant and en-
raged. During the whole scene, which lasted several
minutes, the man did not lose his presence of mind,
but watching his chance. made several frantic efforts
tojomp bodily from this seemingly pit of destruction.
At the last trial, he fortunately grasped a brick,
which gave way with him, and remained in his band
as he again stood fronting his hissing enemy. After
a few more kicks, and watching his opportunity, he
fired it, making probably one of the beat shots on
record, for it struck the snake on the head, and be-
tween the ooe sentand the wall, e became a " pretty
well used up sarpint." Weak and exhauted, our hero,by the assistance of his wife, was enabled to climb
from the pit; but when once more upon the earth,
he fainted away, and it was some time before he
could be recovered. For several succeeding dasys, he
was quite unwell, owing, probably to the poisonous
efltuvia inhaled, while his desperate exercises in the
encounter rendered him exceedingly lame. The
snake was afterwards taken from the cistern, when
it was found to measure seven feet in length, and
contained thirteen rattles! The latter have been
