TALE ON 'OHANGE,

Matters and things appertaining to general trade
closed with our last talk satisfactorily. Yesterday
opened hopefully, but the telegraph wires, or the in-
telligence over them, placed a veto on the cheerful
attitude prevailing; with regret and sorrow de-
plated on many countenances at the purport of the
dispatches from New York, announcing the suspen-
sion of payment of the eminent commercial firm of
Iargous & Brother, who were largely concerned In

the Louisiana Tehoantepec-Comps-y, and the ses-
pension has, of course, to go to the debt of the comm-
pany. As many of our nflunential citizens are more
or less interested, and the prosecution of a most im-
portaent undertaking more or less involved in this
commercial catastrophe, it is best not to come to
hasty conclusions regarding the extent thereof, but
await the receipt of intelligence by mail. There
were also other failures talked of on the street, but
those who were most deeply interested seemed to
take the Hargous disaster with the greatest forbear-
ance, Indulging in hopes that all will yet be well.

The further talk was of the delay in the receipt of
the expected European advices by the Asia. Well,
the Asia was possibly prevented from being boarded
off Cape Race by fog or bad weather. It does not
make much difference about the delay, as It is well
known, or rather presumed, what the accounts will
be. In the meantime, the talk is,that this CapeRace
project offers the most superior advantages to those
having a speculative desire, who can by a little
shrewdness and sagacity realize two days In advance
of any steamer at Boston or New York. It is not
forgotten, we suppose, many years since, how the
malls and boats carrying the mails were antici-
pated between here and Mobile, giving speculators
an opportunity to sweep the market between the
time the malls arrived at Port Pontchartrain and the
delivery of the same through the Post Oflce, allow-
ing operators a start of from two to five hours. Ad-
vantages of this kind are not susceptible Inland at
this time.

The good feeling in regard to cotton which was
evinced on Monday and Tuesday, prevailed yester-
day. The NewYork Bull, General Wright,who com-
menced last October with the most bearish propensi-
ties, speaks in his last circular for the European mar.
ket as follows :

The accounts to 4th May from London are consid-
ered more satisfactory, politically, as far as Great
Britain is concerned, and will in a great measure pre-
vent any serious decline on this side, as the impres-
sion is strong that should England be enabled to
maintain a strict neutrality in the Continental im-
hroglio, she will need large supplies of the raw mate-
rial to supply the extensive demand for cotton manu-
tureowhich cannot with certainty be supplied by any
other country.

In this market, during the week, we have had no
regular business, and prices are still unsettled. We
know, however, that some sales have been made,
which have not been reported, and at prices which
have nottranspir d. The quotations merely repre-
sent the nominal state of the market, with one or
two sales for cash down, at something less. Our ex-
port buyers are not doing much in the uncertainty
which still hangs over the political horizon of Europe;
our domestic buyers are taking onlysmall parcels for
actual wants; the chief business doe has therefore
been on speculation for disposition at a future day.
Holders are not disposed to force sales, believing we
have in a great degree discounted the effect, as far
as known, of the disturbed state of Europe.

The very remarkable trait recently adopted by
General Wright pervades his last circular. He does
not lisp a word about the 3,150,000 and 3,250,000
bales of last October, norof the 3,350,000 to 3,600,000
bales at a later period; nor does the General whisper
a syllable of the 3,.50,000, or 3,150,000, or the ex-
pected figures of 3,800,000. Yea, General, the weekly
amount now arriving at the Gulf ports is quite small,
but as small as they are, if they continue at the same
ratio for eight weeks to come, the Manchester
Cotton Supply Association can dissolve and trust to
the great Southwest of the United States for a full
supply of the staple; as, from present prospects, we
think we shall be able to furnish Mr. Bull neat season
with a good crop, the price for which, our factors will
take into consideration next October. It is fondly
hoped that all bills now running to maturity will be
protected, though at lonses inevitable to some parties.

The mails due yesterday by both routes came
through. The Canada's mails will be due this morn -
ing. The Asia, of course, is expected at New York
this morning. The next steamer direct from Liver-
pool, following the Asia, will be the Hungarian of the
18th for Quebec. The North German Lloyd steamer
New York was to leave Southampton on the 17th.
These German and Dutch steamers are not to be
laughed at ; they make good passages.

Naval Iamerlligerce.

We have advices from the United States steamship
Powhatan to the middle of March. A while pre-
vious, Commodore Tatnall received orders from the
Secretary of the Navy to proceed immediately from
Hong Kong to Singapore, and meet Mr. Ward, our
new Minister to China, and then convey him to Pekin.

The following memorandum, written on an envel-
ope, enclosing a letter dated "United States Flag-
ship, Sea of China, March 12th," communicates the
latest intelligence. This memorandum, it should
seem, most have been written after the 17th:

Strangely. we are here. Mr. Ward did not arrive
in the last mail steamer of the 17th instant, nor have
we heard of him. We expect him by the next
steamer, due ten or twelve days hence, when we shall
steam away at once for Pekin, and from there to
Jeddo. Thesa will be most interesting places to
visit, and of which, of course, I shall give you some
notices, as full and accurate as possible. This place
is only seventy-five miles from the equator, and of
course it is melting hot, the thermometer ranging,night and day, between eighty-two and ninety de-
grees. Still, we are all well. There are about ninety
ships in this harbor, but there is no news, except that

estelrdy a tiger was ltlled near the town, which
had swam over teom the main land to catch a Malay
or Chinaman. I learn, also, that the French are
having success in Cochin China, having just taken
several important places.

We have advices from the Pacific and Home squad-
rons some days later than those published :

The steam frigate Merrimack was ordered to go at
once to Callao, to irquire into the circumstances re-
lative to the recent ill-treatment at that port of Ame-
rican mariners ; but, as she was expecting some por-
ions of her machinery from New York in the mail

steamer, her departure for the South was necessarily
delayed. The Vandalin, all well, after a long cruise,
had arrived at Panama, and is now there. The Sara.
oae, Decatur, and St. Mary's, were at dilferent points

on the coast. The IRoanoke, of the Home squadron,
was at Aspinwall, and all the vessels of the fleet are
reported well.

DIEn PROx GtIr'IE.-Our English papers state that
recently a boy, eight years old, was committed for
the theft of a prse containing a sovereign, from the
tail of a cart of an old woman, who had given him a
ride. Bail was refused and the lad was sent to jail.
The father, on parting with the child took the mat-
ter so deeply to heart that he complained immediately
thereafter of having received a sudden shock at his
heart-as if shot. Although in good health at the
time, and a robust and hearty man, he never again
looked up. A deeposeated melancholy took possession
of him ; he was obliged to give up work, and after a
few days was confined to his bed. Ie gradually grew
worse, and on the day on which his child was to be
tried, he breathed his last. The surgeon who attended
him says he died of a broken heart. The boy was
discharged.

RaTenas SToNoG.--John Caraghty, who was ar-
rested at St. Louis, a few days since, and brought to
Pittsburg, Pa., on a charge of seduction, was con-
fronted on his arrival at the Court House in the latter
city, by three young ladies, each with a little respon-
sibility in her arms, and each anxious to make
Caraghty responsible for its parentage. The Court
took him under its protection and committed him to
jail.

POLYGAMY MosT FooL.-In searching the house
of Bishop Johnson, charged with murder, at Salt
Lake, Utah, the United States were not able to dis-
cover the Bishop, but found therein his ten wives.
Four of these are sisters, and the Bishop's own nieces,
utd he has, bLeides thlese, two sisters out of one
family, and also a mother and her daughter.

As he
as on the point of transferring his baggage to the
Granada, he was informed that preparations were
making to arrest and send him back to the United
:tates. Quite surprised, he waited for the accom-

plishment of this new outrage upon his rights, but
heard nothing more of it until just as the Granada
was on the point of sailing, when Capt. Merryman
actually stepped up to a friend of Gen. Walker's, and
told him that it was his intention to arrest the Gen-
eral and send him back. The gentleman to whom
this remark was addressed advised Capt. Merryman
sot to do any such thing, as it would make him liable,
for he was only commander of a merchant ship. To
this Capt. Merryman responded that as an officer of
the United States Navy, he considered that the pro-
clamation and message of President Buchanan author-
ized him to arrest Gen. Walker wherever be found
him. The matter rested here until the vessel was
under way, when Capt. Merryman approached the
gentleman with whom he had formerly conversed,
and stated that after mature consideration he had
concluded not to arrest Gen. Walker, but that he
could not " recognize him in his official capacity."

This waso not the end, for when Gen. Walker ar-
rived at Aspinwall, Capt. Merryman transferred his
dignity to Commodore McIntosh, who appointed two
United States Navy officers to act as spies upon the
General's movements while he remained upon the
Isthmus.

record a part of the history of the country. Through -
out the United States, in times of yore, I have list"
ened with pride to the eloquent tongues that have
complimented the navy for its elliciency and its free'
dom from all those prejudices which distract all
the other official quarters of the Government. The
navy has been free from the taint of abolitionism,
free from the tait of any other ultraism in the
country, and therefore it has maintained the respect
of the people. But lately there has been a change.
Our navy officers in many places are departing from
the usages heretofore prevalent in the United States
ships, and the wardroom is becoming a fierce scene
of political discussion and personal wrangling. The
unauthorized action of Pauolding in arresting Gen.
Walker has attracted their attention, and mistaking
the notoriety that the Commodore obtained for le-
gitimate fame, many of them are only too anxious
to become alike notorious. The lowest subalterns
now feel authorized to construe Presidential mes-
sages and official proclamations in such a way as
may afford them a chance to arrest and outrage some
American citizen at work in foreign countries; and,
if some rebuke is not given, we shall see our squad-
rons like our federal officials, turning their attention
more to the regulation of the domestic affairs of their
own country than to the recognition and maintain-
ance of American rights abroad.
But to turn to my original snhject, of the nomadic

people hereabouts. It is a striking peculiarity of all
conversation in Misntitlan, that nobody here talks
about the place in which we live, but every one has
some tale to tell of distant countries. All are travel-
era, only stopping here for something to " turn up "
that will lead to adventure and furfher movement.
This settlement is becoming too tamefor them; there
is too much business done in a regular way; money
is acquiring a standard value per month that smacks
of interest; folks live by themselves, go to bed early,
rise early, work all day, and have no time to " spin
yarns." All this is contrary to the "notions'" of
the early settlers, and they think of selling out and
moving off. A revolution would be "the thing,"
and if one cannot be had here, one must be had
somewhere else. There is no other alternative for the
peace of this wandering population. There are men
here who have forgotten where they were born, how
long they have lived, and what their profession is.
Their memory reaches back so far that they are afraid
to say that they lived when certain transactions of
which they tell transpired ; and they have worked at
so many trades, callings and professions, that they
know not which to claim as their original craft. They
have seen so many parts of the world, that it is im-
possible to settle on any one spot, for thinking of
some better place they once stopped at in their trav-els; aud they have lived through so many revolutions

in community that nothing will satisfy them but a
transition state, when the chrysalis of society is un-
dergoiog its transformation. They are the true pio-
neers, however, free and easy, making settlements
first, forming nucleii around which steadier people
settle, and then moving oif to develope some other
place. To them the great West owes its use, for
they have always been on the outer edge of the
advancing tide of population, whipping the Indians,
driving back the wild beasts, and making those "oak
openings" into which the light of civilization and
humanity has subsequently shone. The pioneer and
the wanderer are the instruments by which Provi-
dence has reclaimed the world, so far, from its savage
wildness; and the apostles of the faith in Minititlan
deserve all the praise that legend and story have
given to Daniel Boone.
