TALK ON 'OHAIGE.

The weather was warm yesterday and the shady 1
sides of the streets, (not any particular street) were
sought. There were some congregations on the

would hardly be supposed that the infallibility of fig*ures would be doubted, but there are some parties
who cannot reconcile the figures of even 3,600,000
bales as staring before them, with our neighbor, the
Price Current, posting up to 3,574,000 bales, with the
Florida receipts up to the 13th inst. only, and which t
were on the 20th three thousand bales in excess for
the lost week, sending the total receipts at all the
ports up to 3,577,200 bales. If these figures will not
crowd 3,000,000 by Wednesday the 8th of June, (the i
first week in that month) very close, we shall be di I
appointed, As regards the price or value of cotton,
we have never talked much of that, for if buyers
paid 16 cents per pound, so much the better for the
cultivator. We placed our views on the quantity
raised last year, or the receipts from the 1st Septem"
her, 1858, to the 31st August, 1859, and without any
mole Coniab we leave the 1i;jres, as stated by us in
January, at 3,750,000 bales; which quantity is nearly
at light, and three months of the commercial year to
pass to increase the quantity, embracing renewed esti-
mates of 3,800,000 bales. In October last we wrote
that the crop of cotton would all he taken at an
average price of 11 cents; predicting at the same
time, say on the 15th October, a crop of 3,700,000
bales, and maintaining our views the entire season;
and believing towards the close of December that we
were under the mark, we, in January, raised our
views to 3,750,000. For maintaining these figures
boldly and fearlessly, some parties who commenced
at 3,250,000 bales, now have the presumption to
charge us with bearing down on the market. The talk
is, among candid operators, can figures and facts be
controverted? It is well known that there are many
thousand bales of cotton now under the tenters, which
we much regret. We had no hand in creating the
war in Europe and causing the panic in the Liver-
pool cotton market between the 23d of April and the
7th of May, no more than we had in raising 3.750,000
bales instead of 3,350,000 hbales. We might go on and
talk column on column on King Cotton, but we will
close with merely calling the attention of the Bolls to
a communication, dated Liverpool, 7th May, pub-
lished in our cotemporary, the Evening Picayune,
estimating the stock of cotton in Liverpool, on the
I first of next month, of over six hundred thousand

bales. Possibly,if we had talked of this large stock-
though it will be under the quantity-weshould have
been charged as a Bear. In the meantime. we ex.
press our gratification with the great success our cot-
ton factorage community has realized in the opera-
tions of the season now drawing to a close. They
and their patrons are relieved of all uneasiness regard-
ing the winding up the season's operalions in Europe.

York being in jeopardy, aris ng from a suspension in
that city last week, which appeared to have escaped
tihe telegraph operators.

This de-
tontion inculate tihe Idea that th affairs of the Cont-
pany are not in that condition which lead to an early
adjustment of the diffoulties, though telegraphi' adn-
vices of yesterd.,y'a date led to the hope that all ex
change will be provided for. The steamer, however,
ought to have been permitted to have departed, if
there is any forndatiin of the hopes, as advied
from New York.

REPORTORIAL BSKTOHmS OF THE GREAT
FLOOD OF 1856.

Nao'rcun, May 23, 1859.
Editors Crescent : My last, of the 18th instant,

brought me down, in my Investigations, as far as
Vicksburg. From that point to this city I have
descended the river by degrees, stopping at every
available landing.

For a distance of 15 miles below Vickaburg, on the
Miselmippi side of the river, the bottom is a mike
strip of marshy land, averaging about half a mile in
width, and bounded on the rear by the range of blotuffs
which extend from Vicksburg to this city, sometimes
retreating, sometimes approaching the river. This
strip is almost entirely inundated, and the levee,
though not broken, is not to be seen for miles s6n
stretch. The buildings of the planters are generally
of a cheap construction, and the plantations generally
small. The former appeared, as we passed down by
twilight, to be all floating along with us in the river,
the only dry land in their vicinity being the bluffs,
hal a mile distant, beyond them.

Warrenton, ten miles below Vicksburg, is even
yet wholly under water, and the streets all navigable
for the heaviest draught dug-outo, in which social,
commercial and religions communication is still main-
tained, although the river has fallen about eight
inches below high water mark of this season. The
floor pf the Presbyterian church,sltuated in the high-
est part of the town, is covered with water to the
depth of several inches. During the highest water, a
couple of coal boats, drawing about six feet, entered
the town,overthe levee, and now lie hard agroend in
the back yard of one of the citizens.

Fifteen miles below Warrenton, in the same coun-
ty (Warren), the Palmyra settlement, which, owing
to a great bend in the river, is the landing and ship-
ping point fora large number of fine plantations--
the bottom here being some six miles in width. This1 settlement is wholly inundated, about 3,000 acres or
rich cotton lands being rendered unproductive this
year, which last year yielded about half an average
crop. The stock in this bottom have all betaken
themselves to the high lands, and large numbers will
doubtless be lost to their owners, through theft and
other causes. The damage sustained in South*War.
ren county, in the way of fences destroyed and
buildings damaged, is estimated by an intelligen
planter, well acquainted with the condition of eyery1 plantation in the the river front, at $50,000.

Nearly opposite the Palmyra settlement, is New
Cartilage, Mladison Parish, La. This is a small town
of about 200 inhabitants, and is

As one of the inhabitants remarked to me,

citizens will have to import all their garden stua'
this year." From a few (about six) miles above this
point to Vicksburg, the plantations fronting on the
river are small, and raise but little cotton. These
are wholly inundated this year; and occasioaally a
larger plantation in the " bhck tier," a couple of
miles back from the river, is overflowed. From the
vicinity of Carthage, however, a point about thirty
miles Lelow, the remainderlof Madison and the north-
ern section of Tensas Parish,are wholly submerged.
About half a mile below New Carthage is the large
plantation of Mr. Joes. James. Mr. James cultivates
Sabout 1,200 acres. He was partially overlowed last
year, but made about 000 bales of cotton, while this
year he informs us that he will not plant an acre.

a drink slyly-no liquor.seller being stopid enough,
and no whisky-drinking slave green enough, toallow
a policeman to see their bargain, if it can be helped-
-the law attacks the6 lquor-seller if it can be proved
that a slave without a proper pans enters his grocery
or coffeehouse, and stays there over five minotes.
In order to make masters careful of the movemenitof
their slaves, it arrests the slave, and holds him either
in prison or under ball, untile he trial of the Ilquor-
seller shall take place. In order to sicken IIquor
sellers of dealing with slaves, it fned them, upon
conviction, not lees than $200, and takes away their
license. In order to stimulate the police to detect
both slaves and liquor-selers, it gives the arresting
oficerhalf the fine imposed. And in order, fna•iy,
to bring such cases to a focus at once, witheat the
ordinary legal delays, it empowers a jury of three
slaveholders to try and decide upon each cas, before
any Recorder or Justice of the Peace, and empowes
such Recorder or Justice to pam rensenhm Imedl*
ately after conviction.

The more wealthy and respectable clam of grocew
and coffeehouse keepers, boeig innocent of thissort
of busines, are not affected by the law, and are of
course exempt from the excitement to which we al-
lude. The excitement is among the small grocers and
coffeehouse and cabaret keepers, who are sprinkled
around town at the cheap corners and other places
which are off the routesof heavy travel, and generally
never noticed as to what they sell or how they sellit
or to whom they sell it. The excitement is created.
by the police, who, with the prospect of a reward of
$125 at least, for each conviction, watch the siaves as
they loaf around, and catch them either in the act of
drinking or stealing into a bhoue where drink is sold

last week. Already, two have been arrested, tried,

feit their license. Ten or twelve others have beena- rrested, and are awaiting trial; mostly in th•e Prst
District.
