The devouring element never roua
btildings tn a fitter condition for its voracious al
petite. For many days no rain had allen ; the brol
tIg son bad abeorbed every particle of moitoure fo
the wood, and left it dry and tinder-like. After t.
fire had comaenoed, there were no means of stopple
its progress but by removing the houses from beyou
its reach. This was effected after several trials an
by burning three one hundred pound barrels of gau
powder. There were no means at hand of throwin
water butby buckets, the city being anprovided wit
fire engines, and the flames once under headway a
efforts to quench them were futile. Besides th
buildings burned, a large number of cocoa not tree
were destroyed. These trees, in one or two instance,
were the means of saving the buildings which the;
shaded. The loss of these beautiful trees will b
seriously felt for years to come. Some of them wen
forty years old, and had attained great bight ant
beauty. The fire burned over an area of nearl.
twenty acres and destroyed property to the value o
$275,000. A great many goods were removed iron
the stores only to be burned up in the streets and
alleys. HEd it not been for the presence of Capt
Brannan and his company of soldiers, it is imposel
hsle to say where the fire would have stopped. Capt
B. took charge of a large amount of goods and eta
tioned sentinels to guard them. He also, with the
aisistance of Lieut. Eddy, blew up five or six build
ings, which would have otherwise gone with the rear
and asmsited in destroying half the city besides. The
store ship Belief was fortunately in port when the
fire broke out. Lieut. Perry, the officer in command
sent his men ashore to saist the Mayor and the citl
anthoritles. Their first act was to save the Custom
Honse, which was done by battling for an hour witl
the flames. They asslated in demolishing some build
Ings and protected property already saved. The
burned district extends on the harbor front from
Brown'a stone warehouse to Tift's fireproof build.
tngs; and on Front street, west side, from and includ
tong Campbell's store, to the Naval Depot; on the
east side, from and including the Key-West House to
Clinton square, fronting the Custom-House. On
Duval street, the fire extended from the harbor on
the north side as far as Allen's drug shop, leaving
two small buildings uninjured, except by explosion ;
and on the south side, from the harbor to Davis'
wind.mill. The number of buildings of all kinds
destroyed by this fire Is one hundred and sixteen, of
which seventy-two were stores, warehouses, ofices
and dwelling-hourses. The number of occupants was
upwards of three hundred. Very great distress will
prevail among the small proprietors, none of whom
were insured, and who are left entirely destitute by
this calamity. The Insurance Companies of New
York will lose nearly $100,000 by this fire. This in-
surance is distributed among those beat able to bear
their losses, as is usually the case.

The trial of Capt. Townsend, of the slave brig
Echo or Putnam, was brought before the District
Court of the United States the 10th inst., his Honor,
Judge William Marvin, presiding.

The District Attorney, John L. Tatum, Esq., moved
to put off the t:ial until November next, on account
of the absence of material witnesses residing in New
Orleans, who, it appeared, had not been subpcened.
The Court refused the motion, and the trial proceded.
Lieuta. Mouit, Bradford and Carpenter proved the
capture of the slave brig Echo, and identified the
Echo as being the brig Putnam, of New Orleans.
They also proved Townsend to have been on board
and the prominent spokesman at the time of the cap.
ture, and that some three hundred or more African
negroes were found on board, nearly all diseased,
distressed, and in a naked and emaciated condition.
M. Clnpp, Deputy U. S. Marshal for Rhode Island,
proved the citizenship of Townsend, and testified
that he was born in Providence. The District At.
torney then offered in evidence a copy of the register
of the brig Putnam, issued by the collector of the
port of New Orleans, (also certified to by him) to
the said brig, in which Townsend was represented to
be the owner. The Court rejected this evidence, on
the ground that a copy certified under the seal of the
collector was not admissible, and also on the ground
