The Franklin Sun of the 20th says:

is really becoming warm, not to say hot. We have
not had a good rain for nearly too weeks, and the
crops are suffering for one.

The Greensburg Imperial of Saturday last says:
The weather for the past three weeks has been

everything that could be desired-clear and pleasant.
The clerk of the weather yesterday showed a sligbt
dlcposition to give us a small sprinkle, which would
be quite welcome, provided he did not overdo the
thing.

The late fine weather has brought out the crops
amazingly, and our planting friends are wearing an
entirely dillfferent rast to what they did three or four
weeks ago, as well as their lields. With favorable
weather the remainder of tihe season, fair crops may
yet be expected, though now three or four weeks he-
hind. Corvois thriving finely, and in some fields silks
and tassels are makhig their appearance.

The Iberville Sentinel of Saturday last has the fol"
lowing :

A visit to Baton Rouge on Wednesday enabled rs
to take a view of the crops and levees in Iberville
and West Baton Rouge that lay in that direction.
The latter seemed in a pretty secure condition for the
the balance of the season ; but the crops of cane andcorn appeared in a very backward state, and require
rain.

A difficulty occurred in this town last Tuesday be-
tween Geo.

Kelly made some remark then about Forrest having
a knife, and that he (Kelly) was a man of family ;
upon which they were separatcd. when the latter was
discovered to be stabbed about the region of the
heart. He lived but a few minutes. Forrest is in
prison. Both are men of families, and respected in
this community, where they have resided fuor many
years, friendly to each other.

LATER FROM PARAGUAY.--From the N.Y. Times
we extract the following :

On the 18th February five or six Paraguayan citii
tens were arrested prrsuant to an order emanating
from the chief ot the State. It was supposed at the
time that they were suspected of being engaged in a
plot to overturn tie existing Government, and accord
log to some, the assassination of the President was
the main feature of their scheme. By the Salto de
Guaira we have advice that they still remain in cuse
tody, but proof of their guilt seems to be entirely
wanting. and tile general opinion was, that they were
entirely innocent of the worst count of the aecusa
tion, and that it would he impossible to convict them
of any rebellious intentions, though their political
opinions are known to be unfavorable to the I'resio
dent.

Alter tie departure of the American Commission,
the Collector of the Customs had received orders
from the Executive to give in a report on tie quan-tity and proxirnote value of the goods introduced
into Paraguay by the American Navigation Company.
Tis reprort is published in a late number of tile
Seumntrt io, and makes the amount ridiculously
small, the articles consisting chiefly of simple agri-
cultural implements, with a remark that goods of
much greater valte may have been smuggled, of
which the Crstm House had no cognizance.

All this is evidently intended to throw discredit
upon the claim of the Company, which has yet to be
arranged by a mixed Commission to meet at Wash-
ington.

At a late review at Hunaita, 12,000 troops of the
three branches of tie service, were inspected by the
General in-Chief; iu maneuvering, sham lights, and
tiring at a target, they acquitted themselves to his
complete satisfaction. Besides this powerful corps,
14,000 more were embodied in reserve.

They are indignant at the conduct of the U. S. Mar
shal in taking Indians and soldiers to attempt to ar-
rest citizens, and they resolved to arrange all avails.
ble men, as minute men, to be ready at all times to
take their assigned places where the necessity may
arrive. It seems that the Rangers killed an Indian in
Jack county; at 8 o'clock P. iM., the deputy U. 8S
Marshal and twenty soldiers, together with ninety
Indians, rode into Jackboro, and demanded that the
Rangers be given up. The Bangers were not there
The meeting was then held-the greatest torn out
ever witnessed in that county.

The Frontier News thus contradicts the story of
the attack by the Rangers upon the Indians of the
Upper Reserve :

We last week published an account of fifteen Indi-
ans having been killed by Capt. Baylor and his com-
pany, which turns out now to be a hoax. In justice
to ourselves, we say that our reason for making that
statement was, we had been informed by a report
from Psalo Pinto county, that such was the case;
aleo a Mr. Limbrick. (we believe is his name,) a mer-
chant of San Antonio, came down on the stage from
the Lower Agency, and stated here that an express
had been received there from the Upper Agency, that
Baylor had certainly killed fifteen Indians of the Up-
per Rieserve, and tmhat one company of dragoons and
one hundred Indians were in purenitof him. This gen.-
tleroan bad in his possession the letter from the citi-
zens of Palo Pinto and other counties to Roes and
Neighbors, requesting or notifying them to resign,
and stating that he was bearing that and other dis-
patches from Ross to Neighborse-consequently, we
were induced to believe his statements were true, but
we find t

h

lieve more than hall we hear."

AERoNuArT IN Tni LAce.-As the propeller Jet
fercon, Capt. S. Bond, was passing, about 4 o'clock,
yesterday afternoon, some five miles from shore, a
largo balloon was discovered about three miles in the
air above Erie, traveling in a northeasterly direction.
Capt. Bond was looking at it through the glass. when
he saw it descend rapidly to the lake, and in a few
momenta strike the water.

The small boat was made
fast to the balloon, when a tug came out from ErieI and took them ashore.

Tuia Rttant or Sc-ncr.--A dispatch of the 22d
from Washington says:

The French Minister's declaration in regard to en-
forcing the doctrines of the right of search has crea*
ted quite a stir in the diplomatic circles. The United
States never have denied since their separation fronm
England tlhe right of belligerents to board neutral
merchant vessels upon the ocean to ascertain if they
have articles contraband of war on hoard. If Count
Sartiges made any observation respecting the rightof
search resulting from war, it is this right to which he
referred. He could not have referred to the right of
oecret search in time of peace, or in time of war by
nations not belligerents, because the French govern-
ment have strenuously contended against such claim
since the qiintople treaty, and have frequently and
only recently assured our government that they are
as much opposed to it as we are, and entertain the
same views of the matter.

Fones Anca.- - Late advices have been received
from the Aferican coast. The King of Jaboo, Ohe,
has refused to allow palmn oil to pass through his
country, alleging that the Iholadans people had an-
nosed him. The real reason is said to be the French
emigration scheme. The quantity of oil this year
will,it is supposed, be very low. At the Gold Coast
the attention of the people was employed in the cul-
tivation of cotton, and some of the more gentle of
the native rulers were ioduced to embark in its pro-
duction. Dr. Baikie, of the British Niger expedi-
tion, left Rabbi on the 14ti March, and arrived at
Oghomnstro on the 27th1, all well. In coasequenee of
thre sroppogr of the oil trade at Badagey anod Prto
Nova, bli the King of the latter place, the English

The interpreter, one Antoine Dn Bray, was
drunk at the meeting, and fallingofa his seat as he
sat down by the intelligent looking and dignifed
SQuakerlike chief, Raven, rendered any attempt t a
pow-wow a farce; and it was immediately adjonrnedIfora day, until the interpreter should become sober.
I may yet he enabled to give you an account of
the talk.

AS tor toe gnus news, or reports from the mines,
nothing reliable Is heard; but many rumors of paying
diggings are afloat, which are not credited.
