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CITY ADMINISTRATION AND TAXATION I

Under the foregoing quoted caption, the Delta of
yesterday evening, uses up nearly the whole of
one of its ample columns in reply to a few plain n
propositions of the Crescent. It does not answer, h
much less refute, one of them. It dodges every ma-
terial Issue, and tries, with a good deal of skill and
ingenuity, we are free to admit, to quibble around
every essential point. Our neighbor's ability, in these
particulars, is unquestioned, but it will not avail him
in this instance.

Only one point, made byour neighbor, s entitled to
anything like serious consideration. The balance is
all bosh, fustian, subterfuge, and wholly inapplicable
to the case under consideration. The ill-temper dis. i
played by our neighbor, and the trivial, absurd and
unfounded allegations he brings forward to get him I.
self out of a tight place, we can freely forgive, for
we know that when a man is cornered, no matter
how honorable he is, he will generally resort-to any
expedient sooner than acknowledge the fact. The
Delta, being cornered, and no avenue of es-ape being
left for it, of course we will not pursue it vindio-
tively. We have too friendly a regard for its edito-
rial personelle to do that. t

The point we allude to is the material reduction of
the rate of taxation on real estate, enacted by AmerL
can Common Councils. The Delta would fain deny
this, and essays to do so, but fails completely. Now
we assert that the rates of taxation on real estate
have been largely reduced by American Councils,
while the public debt, for which that real estate was
mortgaged, has been decidely decreased within the
last four years. This is a fact-an indisputable fact
-unparalleled in the history of any city in the
United States within that period. It stands out in
bold relief, and he who disputes it disputes the truth.

We say further, that for the support of the city
government proper, the taxes are lighter than in any
large city in the confederacy. We challenge investi-
gation-we dare examination. If the other taxes
are heavy, it is no fault of the Common Council.
They had nothing to do with the creation of what is
known as the Consolidated debt. They had nothing
to do with the creation of the Railroad debts. They
had nothing to do with the creation of any of the
other old debts, and exerpt to pay them, diminish
theta, and reduce taxation-which they have done-
could have had nothing to do with them.

With this statement of incontrovertible truths, we
take leave of the Delia's column article. There is
nothing else in it to reply to, to explain, or to refute.

TALK ON 'CHANGE.
There was considerable talk on general matters.

From the advanced stage of the season, the daily
gatherings on Carondelet street are falling off. The
several arrivals of steamboats this week keep op a
fair stage of activity, particularly on the upper levee,
which reacts on Tehoupitaulas and Poydras streets,
in some manner or another, and we trust satisfactorily
to our Western merchants. Western produce to ar-
riving in large pliantities Irc the season of the year.
From all accounts the prospects for a large yield
of grain throughout the West, the Northwest, were
never more flattering than at this time, and stocks
which were held over are now reported in most sec-
tions as being sufficient in qantity to cover any de-
mand that may arise from Europe. It must not ihe
forgotten that the granaries in Europe are under full
supply for six months, and that the great surplus
now in that country must all be absorbed before any
change in price can be realized.

The America's advices were announced before
meridian, and were deemed by some parties as de-
cidedly depressing. There were soame branches of
trade (breadstuffs and provisions) that felt the intelli-
gence, but very slightly. The sales of cotton for the
week ending the 21st May reached 34,000 bales. The
financial advices may be deemed favorable or au-
favorable, just as interest dictates. Mloney was re-
ported to be easy of access in London, and the talk
is, that financial affairs will move along steady if the
war is confined to the present locality. It will be ob-
served that no battle has yet taken place, and the
quidnunes are somewhat inclined to think that one
army is afraid and the other dare not move. How-
ever, the next week will not pass without some fight-
ing accounts being received.
The blooming of cotton this year may be recorded

as unusually early. We learn that there were several
blooms in different parts of Texas as early as the 20th
of May-that there was a full and perfect bloom re-
ceived in Galveston on the 23d May. Promising ex-
pectations of a good yield are favored, though it is
altogether premature to consider of the results. We
are, however, pleased to observe that planters are in
good spirits; they, one and all, prefer good crops
to poor ones, even if a short crop is made up by
enhancement in price.

This list, long as it is, might be swelled to much

greater dimensions by the enumeration of other and
scarcely less important works, in the way of bridg-
ing, levee-improving, wharf-building, ditching, plank-
ing of roads, crossways, erection of public buildings,
extension and repair of markets, etc., now in pro-
gress, but, as it is, it osum:iently shows that the
present administration is most emphatically a work-
ing government, ever vigilant and closely devoted to
public interests-more markedly so than any prece-
ding administration. Not the least among its great
measures is that which provides, at anot early day, for
an abundant supply of water for cleansing the city
and guarding against destructive conflagrations.

Though all such schemes of improvement involve a
vast outlay of money, the charge of reckless expendi-
ture cannot he brought against an administration as
discreet as it is liberal, for during its management,
the city's indebtedness has been diminished,and the
rates of taxation decreased. Careful without being
niggardly, watchful, well pusted, and acting ever
with a good discretion, the strings of the public
purse have never been loosed or drawn with impro-
priety or carelessness, and tihe citizens of New Or-
leans may not hope ever to have their interests in
charge of an administration more wisely economical
and wisely liberal, more temperate, yet energetic and
progressive, more competent and industrious, than
the present, the po iey of which will be carried out
by the nominees of tile same complexion, Ano are,
we doubt not, in obedience to thie expression of the
people's will on Isondny, to take their places as mem-
bers elect.

TnIs De-SLAPtasTnrn.-Up to the present time a
little rioing of twelve hundred dogs have been licensed
in this city. The slaughter of tie unlicensed com.
meneed on Mionday last, and already over one hnn-
ored have been killed. In one case a police officer
went to the owner of a dog of some value, and repre-
sented to him that he had better get out a license.
The owner refused, saying that he should like to see
the mnan who would dare to bill his dog. The officer
pointed out to hliu the fact that it was the duty of
the oflicers of the law to kill any unlicensed dog
fonud in the street. Tile owner was obdurate, when
the onicer drew his club, and remarking, " I must do
mIy duty," killed the dog upon the spot, the owner
making no resistance. [Boston Traveler.

LATE4T FROM THE SEAT OF WAItR.

Tense, May 19.-Yesterday, several detachments
of Austrian troops advanced to Caprisco, near Leon-
gomond, driving of all the cattle in their reach, firing
upon the peaceable peasants, and committing other
depredations.

Our troops awaited the enemy at San Jermano, ex-
pecting an attack from the Austrians, but were dis-
appointed, as the Austrians withdrew to Verecelli,
after having robbed the country of everything useful
to them.

The Austrians evacuated Vercelli this morning af-
ter blowing up two arches of the bridge over the river
Resia.

On the 17th the Emperor Napoleon left Alessan-
dria and went to Vallenza to review a portion of the
vanguard of the allied army and exlmine the course
of the Po.

The organization o[ the Freach army is rapidly

progressing, and the damage done by the mAutrLn
army in places which they bhoe occopled sad aban-
doned, is being rapidly repaired.

The Emperor of Austria was daily epeeted at the I
Austrian headquarters to take command of the army
in person, and until his arrival no Important move-
ment on the part of the Austrians was anticipated.
Up to the time of the retreat of the Austrian troops
from Vercelli, Count Gynlia, their CeomanderdIn-
Chief, continued his extortions of money and pro- I
visions from the Sardinian inhabitants, who were I
tilled with consternation and terrified by their bru-
tality, and the arrival of the allied troppe war bailed
by the oppressed people with the greatestdemonstra-
tions of joy.

An official Sardinian bolletin says that therAna- t
triano occupy the right bank of the river Po as far as t
the Castle San Giovanni, with a force of about 12,000 I
troops, and are erecting fortifications at the bridge of
Stella to protect their retreat, which is still continued I
at that point, and a general retrograde movementi
seemed to have taken place along the whole line of "
the Austrian army.

LrrIVRPOO, May 21.--It is reported from Turin,
but not confirmed, that the Emperor of Austria had
left Vienna to join the armyin Italy, and had already
arrived at Milan and left there for Pavia.

It is also reported that Field Marshal Heas was I
en route for Italy, and that his defensive plan of
operations had already been adopted by the Emperor.

It was expected that the Austrian troops would re-
main on the defensive until the Emperor Francis
Joseph reached the camp.

The London Morning Post publishes what it aela
reliable information to the effect that the passage of
the Ticino by the French army will be theaignal for
an alliance of all the neutral European powers against
France, and that in such case the Austrian and Ger-
man troops are to march on Paris.

The Post affirms that such an understanding exists
between the leading neutral powers, and will be car-
ried out. The statement, however, lacks confirma-
tion.

Numerous dispatches from Vienna and Turin are
published in the London and Liverpool journals, but
they are generally of an unimportant nature.

All the various channels in the Adriatic sea leading
to the Venitian capital, have been blocked up by ob.
structions placed across them by the Austrians, to
prevent the approach of the French fleet.

Latest from London.
LONDON, Saturday Noon, May 2l.--There is noth-

ing later or important to communicate from the seat
of war.

The Austrians, at the latest advices, were continn-
ing their retreat, and the French and Sardinian troops
were advancing and occupying the places evacuated
by the Austrians.

It is believed the Austrians will soon make a stand
and give battle.

LoNDno, May 21.-There is a complete stagnation
on the London Stock Exchange. The Discount mar-
ket is also very dull. The rate for two and three
months bills is lb to 4 per cent.

Large quantities of gold continue to be drawn
from the Bank and exported to the continent.

The bills of Messrs. Sevastopol & Son, a rather
weak firm in London, were returned yesterday.

Ilessrs. Trownell CGo., bankers at Augusburg,
have failed.

Tihe manuger of the Bank of Tusinger has fled,
and the bank has suspended.
