FROM CHIERRY CREEK" TO ST. JOSEPH BY WATER. hr

The St. Joseph Gazette gives the following account
of an extraordinary voyage by water :
Messrs. William and Charles Fry, two engineers

well known on the Missouri river, passed down, late C0
yesterday evening, on the steamer Sioux City, just
from Cherry Creek, having come the entire distance it
by water. el

They went out to the mines early last spring, pros-
pected all through the richest diggings with old Cali- d
fornia miners, and were not able to make ten cents el
per day. It

They worked diligently for a period of forty days, I
and one had forty-five cents worth of gold in a quill
and the other three cents worth as the fruits of their a
labor.
