CORRECTION.

It is annoying to be forced Into a controversy with.
out having any arguments to reply to; hut when, In
addition to this, one is obliged to follow an unargo-
mentatllve opponent through the mazes of his own
contradiction, and correct the numerous errors of fact
he falls Into, the thing becomes almost insufferably
disagreeable. Particularly is this the case in the pre.
sent instance, where all the opposing parties con-
cerned are gentlemen for whom we entertain a high
personal regard.

We wish the Delta would argue, or stop using the
word. We wish it would state facts, or shut up shop a
so far as the fact business is concerned. This thing
of being compelled to correct its so-called facts con-
tinually, and to reply to its so-called arguments ever-
lastingly, when its facts and arguments are alike A
illusory and unsubstantial-where we have to furnish
everythnlog, and get nothlng in return-is calculated
to make us waste time that we could ind, under other
circumstances, better employment for.

The correction of errors is always disagreeable. fl
From the commencement, up to the present moment,
of the municipal controversy now drawing to a close,
we have been obliged to correct the Delta. Except
rectifying the mistakes it would commit semi-diaron
ally, it has left us little or nothing to do. So far as C
argument was concerned,it would afford us no chance;
for it very wisely declined reply to our well-based ar- E
guments and our incontrovertible facts.

The Delta, of Thursday evening, had a long article
headed "City Administration nod Taxation." Some
of the errors therein made we have already exposed.
We now propose noticing others, for the purpose of
correctingblunders of the most glaring and unjust
description.

Here is error number one : The Delta charges the
Council with extravagance in " 

b u
ying coal at sev- C

eno cents a bushel." Thisis not so. In pursuance of
law, advertisement for proposals to supply the city
with coal, from the lowest bidders, was made. The
lowest bid, after fair and public competition, was
seventy-five cents per bushel. This bid the Council
rejected, and other proposals are now duly advertised
for. In the name of common decency, is there any 1
ground of objection in this? Yet, without Inquiry, 1
we are sure, the Delta proceeds to state as a fact that t
which, if as true as it is absolutely untrue, would be
a just cause of complaint against; the Council. Is t
there any justice in this? Assuredly not.

Here is error number two: The Delta says, speak-
ing of the taxes on corporations :

The Banko nay a tax on their income, and the I
stockhbolders in the same institutions pay on their
stock.

fow our neighborsecould have fallen into such an tl
abyss of unmitigated error, is actually astonishing. at
However, it is but on a par with their whole course
in this "independent" controvesy. Error has fol- to
lowed mistake-and blunder error, from the begin- th
ning. Now for the truth. The Banks are not taxed s
on their income, and the stockholders are not taxed at
on their stock. By State law both are exempted c
from municipaltaxation ! The stockholders pay a TI
tax on the income derived from their stocks.

Here is error number three, and it is an abomina- er
bly atrocious one--oneof which our neighbors should C
be heartily ashamed-and thank the stars for their
good fortune if anybody believes a word they say for m
the next six months. To strengthen the charges of pt
inefficiency and extravagance brought against the cl
present excellent Common Council, a long article is go
thus extraordinarily wound up:

But besides the enormous revenues of the corpora- an
tion derived from this excessive and nultiform taxa-
tion, the city treasury has received great relief from
extraordinary sources. The sale of the battare alone
has poured into their coffers over a half a million,
and that of the city's interest in McDouogh's estate,
another half a million. And yet, with all these re-
sources, where are the great works, the improve-
ments, the thousand and one facilities for trade, for V
comfortable residence, for health and cleanliness Io
which the corporation was established to secure for tc
the people?

Now what is the truth-what are the facts? Let na
as see. The Delta speaks of revenues derived from
"the sale of the battre " property. The American g
party has not been in existence but a little over four a
years, and American Councils have not held sway 0'
all that time by a long shot. The last great sale of tl
the battare property was made in 1853, and we imag.
ine the Democratic Council then in existence made el
short work of the proceeds, for when their American
successors went into office, they found the city labor- C
lng under the disgrace of innumerable protests, and
over half a million of cash warrants in circulation ! 3
Then again, the other only legitimate inference to be b
drawn from the Delta's statement is utterly erroneous. el
The batture has proved a source of loss, instead of ri
revenue, to the American Councils. Instead of hav-
ing received anything from that quarter within the
last two or three years, they have been obliged to pay 0
out of the general treasury of the corporation, from
150,000 to $200,000, in accordance with the decis-
ions of our courts. Instead of having been assisted 0
by the great sale of 1853, they have been positively
hampered. In the case of the heirs of Delord Sarpy 2
vs. The City of New Orleans, for batture property tl
decided to have been illegally sold by said city, the
Common Conncil refunded the Hon. John Slidell, on

the 11th of May last, the large sum of $19,829 55.
The error in regard to " the city's interest in the

McDonogh estate," is, if possible, more horribly d
atrocious than that in relation to the batture busi-
ness. The Delta says that this fund is worth at
least half a million dollars, and that it has been c
poured into the " coflers" of the corporation, and
then asks, "where are the great works," etc., which
should flow from the possession and expenditure of
such enormous resources?

Now, again, what are the facts? Precisely oppo-
site to the inferences drawn by the Delta! The
funds derived from the sales of the McDonogh prop-
erty are dedicated to the cause of education-are sac-
red trust funds-and cannot be diverted from that a
channel by the Common Conncil, or anybody else.

But, we weary of correcting the Delta, and having
exposed a portion of its most material blunders, will
draw this article to a close. We have said enough,
we think, to open the eyes of the public.

The sales of
cotton on Saturday were estimated at 5000 bales.

erably improved since the sailing of the America.
Consols for money closed at 914 to 92.

LIVERPOOL, May 25.-The Liverpool Breadstuffs
market generally closed dull, with little variation in
prices. The Liverpool Provision market generally
closed steady, and the quotations by the America are
generally maintained.

The Austrians retreated to Montebello, pursued by is
the French, who finally captured the place and re- in
mained in possession of it, but did not pursue the
Austrians further. T

The Austrian force engaged la the battle was 15,-
000, and the French,according to Austrian accounts,
numbered 6,000 men. The loss of the Austrians was
2000 in killed, wounded and prisoners, while that of
the French is reported to have been 700.

Five hundred Anastrians were taken prisoners and fr
sent to Marseilles, where, it is reported, they had tt
already arrived.

The Austrian accounts of the engagement differ in ci
details, but confirm the main features as above stated.

Austrian accounts state that besides the 6000 1
French troops,there was also a regiment of Sardinian o
cavalry.

A dispath from Turin gives thbeubstance of an
official bulletin of the Sardinian Government, which
states that the extreme left wing of the Bardinian
army, under General Baldini, had forced a passage I
over the SesBa, beating back and putting the Aus- I
trians to flight.

It is also positively stated that Garibaldi had en- u
tered Graven and crossed the Ticino into Lombardy, f
and at last advices was at Pavia, with 6000 Italian
volunteer soldiers, his object in invading the Bardi-
nian territory being to encourage revolutionary move. -
ments among the people.

The War in Italy.
The London Times publishes a report contained in

a telegraphic dispatch from Vienna, to the effect that a
Count Gyulai has informed the Austrian Government
that the provisions for the army In Piedmont are be-
ginning to fail, notwithstanding he had nearly ex-
hausted the resources of that portion of the Pled-
montese territory occupied by his troops, and that he I
could not possibly maintain his present position I
more than fifteen days without supplies from Austria. c

Advices from St. Patersborg state that four Rus-
sian corpse d'armee are marching toward the Aus-
trian frontier.

A dispatch from Turin states that that portion of
the French fleet stationed before Venice had already
captured twenty Austrian merchant vessels.

It is reported from Vienna that a fleet of ffteen
French men-of-war had been seen near Cattaro, on
the coast of Dalmatia, on the eastern shore of the
Adriatic.

All the various channels of the Adriatic leading to
Venice, with one exception, had been blocked op by
sunken vessels and ships laden with stones bhad been
placed by the Austrians in readiness to sink, instan-
taneosely, for the purpose of closing up the remain-
ing passage.

The Austrians have also placed guns of very large
calibre in a position to command these obstructed
channels.

It is stated that the Emperor Napoleon does not
contemplate an attack upon Venice at present, but
will content himself with blockading Venice, Trieste
and other Austrian ports of the Adriatic.

The Liverpool Morning Post affirms, with a show
of authority, that Russia has entered into an agree-
ment or understanding with Austria, by which Russia
engages to join Austria against France in considera-
tion of the cession to Russia of the Danubian Princi-
palities of Moldavia and Wallochia.

An imperial decree of the Emperor of Austria has
been issued, by which the direct and indirect taxa-
tion on all exports has been very much increased.

The numerous Italian refugees which, since the
opening of hostilities, have been flocking to Switzer.
land from England,and all parts of Europe, are using
every means in their power to stir up revolution in
Lombardy.

The Austrian Government has remonstrated with
that of Switzerland for allowing such hostile demon-
strations in violation of her neutrality, and the Gov-
ernment of Switzerland has ordered the Swiss troops
to suppress such demonstrations.

England.
The English Foreign Minister, Lord Malmsbury,

I has issued an official notice, cautioning all ship-
owners and merchants not to carry articles contra-
band of war to either of the belligerent parties, and
states that the British Government will not interfere
in their favor if they disobey the international law in
this respect.

The London Times states that 20,000 landsmen
t have already volunteered, and have been enrolled in
I the British navy.

The chartering of English vessels to the French
Government for the transportation of troops, or forI storeships, is regarded by the English Government as

illegal, and English ship-owners are cautioned against
t doing so.

A meeting of the Atlantic Telegraph Company has
been called in London, to sanction the new agreement
entered into with the British Government, and tor issue 600,000 new capital, which has been author-

ized by the Government.
The advices from Manchester continue unfavorable.

The market closed dull, and prices were easy.

LATER FROM HAVANA.

ARRIVAL OF THE SIEASHIIIP CAHAWBA.

NEW YORK, Jane 4.-The steamship Cabawbs,
from New Orleans via Havana, arrived at this port
this evening.

As he I
took up a newspaper In favor of tariff duties and he 1
lighted on the wods "ad valorem," with nervous agita- a
tion and patriotic excitement he would throw it down,
with the emphatic exclamation, " there is that d--d
' ad valorem ' again. The monster is overrunning the t
country. It will ruin us all yet. Why don't General t
Jackson call out the militia to put an end to ' ad
valorem' ?"

The Delta is affected with a horror of the word

We I
are threatened with a crevasse at Sauve's, or some
other point ; the appropriation to secure the weak
levee comes from the contingent account.

The flood of last yeal\ creating a batture of several
hundred feet in front of our city, made an extension
of our wbharves necessary. The lessees refused to ex-
tend them. The city was compelled to do the work.
$96,000 of this " damning item " of $119,000 donomi-
nated contingent, that so excites the Delta, was paid
for the repaira and reconstruction of the wharves of
the city.
