This is
not the case now, nor has it been for more than three
years and a half. No protests tarnish our financial
reputation; no unpald cash warrants are hawked
about from broker to broker, and shaved at a ruinous
loes to poor employees; and our municipal credit
never stood so fair or so high. This statement has
never been disputed.

e terrible exploilon of the steamer Princean, near
eB aton Rouge, on the 27th of February last. Bothh his legs were broken, and after vibrating for some
time between life and death, at Baton Rouge, he aur-
0 vived efilciently to be removed to this city, whereiin his sufferings he might experience the tender care
Sof his family and relatives,and the cheering presence
, of his hosts of fiends.

-What he sufeired, in the long interval between thes accident and his relief in death, no man may know.
o Those who watched around his coach, and hoveredis near him night and day, may tell something of the
f manly courage, the fortitude, the uncomplaining re-
signation, with which he suffered more than three
months of bodily pain-excruciating pain-a degree
r, and duration of pain which rarely falls to the lot of
I man. Of course, all that the aid of family and friends,

a and all that the aid of medical science, could do toSalleviate his suffering, was done; and this will
af ard one ray of comfort to his family, in the midstr. of their deep affliction, caused by his death.

I Mr. Laville was a creole of this city, forty years
of age. In his manner quiet and unassuming, in alli. his acts correct and dignified, and in all his inter-
course with the world urbane, he was recognized and
esteemed by everybody as a true man and a gentle.
man. Acquaintances formed with him never fell off;
there was something about him which won more
than the respect and esteem of his friends; it won
their lasting affection. In every relation in life-as
the center of a large circle of relatives, as the friend,
as. the citizen, and as the public officer-he was
warm-hearted, upright, faithful and irreproachable.
It is a heavy losb to any community, when such a
man as Mr. Laville dies.

The deceased was a member of the bar, of high at-a talnments. Within the last few years, he entered the

arena of public life; not upon his own inolination,
but in obedience to the desire of his friends, who re-
cognised in him a man fit for any station of emolu-
ment or honor. For two years he discharged ably
and faithfully the arduonus duties of Assistant City
Attorney. After that, he was elected to the State
House of Representatives. And It was in the midst
of his nefulness and his growing popularity as a
publio legislator, that he was overtaken by the dire
casualty which entailed upon him an ordeal of the
most terrible suffering and a premature death.

His funeral took place last evening. It was large,
solemn and imposing. The Benevolent Association
of the Sons of Louisiana, of which he was a member,
turned out in great force, and took the lead in the
last ceremonies. The funeral cortege left the late
residence of the deceased in the Third District; and
in its solemn march to the tomb, needed no second
look to tell the uninformed spectator that a truly
good and useful man had been taken away.
