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TALK ON 'OCHANGE.

It was very quiet yesterday, not only on Caronde'
let street, but other prominent localities partook of
the stagnancy of the season. There is very little for
the war accounts to operate on, unless it is the Mts-
sissippi river. The stock of cotton is reduced low,
Sugar and molasses are declining In quantity, in fact,
the gimlet rangers went into summer quarters several
days since. There are a few hogsheads of suegar and
some barrels of molasses at the depot awaiting buyers.
The European accounts in regard to sugar are not
favorable, and with the large stock in Cuba, prices
cannot greatly advance-so those sugar planters who
thought they had causes for complaint, have no
grounds to charge factors and traders with complic-
ity. The sugar trade this season 14 turning out most
disastrously for shippers. The New York, Boston,
Portland and Philadelphia dealers are sostaining
large losses in their operations. Western dealers will
make something. The talk is, that there will be no
advantages realized by holding on to sugar in the
sugar-house or stored in the city; so with cotton,
holding for an advance or for 15 cents-will not pay
this season under insurance.

The receipts of cotton this week have fallen off
largely. There is no change in the estimates of
3,800,000 bales as the crop of 1858. Memphis per.
forms an important part of the cotton trade of the
Mississippi river. The following is the statement
furnished us of the receipts and shipments for this
year :

The shipments for the same time in 1858 were
221,533 bales.

It will be duly noted by the close observers of crop
estimates that there have been shipped upward, in-
stead of downward, 81,115 bales, which is not con-
sidered in the general receipts at the ports, unless it
is ascertained that it was received at New York, Bos-
ton, Philadelphia. Suppose all the cotton received
at Memphis had been shipped up the river, there
would have been a great difference in the figures.
Unless there are more large fires, the receipts will
reach this day week 3,61t,000 bales at the ports.

The talk is, how will the Georgia Banks and Insur-
ance Companies come out in regard to the losses by
the recent fire in Columbus ?

The European mails by the America were received
yesterday. The private correspondence does not read
hopefully. Money was realiz tble in London on favor-
able terms; as regards the political views, it is useless
to refer to them, for we reiterate our own opinion,
that no one can tell what a day, a week, or a month
will bring forth. If there was any favorable indica-
tion, it is all annulled by the latest accounts brought
by the Argo. In the meantime, if the war extends,
it will not interfere with our community for the pres-
sent. The results have been in a great measure dis-
counted. A continuance of war, with all Europe in-
volved, will be another affair altogether, particularly
if it is for a lecgthened time.

The managers of the Tehuantepec Company have
chartered the steamer W. It. Webb to take the malil
hence for Minatitlan, to leave on to-morrow. The
talk is that the mail contract may be caved.

We understand that arrangements are on foot for
the purchase of the Mlexican Gulf Railroad and its
franchises, with the view of making it a first class
road in every respect, and of contiooing it on to Nine.
Mile Bayou. Parties, entirely responsible, are inter-
ested in the enterprise, and we hope it will succeed.
It would prove a great public convenience and utility,
and would Ise certain to be a remunerative investment-
It is unnecessary to dilate on the advantages of hav-
ing a direct communication with the siulf of Mexico
by railway, to connect with the sea shore suburbs in
three or four hours time.

COMMERCE OF MOBILE.

We clip the following from the Mobile Register of
the 9th instant:

in our statement of yesterday of the amount of
foreign merchandise that passed through the Mobile
CustomHouser. the past year, we gave only the doti-
able goods. To this is to be added the sum of $233,-
7.; of free goods, making the total imports as fol-
lows :

Dutiable goods................ ...... $321.195
Free goods.......................... 233,875

Total.............................. $758,070
The amount might be, and ought to be, greatly

augmented. and there are obvious modes of doing it.
First, to let it he universally known among Southern
country merchants that there are ample imported
stocks in Mobile to buy from, witout going to New
York and Boston ; and this it is the business of the
importing houses to do by advertising; and second,
for the country merchants to find outthat they can buy
as well, and on as good terms as to price and time, in
Mobile, as they can in New York. By this means the
interests of the public, the patriotic object of devel-
oping Southern trade and Southern independence,
and the privote interests of the trade, are all sub-
served and promoted. The subject is worthy of the
consideration of all immediate parties to it, and by
the Southern public at large. It is in the hands of
the people in the intetior, and especially of the
country uerchantls. If the latter will only show a
disposition to boy their imported goods in Mobile,
instead of going to the North, there will be no lack
of stocks out of which to supply themselves. And if
the people in the country, planters and other buyers
will give a preference in their custom to those mer-
chants who lay in their stocks in a Southern port,
over those who buy at the North, the effect will soon
be manifestly apparent in the growth of the Southern
direct trade with obreign countries.

There is much in the foregoing entirely applicable
to New Orlelans and the country customers of New
Orleans, and we commend it to the careful consider-
ation of both. The North enjoys all the advantages
which flow from the possession of the import trade
almost exclusively, yet those imports are paid for
almost exclusively by the exportation of Southern,
slave-grown products. But for these products, the
North cpuld not import at all, comparatively speak-
ing.

This is an unnatural and unprofitable state of
things-has continued altogether too long-and
should not be allowed to continue much longer. We
believe that all the country merchauts of Louisiana,
Texas and the surrounding States, would, if they
gaive the experiment a fair trial, find it to their inter-
est to lay in their supplies in New Orleans, instead
of repairing to the Northern cities. Several country
merchants, to our knowledge, have done so, and this
is the manner in which their custom was transferred
from New York, Boston and Philadtlphbia to New
Orleans : They came here, on their way North, and
were induced to examine stocks, prices, terms, etc.,
of our importers, jobbers and merchants generally,
went on North, examined stocks, prices, terms, etc.,
there, purchased very little, returned to New Orleans
and laid il their pri'cipal supplies, saying that they
could do better here. Should this practice so auspi-
ciously begun, enlarge and become universal, the
consequence will be that the imports of New Orleans
will soon be on a scale commensurate with her ex.
ports. All hands, and the country and city gene-
rally, would be largely advantaged by such a consum-
mation.

A RocrY Tosi.--A number of human bones were
recently found near Louisville, embedded in a solid
rock. They were found by some laborers who were
engaged making excavation, at the site of the pro-
posed Water-Works. From the fact that the rock
also contained fragments of pottery, stone arrow
heads, and boles, the Louisville Courier infers that
the spot where they were found was formerly an In.
dian seopulchre.

EXPLOSION OF THE JOHN LAWTON.

CAPTAIN, PILOT AND SIX PERSONS KILLED.

i Br Ta rea IunoaasIa nTIsoAL Larons

SAVANNAH, June 10.-The steamer John Lawton,
which has been running between Savannah and
various points on the Savannah river, was blown up
by the explosion of one of her boilers last night, at a
=hort distance from this city.

The captain and pilot of the steamer and six oth-
ere were killed or drowned by the explosion.

Among the killed are also the assistant engineer I
and a passenger named John S. Montmallin; also a I
man named Goty, of Barnwell, in this State.

The remaioining three are still missing.
A large number of the passengers and men were

scalded and otherwise wounded.
A number are very badly wounded, and it is feared I

they will not recover.
The steamer is a total loss. The amount of insu-

rance effected upon her has not been ascertained.
Army Officers for the Seat of War.

WAsamINorN, June 10-Twelve oflicers of the
United States army have obtained leave of absence
for the purpose of visiting Europe and taking lessons
in the art of war.
In addition to the twelve Army officers Col. Cook,

of the United States Dragoons, and Col. Thayer, of
the Corps of Engineers, have also obtained leave of
absence.

They go to the seat of war to observe the military
operations now in progress.

Further Reinforcement of Gulf Squadron.
WAsHaamoroN,Jone 10.-The United States steamer

Waterwich and the steamer Fulton, recently returned
from the Paraguay expedition, are being refitted and
will shortly be diepatched to the Gulf of Mexico. The
home squadron is to be further increased by the ad-
dition of other vessels of war besides these.

Steamer City of Baltimore.
CArs RAcE, June 10.-The steamship City of Bal-

timore, Capt. Leitch, passed off this point on Wednes-
day, the 8th inst., on her way to New York.

Her advices have been anticipated by the Argo at
St. Johns.

Proposals for a Five Million Loan.
WAsuHmNoTO, June 10.-The Secretary of the

Treasury annoouces that he will receive proposals
until the 20th inst., for a loan of five million of dol-
lars, not to exceed six per centam.

The receipts of the Treasury for the last week were
two hundred and sixty-three thousand dollars.

The amount of drafts issosed, $1,718,000. Amount
on hand subject to draft, $3,574,000.

Excitement at Pike's Peak.
Lncavuowocrn, K. T., June 10.-The Express

from Denver City, which left on the 1st of the month,
reports that great excitement prevails at the mines ,
in consequence of the discovery of rich nuggats' of
gold in the south fork of Vasques creek.

The Indiana company are making five hundred dol.
lars per day.

The express reports that Denver City is nearly de-
populated, and the people leaving hourly for the
mountains.

Some rich specimens of gold were received here by
the express.

Provisions still continue to be very scarce.
The community of Leavenworth are in an intense

state of excitement in consequence of the news from
Pike's Peak, and a general stampede is expected.

A number of persons have already started for the
new El Dorado.

Domestic Markets.
NEw YORo, June 10.-The cotton market closed

buoyant, with an active demand and an advance of
3-16. Middling Uplands, llic. The sales of the day
amount to 3000 bales. The Flour market closed dull,
with a declining tendency. Quotations have declined
from 5 to 10c. At an auction sale of Rio Cofee prices
ranged from 10 to 111c. Orleans Sugar quoted at 6
to tic. Muscovado quoted at 5) to 0Gc. Coffee
closed firm at 10 to Ille.

CINCINNATI, June 10.-The Flour market, gener-
ally, closed with an advancing tendency; the sales to-
day were 5750 bbls.at an advance of 5 to 10o. per
bbl.; Superfine quoted at $G 80 to $7. Wheat has
advanced 5c. per bushel, and closed with an advanc-
ing tendency. Corn closed firm at 830. Whisky has
slightly advanced, and closed with an active de mand.
The sales to-day were 1050 bbls. at 25jc.

River Intelligence.
ST. Louns, June 10.-The Mississippi river at this

point has risen three inches during the last 24 hours
and is still swelling. The Missouri rise has not
reached here. There is nothing new from the upper
streams.
ST. Louis, June 10.-The steamers A. T. Lacey

and L. M. Kennett have arrived here, and the
steamer Lackland has left for New Orleans.

VCKSUReuo, June 10.-The Messenger passed down
at two o'clock this evening, and the Grand Duke at
five o'clock.

A STRANGE ScENE.-We published an account, aday
or two since, of an affray in Franklin parish, in which
Col. Bowler and a Mr. Cox were shot and killed by a
man named Glasscock. The Franklin Sun thus de-
scribes what followed, previous to the arrival of the
Coroner:

The bodies were suffered to remain all night in the
position they were found; and, lighting fires, the
neighbors generally turned out and kept guard over
them. Col. Bowler's body lay stretched in the road,
with a horse pistol near it, and that of Mr. Cox in
nearly a sitting position, with a rifle across his breast,
grasped in both hands. Both their weapons were
loadedl. I)lring the whole night a legion of cats
hovered around the spot.

K•.iIED BY alIS StLAE.-The Choctaw county
(Ala.) Democrat says :

On the 21st inst., Mr. B. B. Boykin, a highly es-
teemed citizen ofthis county, was killed by one of his
negroes. Mr. Boykin, for some misdemeanor, was go.
ing to chastise him, when, on approaching, the aegro
turned and struck him twollows upon the head,each
breaking the skull and cutting into the brain, which
resulted in his instant death. The murderer was ta-
ken and lodged in jail to await his trial.

AN AFFRAY IN NATcnzE--The Natchez Courier,
of Saturday last, says :

The peace and quiet of our city was outraged on
Saturday night last about 9 o'clock, by another act
of violence. An affray took place on Slain street, he-
tween Henry Schelling and William B. Irving, result-
ing in the latter receiving a pistol shot in the lower
part of his stomach, and in another young man, a by-
stalnder, being shot in the leg. The injury to the lat-
ter is only a flesh wound and not considered danger-
oes. With regard to e r. Irving, we learn that there
is a chance, anid that is all, of his recovery.

Foreign Intelligence.
MICrELALUnouS lNEWS OF THE WAo.

A letter of the 18th of May from Alemaadria to
the Paris Meniteur says :

The organization of the army Is going on actively.
The repair of the damage done by the enemy to the
bridges, roads and railways ia approsehtng comple.
tion. The Austrians continue their essetions. The
population of Vercelli are filled with coesternation,
and quite out of condition to satisfy such demands.
During the night of the 17th, a body of Austritns, 100
strong, escaladed the bridge of Valenza throngh a
brach, and made a froitless attempt to take a pea-
tion, guarded by a small detachment of eight men.
This morning the enemy opened a somewhat vigoroos
cannonade, which lasted from 3 to 6 o'clock, an the
boats moored on the right bank of the Po, near the
railroad from Alessandria to Mortara. Our side
made no response to the cannonade, the result of
which proved to be insignificant.

The Paris Pay s says:
All those who lire in the neighborhood of moun-

tains know that the middle and the end of May is the
epoch of heavy inundations. The sun melts the snow,
and if rain supervenes, floods are produced in a few
boors. The delay which military operations are now
suffering is attributable to this casne. The theater of
war is situated in a part of Europe where rivers har-
ing their source in lofty moontana are very namer-

Sns. The lost time is, however, usefully employed in
completing the armor and victualling of our troops,
and when once operations commence, the result will
be only the more speedy.

The Mersaggare, of Modena, contains a ducal
decree, ordering the arrest, under the police regula-
tions, of all persons inventing or spreading false
news.

The Austrian Governor of Veniee has published a
notification that from the evening until the morning
gun no vessel of any kind shall be allowed to enter or
leave that port, and that persons violating theregala-
tion shall he arrested and punished according to
military law.

It had been generally thought that no shots have
yet been ;exchanged between any Anstrian and
French troops, and this opinion would seem to be con-
firmed by the silence of the Moniteur. The Pays,
however, gives the following version of an affair of
"first blood :" " We have heard from the mouth of
a general officer, arrived in Paris yesterday, and who
was almost an eye.witnees of the event, a act of good
augury which proves the great superiority of the
French rifle. Two battalions of foot Chasseurs, one
Austrian and the other French, came in sight of each
other from opposite banks of the Po, and although at
a great distance, exchanged shots. Great was the
stupefaction of the enemy at perceiving that all its
balls fell short, while ours struck several of their men
with disastrous precision. The Austrian battalion
quickly dispersed, leaving twenty of their body upon
the field."

The manufactories of arms in Liege, in Belgium,
are at present, in consequence of the war, very busily
occupied. Among other extensive orders received,
the firm of IMalherbe & Co. has obtained one from the
Saxon Government for 20,000 rifles, and letters state
that the English Government is entering into con-
tracts with different manufacturers for the supply of
200.000 rifles, which will cost about 10,000,000f.

The Commandant of Allensandria, Count Glannotti,
has issued the following order :

All persons who have no reason or right to remain
in the city or within its zone, or who have nota fixed
and authorized domicile there, or do not belong to
the Franco Sardinian army, are to leave within 24
hours, unlea0 they obtain from the competent authori-
ties permission to remain.

All civilians who follow the army for the service of
the same are bound to have themselves inscribed and
to take out a written permission.

The officers of public security and the Royal Car-
bineers are charged with the execution of the above,
aotice being given that persons transgressing shall be

punished according to the law.
A letter in the Debats, referring to the Zouaves'

says:
One fact will give an idea of the incomparable

African troops, with whom the Austrians are not yet
acquainted. For six months the Third Regiment of
Zouaves has been on campaign; since the 15th of
October the men have not slept fifteen nights in bar-
racks; three or four weeks ago they were at Tog-
gurt; they were embarked at almost a moment's
notice, and since their arrival in Piedmont have been
encamped in the midst of rain ; and yet the regiment
has not ten men sick.

A letter from Turin in the Independance, of Brus-
sels, says :

The damage already caused by the Austrians is es-
timated at more than one hundred millions. They
have not only made enormous requisitions, but have
cut down trees, principally mulberries, burnt and
blown up bridges, destroyed railways and sacked
country houses and farm buildings. Count Cavour,
who has a great part of his property in the provinces
where those ravages have been committed, will he a
severe sufferer. The Piedmontese people have con-
ducted themselves with much dignity and firmness,
not excepting the clergy, towards whom the liberal
party felt a certain degree of mistrust. The Austrians
could neither find a spy, assistance nor information
among the Piedmontese.

A Genoa letter, of the 12th instant, in the Debate,
contains the following :

The other day there was still at Genoa an English
screw ninety-gun ehip-of-the-line, the Orion. This
vessel had chosen a singular anchorage; and I say
singular, because I wish to use parliamentary lan-
guage. She lay athwart the roadstead, presenting
her whole broadside of two tiers to the palace, the
marble of which could not contend against iron. They
were obliged to negotiate to get her to abandon theolace she had taken up. On the fourth day her
three masts, which had stood up before the harbor
like three marks of interrogation, were seen gradu-
ally disappearing in the offing. The question was
solved. A paddle wheel steamer of twenty guns, the
Terrible, has taken the place of the Orion. She is at
auchor near the Old Mole, in a less ambitious situ-
ation. Need I add, by way of significant finale, that
the English officers do not meet with a very cordial
reception in the city ? When they take their seats
in a cafe near Piedmontese or French officers, these
leave their seats.

A correspondent of the London News, writing from
Alessandria, under date of May 15, says:

It is my painful duty to dwell again on the atroci-
ties which mark the occupation of the Austrian army
in Piedmont. I have seen a poor fellow who, together
with twenty of his countrymen, has been wounded
by Piedmontese bullets under the following circum-
stances: An Austrian colonel was ordered by Gene.
ral Zobel to make a reconnaissance near Tortona. tie
was instructed to get hold of some twenty Piedmon-
tese peasants, and make them march in front of his
clhumns in order to screen his movements. Threatened
by the enemy the Piedmontese were in the painful
position of opening their fire against the poor fellows,
rwho fell uttering the cry of " Branvi, Viva r'lllia."
This fact, which I am able to state on very good au-
thority, because I saw one of the victims myself,
speaks volumes and needs no comment. English peo-
ple shall judge.

As the marl is closing, I have only time to add a
piece of news which has caused a great surprise in
tihe polilical circles of Turin. Lord Malmesbury has
directed Sir James Hudson to signify to Count Ca-
voir that it is tlhe wish of Her Maljesty's Government
that the term for laying the embargo on Austrian
ships should be prolonged. The reason given to juls
tify this Austrian demand is, trat the captains, who
are not aware of the actual state of war, would be let
into a trap). His lordship must have forgotten that
l'iedmorlt is carrying on a serious and decisive war
against Austria, and that a sentimental policy would

be quite out of pte. On the other hand, history
tells us that drring our wars against PFrance ned
Russia it was altogether a diflerert principle which
prcvailed at l)owsingstreet. If I am rightly in-
formed, tie suggestion of Lord Malmesbury has been
met by a fiat and peromptory refusal.

RussIa anldl Austria.
The Russian tbrces in the provinces bordering on

the Austrian Empire are gradually assuming fIbmid-
able proportions. Our correspondent at St. Peters.
burg has already informed us Shat the Third and
Fourth coirps d'armes, together 70,000 strong, had
beer put in a state of readiness ; and consequently,
that the Fiflr Division, occupying Besnarabia, and
consistiug of 20,000 men, had been treated in a simi.
lar wny. He now informs us that further orders have
been issued to the First Division, occupying Liitha.
nia, and the Second, stationed ill Polard, desirlng
tlhem to hold themselves in readincas for any emer-
gency.

This information, the authenticity of which we
are in a position to guarantee, confirms at the same
time that it corrects a telegram published two days
ago by the Russian journal, the Nord, and dated
from Berlin. According to this dispatch, the order
fur mobilization was issued to all the divisions from
the lst to the 0th. This is inaccurate, since the 3d
and lth divisions had been already mobilized, while
as to the Oth, that division, which isthe central corps
d'armee, has had its head-quarters at Moscow, and is
very rarely mobilized, if, indeed, ever. The 5th divi-
sion, now in the course of being mobilized, consists
of 2011,000 men. We are, theretfore, far in advance of
the 50.000 men which, according to the Times, tios-
i in had agreed to concentrate upon her eastern pro.
vinces. This measure, however, while it cannot lhil
to cause a considerable sensation in Germany, is no-
thing lut wl t might have be I iexpected, and is
only the equ:ivalent of what Enr:land andi Prussia
i have tbnclslvecs been domun.

Austria atet thus because she feels the sympathies
of Great Blritain are with her ; becamuse oeh is pre
emineent n lower Germany, anedhoped to maintan
an equilibrium in the struggle, or in any case, in the
event even of defeat obtain supportable terms. The
future will show whether she deceives herself or not
But let It not be forgotten that she has nsisted on
and commenced this war in the face of the united ef
forts of all Europe to prevent it. What would she
prove by that? Assuredly not her honesty nor her
right, nor the happy state of Italy under her rule, nor
the necessity of the continuance of her system. In
any case the responsiility of so much carnage, of so
many famIlies rined, of so many tears and so much
bloodshed, falls back entirely and solely upon the
Instigatora of the warlike policy.

The evidence upon the inquest went
to show that Jeff. was advancing on Shaddon with a
knife at the time the latter shot. The Chronicle also
gives the finale of the above tragedy, as follows:

Mr. Holloway Powers, an elderly gentleman, and
one of the parties at the unfortunate fishing frolic
near Brilcytown, was killed on Saturday last, at his
residence, seven miles North of Nacogdoches, by a
person or persons unknown. By the evidence of his
son at the coroner's inquest, it appears that some
men came to the old man's house, who asked to see
him. The son went out, and on his return the old
man went out, and as two of the men approached, he
told them to stop twice and then reached for his gun.
Jonst as he got it in his hand one of the men fired,
striking the gun. The party firing then got behind
a tree, and him and the old man shot simultaneously.

Two of them shortly
came in and felt the old man's pulse, who was already
dead. The entire party then went off. The son it
unable to identify the parties.
