THE WAR LOAN OF FRANJE.

Napoleon asked his subjects for a loan of $100,000,.
000 to commence the war with, depots of subscrip.
tion were opened, they were besieged by over 520,000
people anxious to subscribe, and in six days returns
were made not of $100,000,000, but of nearly $5600,-
000,000 -an amount exceeding the Government reve-

nnes of the United States for over seven years ! the
value of two cotton creps and half of a third ! An
idea of the magnitude of this voluntary subscription
of French citizens, and of the wealth of the country
which can, not only without hesitation but with
eagerness, raise such an amount, may be realized by
calculating how the South could stand a drain equal
to the value of the cotton product for two and a half
years.

This great subscription, one of the most tremen.
dous facts in history, is entitled to be received as a
complete silencer of the statements that the French
people lack confidence in their monarch; that be is
unpopular, and his dynasty deemed insecure. Never
was there a more decided expression of confidence in
a Government and of a state of firmly united nation-
ality. The report of the Chief Commissioner for
receiving the loan, states that thousands flocked to
the depots after they were closed by decree, on the
seventh day after opening, anxious to take stock in
the Empire, though the amount already exceeded
five times what was asked for. The railroads and
other means of conveyance could not accommodate
the crowds thronging to the places of subscription.
This argues that, however much the nation, as a
whole, may be exhausted, Napoleon will scarcely
lack for cash in hand, though the war may be much
prolonged, even ii all confidencein the investment be
lost, for the people will then continue to subscribe
to save what they have already so generously put in-
They will have- a direct money interest in the sta-
bility of the Government which owes them. It was
a smart measure of Napoleon, every way, this scat-
tering the loan about among all classes of the peo-
ple, and thus binding the masses, everybody, to his
interest,

Luulsalaln Inltellglence.

From the Rapides Democrat of Wednesday last we
extract the following :

As we have had no rain at all for twenty-four days
and but little during the three preceding weeks, cane
and corn in this vicinity, e-peciaily the latter, are
eufliring greally. Except as fiected by the drouth,
cropsof all other descriptions are doing measurably
well.

The weather is settled flne-altogether too fine.
The sky presents no more the appearance of rain
than a new brass kettle.

While there is a scarcity of water in some of our
cisterns there is a decreasing plenty in Red river for
all the purposes of navigation. The Falls are covered
witb a sheet of waler Jeep enough to Iloat the largest
boats in the trade with a few satisfactory inches tospare between the rocks and the heels of the boats.

The Bayou Sara Ledger of Saturday last has the
following :

On Thursday morning last, the steamer D.F. Ken-
ncr brought up front New Orleans, forty one lunatics
to be taken out to the Asylum at Jackuson ; on their
way out, at the foot of the Hill, near St. Francisville,
one of the men died.

From all parts of our parish we hear unfavorable
reports as regards the crops, especially the corn crop.
Cotton, generally throughout the parish, wears a
very: sickly appearance, sanid consequently seems to
be in a deplorable condition. The corn crop is in even
a worse condition than the cotton; and unless copi-
ous showers of rain should fall within the next few
days little or none will be made. As to the cane,
we are told the chances for anything like a crop is
slim indeed. Rain, of which we have had so much
during the winter and first pnrt of the spring, is an
article much desired about this time, but which we
have not had for the last five or six weeks. The river
at this point is receding slowly--it has fallen more
than a foot since the highest stage this year. The
corporation engine and pump, considering the many
craw-fish holes in our levee, is drawing the water out
of our town pretty fast; and, in consequence, our
streets are getting passable again.

The Attakapas Registerof Saturday says :
Our police jury at its session on Wednesday last

repealed the ordinance establishing a quarantine in
the parish by a vote of 8 to 4. As the members of
this body are supposed to reflect the direct views and
wishes of the people, the inference is clear that the
majority of our citizens are opposed to the establish-
meat of quarantine regulations.

FtRNIT'URE OF A ROYAL CLOSET AT GscENWICHI.
The following fittings of a Royal mansion, during the
reign of Itenry VIII, show the changes which, in
several respects, have been made since about three
centuries have passed:

nished ; a night-cappe of black velvet, embroidered ;
Sampson, in allabaster; a piece of unicorn horne
little bones in a case of woode, four little cofibrs of
jewels, a bonte of ivnri, a standing diall, iu a case of
c lpper ; an hour glass, eight cases of trenchers,
forty-four dogs' collairs, of soundrye makysge; seven
lyons of silk, a purlrse of eryman silk, embroydered
gold, a round painted table, with the image of a
King ; a uldillg t:lle of images, one payre of beds,
ofj.tsper, garnysled with lether; one hundred and
thirty-eight hawreu' hoods, a globe of paper, a map
made like a screeue, two green boxes, with wrought
coral in them ; two boxes covered with black velvett,
a rede tip'd at each end with golre, and battes for a
turning howe; a chair nf joiner work, an elle of
synoamnuudc sticke, tip'd with silver.

OzoNs-W•.re ITr ls.--This peculiar substance, ac.
cording to Professor Faraday, in a late lecture, is
oxygen gas, under electrical excitement. It can be
fitrmed by passing the electric spark directly through
the cna or by making the electric current pass over
the exterior of a tube contiinig oxygent. Ozone de-
stroys the wriles of vegetable substances and atcacks
wilh avidity metals that simple oxygen will not act
spon. Itl has iso, been fund very recent experi-
ments that electralized hydrogen pissesses greater
powers of reduction than simple hydrogeo. Hitherto
no useful topllication of ozone has been made in the
arts, bat we think the time is not far distant when
some new discovery will enable it to be made very
cheap ; it will then supply the place ot chloroform as
a bleachlting agent.

Eds. Crescent-In the midst of the pending nego-
tiltions between Mr. McLane and the Constitutional
Government of the Republic of Mexico, it may not
be amiss to pot upon record and before the people
what the American residents and traders on this Isth-
mns desire to aeeconsummated. Weare all deeply in-
terested in the success of Mr. McLane's mission, and
hope to se him succesefol beyond that of any
previous legation to this Republic o; whileat the same
time we have peculiar ideas on the subject of how
these results are to be brought about. It is well
shown that our national mania has been for the ac-
lnisition of territory, and most people in the United
States today think the present negotiation simply
involves a question of land and money. But, as I
intimated to you in my first communication, Mr. Mc-
Lane does not incline to this view of the question,
and would rather, if I have rightly understood him,
acquire commercial advantages than be the purchaser
of thousands of square miles of the barren and un-
productive country adjoining the Meilla purchuase.
Between our Southern boundary of Arizona and the
valuable lands of Northern Mexico, there is a belt of
territory well known to be rich in minerals; but
these mines are valueless-first, because the Indians
are too troublesome, and secondly, because there is
no water. Under these considerations it would be a
oseless expenditure of money to invest his or their
millions of dollars in buying country that can be sap
plied to no useful purpose whatever, and which it
will require years to make available, for there is
nothing to attract people there but the mining quall.
ties of the land, and those are not general and
adapted to all classes, but are rather special and at-
tractive to a few capitalists and speculators.

Under these considerations, I look upon it as one
of the greatest pieces of folly imaginable for Mr. Mc-
Lane to turn his attention towards Sonora or Arizo-
na, for those are places that are now, and must con-
tinue for years, utterly beyond the useful considera.
tion of the treaty making authority. If my premises
are correct, and if Mr. McLane has determined to ne.
gotiate for commercial advantages, where can he fod
another field for his operations than in connection
with the Isthmus of Tehuantepec 1 The Rio Grande,
it is true, opens some prospect for him to secure ad-
vantages; but that ground is almost covered, for the
restrictions to be removed in that quarter are com-
paratively few. It then results that he il shut out in
every other section, either by physical opposition or
foregone conclusion, except this Isthmus; and the
amount of benefit possible to be achieved here is suf.
ficient to fill up the measure of his desire to leave a
lastirg fame behind him.

I set out with the belief that our Minister was sent
to Mexico with power to make a treaty of some sort in-
volving mutual benefits to Mexico and to the United
States. I take this for granted, else he is down here
on a useless errand. There are but two kinds of ad-
vantages to be had from Mexico, and these are, first,
a purchase of additional territory from her, or the
concession of commercial advantages. In exohange
for both or either of these advantages, we can offer
in return nothing but money, for between nations, I
know of no other consideration that passes current.
I have shown, I think, that we do not want any terri-
tory in the North ; we have no need for commercial
advantages in that direction; that would preclude oe
from acquiring the same benefits elsewhere, and
therefore we have but one direction in which to turn
oar eyes.

The Isthmus of Tehnuantepec lies on our nearest
coute to California and to the Pacific trade, and it
of•ers to our ambition both considerations, extension
of territory and increase of trade. I scarcely believe
it can be bought, although Mexico came near accept-
ing the offer of fifteen millions of dollars proposed by
Mr. Trist; but this I do know, that in consideration
of one or two millions of dollars, or say even five,
she would consent to grant such commercial conces-
sions to this section, say to the extent of the Transit
route alone as will make almost an American depend-
ency, for it will be free from Mexico in every respect
except in the right of sovereignty. I do not say that
the Isthmus cannot be bought, for I do think that ten
millions of dollars-one tenth of what is proposed for
Coba-would annex Tehuantepec and the State of
Chlspas to the United States.

But even supposing that we cannot purchase it, bnt
that we can, by the judicious expenditure of a little
money, make it a commercal dependence of the United
States, would it not be better than to allow it to con-
tinue as it is, a constant source of annoyance to us, and
a constant attraction to filibusters ? American resit
dents on the Isthmus, while the present state of things
continue to exist, will never be safe from molestation,
both in their persons and properties; and there is no
prophesying the day when some uncalled for act of
Mexican interference here may provoke a fight which
will become general and most destructive. In fact,
the result is inevitable, unless the United States take
some step to remedy the evils of the local government
on this Isthmus-for there are too many American in-
terests growing up here, and too many American
nettlers to defend those interests, to long permit the
course of legal and military misrule to be so far cor-crpted and perverted as it has been in this part.

It isthe duty of Mr. MoLane, in this respect, to
meet the difficulty and have it settled, so that the
good will of Mexico may not be lost. Once engraft
upon a treaty that Americans on the Isthmus are en-
titled to the full enjoyment of their religious opinions;
that they are not to be subject to any of the peculiar
features of the clerical rule; that they shall elect
their own judges and arbitrate their own cases; thlat
they shall not be required to do their business in the
Spanish language ; that they shall be exempted from
the use of stamped paper; that they shall not be har-
rassed by lazy custom-house officials, and that they
shall not be subject in their persons to the interfer.

nce of the military, and we will have a colony down
here which will make a commerce for New Orleans
worth millions of dollars. And more than this, it
will be a colony that will ensure order in the State,
and that will create here thpt security which is not
felt elsewhere in Mexico. It will be a double blessing
to the people of the country and to the foreigners
resident among them.

It may be urged that Mexico will not acquiesce in
any such treaty ; but I say, and experience as well
as private information will bear me out in the asser-
tion, that money will bring about the consummation.
rfexico had rather trade privileges than territory any
day, and she will trade territory, if we insist upon it,
at this particular time. She must do something !
This sentence embraces all the argument necessary
on this point; and it only needs that Mr. McLane
should understand this, and should take advantage of
it before somebody else does. It is well enough to
he delicate with people that are independent, but it
is a mark of the raw material to hold bick proposi-
tions when they are looked for and anxiously awaited.
Mexico, with her revenues sequestrated, with millions
of dollars hanging over her from abroad, with cor-
ruption of the vilest sort eating up the resources
within, is in a condition to accept any offer; and
even if she needs a little forcible argument, we have
sufficientground togive it. Thisisthmus must be
protected by treaty stipulations, or it must protect
itself ; and in the event the latter alternative results,
there is no computing the loss that must come of it.
The route will be but a re-enactment of the Nicara-
gna misery, and, as a matter of course, our people
will not suffer that to be reproduced on this route.

A judicial course of policy will bring as all out on
this isthmus, and place one of the great highways of
commerce and travel under our control, to the im-
mense benefit of the world at large, and of our own
people. But, on the contrary, a timid policy, a fear
of spending a few nilllions of that treasure which is
so lavishly wasted around Washington City, will
throw the Tehbautepec route into a confusion most
lamentable, and make the travcling public, and par-

tieularly, that of the South, dependent on the on-
healthy trip aeros the Isthmusof Panama. I think,
I hope, Mr. McLane is prepared to resist such a des
tiny as this, when he can so easily arrest it by the
Jodicious use of a little money.

About half-past five o'clock, P. M., on the 30th
ultimo, quite a crowd was attracted to the wharf to
witness the Regia steamer Jor tow up the harbor a
bark whose crew consisted only of two or three
men; she proved to be an old acquaintance of ours,
the J. J. Cobb, formerly of New York, which sailed
from this port on the 20th December last, as was
pretended at the time, on a legal voyage to the coast
of Africa. She was picked up derelict 25 miles from
the land, the Pan of Matanzas bearing S. S. W., by
the schooner Cumberland, of New York, who put
her mate and two men on board the bark to bring
her to this port. Herlog-book of the passage hence
to the coast of Africa was found on board of her, but
there is ample proof to the olfactory nerves in even
passing her to leeward,that she has been employed
in bringing Africans to this Island. Indeed I am
told by a person who overheard a conversation be-
tween two well-known slave traders, respecting her,
that she had landed eight hundred Africans on the
Island before she was set adrift.

From the same source I learn that the bark Ar-
dennes, about which so much was said and written
last year, is daily expected from the coast of Africa
with a cargo of slaves.

On the 2d instant the ship Live Yankee, Thorn-
dike, master, arrived in eighty-eight days from
Macao, via the Cape of Good Hope, with 788 " Asia.
ticos," free colonists. They came, according to our
daily papers, to " La Position," one of the banks
now in course of absorption in the Alianza.

There are three cargoes more shortly expected, the
earliest of which is the ship Swallow, of New York,
which, in her passage from China last year, with
Asiaticos, lost but eight by death. The " Live Yan-
kee," in her present passage, lost only twelve out of
eight hundred Asiatices which she embarked at Ma-
cao. This fact proves that the poor wretches were
well cared for on board the ship. I also learn that a
cargo of Asiaticos is bargained for, to be delivered at
the Brazils.

The French Admiral, with the accompanying ves-
sels of war, sailed on the 29th nit

for Matanzas on Sunday morning last, 5th instant.

F. W. J. Walker, for a new system of erecting iron
bridges, invented by him; also a patent for a similar
period to Mesera Charles Tyng A Co., for the intro-
duction of felt roofing, upon the system of Warren.

Colonel Helm, United States Consul General in
Cuba, returned to his poet in this city per " Quaker
City," on the 4th inst. His health is apparently
benefitted by the briefperiod of his absence from this
" trying climate."

The Queen of Spain approves of the zeal and effi-
ciency with which the Captain General has provided
for the comfort of the loyal inhabitants of this island,
in respect to the proposed reforms in the tariff-" a
measure in which the Supreme Government could
not take the initiatie," and her Majesty desires "that
as large an amount of ease and comfort may be
secured to the people as is possible."

A new spring of pure water has been discovered at
the city of Matanzas, where hitherto water has been
extremely scarce.

Our rainy seasons have, I believe, fairly set In, and
yellow fever may be expected to follow. As yet
there is not any in this city or harbor.

The British Consul General goes to England by the
British steamer now in port, to advance the interests
of the Cotton Growing Company of this island,
which enterprise will probably prove an entire suc-
cess.

TuE New LA• PeoHnIBrro TEn SALE or LIQUOg
To SLAvns was decided upon yesterday by Judge
Duvigneand, of the Third District Court. The mer-
its of the statute were brought before the Court under
applications for write of habeas corpus made in behalf
of parties tried before the Recorders and convicted
and sentenced under the said statute, but who re"
mained in custody in preference to paying the fines
imposed, in order to bring the thing to a test. In a
lengthy and elaborate decision, Judge Duvigneand
pronounced the statute unconstitutional, and ordered
the writs prayed for to be made absolute, and the
prisoners discharged from custody. The following
are the chief points of the decision :

Art. 103 of the Constitution of Louisiana reads
Prosecutions shall be by indictment or information.The accused shall have a speedy public trial by an
impartial jury of the vicinage; he shall not be com-
pelled to give evidence against himself; heshall have
the right of being heard by himself or counsel ; he
shall have the right of meeting the witnesses face to
face, and shall have compulsory process for obtaining
witnesses in his favor.

This law denies to the accused the protective forms
of procedure contained in the Constitution, and
which guarantees to every citizen the protection of
his life, liberty, and property, that is to say, a prose-
cution by indictment or information, and impartialjury and compulsory process for obtaining witneses

The Court is happy to mention here, en pas0ant,that the Attorney General and District Attorney con-
cur i this opinion.

This Court, according to article 823 of the Code
of Practice, shall nut, in the investigation of this
case, examine the validity or propriety of the judg-
ment or decree rendered by the tribunal who sen-
tenced the relators; it suffices to determine that that
tribunal, according to the Constitution of the State,
is not a regularly constituted tribunal, under which
the imprisonment has taken place,.

It is much to be regretted that the Legislature in
framing that law, have not avoided the nonconstitu-
tional features which are embodiedin it, in order to
give to this suffering community proper and legal
means of eradicating from their midst the evils of
which they complain.

In this case, Col. Field has been counsel for the
coffee-house keepero, and Mr. Van Dalsou for Re-
corder Summers. Whether an appeal will betaken
from Judge D's decision or not, we cannot state.
U:othing, however, but a reversal of the decision
by the Supreme Court, will prevent the coffee-house
keepers from coming back at the Recorder's and
police for false arrest, imprisonment, etc.

"Ton STRIcOwEsT MAN IN TIlE WORLD" PROSTRtA
TED.-Prodigious Fleats of Strengthl.-Dr. Gee. B
Winship attempted to lecture last evening at Merea•
tile Hall, on "Physical Education."

It was soon announced that he would go on with
the lecture in a few moments. He appeared, and af.
ter apoligizing to the audience, said it was the first
time he bad ever fainted. He then proceeded with
his lecture, and had read but a few pages when he
again became overpowered, retirihg just in time to
save himself from another swoon. By the advice of
physicianspresent, he was dissuaded from attempting
to go on with his lecture, and it was announced that
it wosld take place at some future time.

The audience on retiring were allowed to receive
tickets or their money, most of them taking the for.
mer. It is said that on being taken from the hall his
heart had nearly ceased to beat. Dr. W. accounts for
the unfortunate afftir on the ground that the atmo-
sphere of the hall was close and impure. His friends,
however, regard it as caused by the peculiarity of
appearing before a public audience for tlh first time.

Dr. W. has for several years given much attention
to the subject of physical education. He is twenty-
five years of age, five feet seven inches in height, and
weighs 143 pounds. He graduatedat Cambridge five
years ago. He can raise a barrel of flour from the

ocor on his shoulder; can raise himself with either
little finger, till his chin is half above it ; can raise
200 pounds witllh either little finger; on put up a
dumb-bell of 141 pounds; exercises daily with two
dumb-bells weighing 100 pounds each which he can
raise alternately above his head ; can lift with the
hands 926 pounds dead weight, without the aid of
straps or belts of any kind. Topham, the strongest
man of England, could raise only 800 pounds in the
same way; and the celebrated Belgian giant could
lift only 800. Dr. W. was prepared to exhibit all
these feats, but the unexpected turn which events
took prevented it. The strong man proved to be an
infant.
