The week opens under the peculiarity of the sea-
son. No large calls for money on the street, and
nothing beyond ordinary wants solicited from the
banks. Our bank managers having placed something
of an interdict on some paper, has checked the ardor
of making our position a kiting poet. Some folks do
not appear to be well posted up in the definition of
kites. Messieurs Johnson and Walker, rather old
fogies, however, to assume as a standard, define a
kite :

A bird of prey that infests the farms and steals the
chickens; a name of reproach, denoting rapacity; a
lfictitious bird, a flat paper instrument made to fly in
the air, (as well as in the money market) attached to
a otring, made of paper.

As regards the foregoing definition of a kite, it ap-
plies most forcibly to many operations which have
come to our knowledge recently. A great many
kites, which we know of, have a superabundance of
appendages, which may be termed endorsers. They
soar high under a good breeze-that is, a flush posi-
tion and general ease of the money market helps
them along amazingly; but an ordinary squall or a
counter-current sets them all aback, and causes some
consternation among those who have soared too high
or got off oundings.

The street transactions in paper to-day were very
limited. There were no changes in rates. Good and
fair commercial paper can be placed at the rate of 9
@10 Wct., and choice names at 8@8t .The Exchange market moved along quietly to-day.
The counter rate for checks on New York was #
prem., with an occasional asking of 1, which met
with no response, the market closing for checks at f,
and double Al drafts outside at }@9.16. Some of
the banks were willing to sell at 9-16. In time bills
there were sales of sixty days sight at I din., the
range of the market being from 4@ to 1 11J@1* diL
The European war has no effect on good and regular
drawers. In Sterling there were transactions in clear
bills at 1094@110, and bills with documents at 109,
and other transactions at lower figures, but not of
sufficient importance to give a tone to the market.
We did not learn of a solitary transaction in francs,
and have only to quote the last sales at 5.1lJ@5.11j.

There is no stock market. The most important
transactions are transfers of 680 shares Pontchartrain
Railroad stock on private terms.

Last week it was announced by telegraph that a
house engaged in the great cotton trade, and con-
nected in some degree with New Orleans, had sus-
pended payment. This house (though there are
other suspensions) proves to be, as reported on
'change, that of Mr. Calvin Durand. If our memory
aerves us correctly, Mr. D. wan formerly a co-partner
of the old and wealthy firm of Goodhue & Co., New
York, which withstood all the vicissitudes and
changes in commerce during the eventful epochs of
the present century.

But what renders it (the suspension of Mr. Durand
or of any other merchant) very surprising is, that his
liabilities were only $325,000 and assets $335,000, in-
cluding seven thousand bales cotton. There are the
figures before us, and it causes us much surprise that
with 7000 bales cotton on hand or under control, suf-
ficient could not be realized to save an old merchant's
name for the trifling sum of $325,000. More than
this amount could have been raised on 7000 bales of
cotton in this good city of New Orleans, provided it
was cotton instead of leaves and sand. 7000 hales of
Middling cotton would this day in New Orleans com-
mand $350,000.

We also learn that the firm of Hargous, Brothers,
New York, has been dissolved. This augurs very
unfavorably for the bill holders of the Louisiana Te-
huantepec Company.

We continue to receive accounts of large losses on
shipments of sugar hence, particularly on purchases
made in Cuba and shipped to Northern ports.

The steamer Empire City arrived this morning,
bringing $205,000 in Mexican silver, coin and bullion,
from the West coast of Mexico via Panama. We hope
to have more receipts of this nature to record. Our
Branch Mint offers every encouragement to facilitate
ingress. The dollars that came by this conveyance
were sold at 1064-a tolerable high figure.

The system of certifying depositors, or customers,
checks in New York has been largely permitted. It
has never grown to any extent in New Orleans. It is
most convenient in New York, and undoubtedly facil-
itates bank business. It has often been wondered
why the banks of the city of New York should have
so diminutive a circulation. The report of last week
represents them to have $8,427,642, which is very
moderate for fifty-four banks having a paid up capital
of $68,324,000. The great business, however, of New
York, throwing aside the currency or issues of the
country banks, is conducted by means of certified
checks, which, however, is of great convenience now
and then ; but is liable to abuse, as occurrences have
recently transpired,where a bank officer was induced
to certify a check for $90,000 without a deposit.
These certified checks have at all times been
regularly current, but they amount to nothing more
than a bastard currency, as the system has been over
and over aiae absasedt.

The New York Courier and Enquirer, of the 18th
inst., in alluding to this certified system, mentions
the following as a case which has recently come to
light, which illustrates strongly against the system of
loaning on call, even when the most undoubted secur-
ities are lodged as collateral :

The recent case of the Union Bank, which was
made known this week, throws no credit upon either
side. If such cases are numerous, it is time that
stockholders examined more closely into the ability
of their directors; and that directors enquired more
closety into the character of all such loans, and the
character of the borrowers.

But we conceive that, as a general principle, call
loans are decidedly injurious to tile commanity.
They tend to bolster op prices to a fictilious tigure,
and, whenever a revulsion occurs, to make things iar
worse than they otherwise would be. We think there
is'not a bank in our city that han not falt denmnud
from its legitimate customers and friends for all the
loans it can grant, upon iboE u fide and short commer-
cial paper. If it banik has surplis capital it can
always find paper matnring in 10, 20 nod 30 days, of
an acceptable character for discounting, instead of
loaning $90,000 or $100,000 to any one party what-
ever, on call.

According to the last quarterly report of the Union
Banik, they had a surplus of D 108,304, making the
shares worth about 107.52; but such is the want of
confidence in its management that the shares sold to-
day at 2 a yct. dis.It appears that one Edward Belknop, who kept an
account with the Union Bank, and was an intimate
friend of Mr. Deming, the late President, took isp a
loan for $90,000, which hlie had obtained from the
bunk by giving a chleck to the late President last De-
cember in the bank parlor, receiving back Ihis securi-
ties. On his way out he presented iuuother check fir
$70,000 for certification at the bank counter, to which
certification was given. This was an unjust mode of

obtaiiiinig his securities without payment of the loan,
tbr his account becanme overdrawn.

The failare of C. Durand in the New Orleans trade
is reported.

Yesterday was a doll and warm day, with a cooling

shower or two anwiehed in by way of relief. On the
landing the only offet to the monotony of dalnel•
which generally prevailed was the departure in the
evening of the steamers Imperial for St. Lois, John
Raine for Louisville and Capitol for Memphis, all of
which took large trips of pasoengers, and drew to-
gether quite a respectable crowd of people. The Inr
perial was literally "guardwender" with her livng
freight, and was obliged to refuse passengers before
she left.

The river opposite this point is still receding grad-
nally, having declined about one Inch per diem since
the 18th ultimo, and is now over two feet below high
water mark.

We notice by our St. Louis exchanges of the 8th
and 9th, that the annual mountain rise from the Mis-
souri was expected to reach that city in a few days.
The steamer Emigrant left Fort Randall on the 3d
inst. and reports the river rising very rapidly at the
fort. It had swelled ive feet when they left,and they
passed the rise near Council Bluffs on their retaro.
The probable extent of the swell could not be ascer
tained, but it is thought that it will not exceed fivens
six feet at St. Louis. The Emigrant was obliged to
wait for the rise at a point sixty miles below Randall
and the officers of the boat report the swell very rapid.
The fall of the river at St. Louis had already been
checked by the upper Missssippi rise, which is very
heavy between St. Paul and Duobuque.

Toe Fred Tron, while working over Rising B•o
Bar, in the Ohio, on the 5th instant, was so unfort•
nate as to sink a barge she had in tow, containing a
small quantity of iron. It is completely covered with
water, and lies directly in the channel at the head o.
the chute, between the Telegraph and the Indiana
shore.

We learn that Capt. Sam Applegate, commander o1
the steamer Grand Duke, was a passenger on the
John Raine for Louisville last evening.

The Board of Underwriters at St. Louis hayv
passed a resolution that on and after the 15th o
Joune, all stern-wheei boats running to and from St
Louis, not provided with a sternbnulkhead satisfac
tory to the inspectors of that Board, will be markes
uninsurable.

The Cincinnati Commercial of the 9th Inst says
The weather was mild and cloudy yesterday, witt

a terrific thunder storm and copious rain before day
light. The indications were favorable for more raic
last night. Notwithstanding the rain, the river con
tinues stationary from Pittsburg to the mouth, with
four feet hence to Louisville, three feet seven inches
in the Canal, from three to four feet at Portland Bar,
and five feet on Flint Island.

The St. Louis Democrat of the 9th instant, says :
The river continues falling here, but not rapidly.

The great rise above, reported for several days, is
a fact. The St. Paul boats arrived at Dubuque,
report it the greatest of the season. The Dobuque
Express and Herald, of Tuesday, has the following
in regard to it:

The river is rising with great rapidityat this point,
being now within six inches of the point it reached
a week or two since. It has risen some 18 inches
within the last twenty-four hours. The river at St.
Paul is now as high as it ever was known. The
Democrat sayv there is not a house in West St. Paul
out of the water. One of the piers of the bridge at
St. Anthony gave way on Friday, and probably ere
this other pqrttions have gone. Two spans of the
lower bridge eo the Minneapolis side have also gone.

At Red Wing the water has now reached the
highest point ever known, and it is the opinion of
the oldest inhabitants that it will yet reach four or
five feet higher. At Lansing, on Friday, the water
had risen three feet in four hours.

The Wm. L. Ewiog took on at this port 1051 sacks
grain, havoing before 3399 sacks. She left at 2 P. M.
yesterday, her band, composed of part of the crew,
discoursing music which would be creditable to one
making greater pretensions.

We extract the following from the memorandum
of the clerk of the Ewing, Mr.M. B. Pierce :

June 4, 2 P. M.-Left St. Paul. River rising and is
all over the levee. At St. Anthony the water is up
to the floor of the upper bridge. All the booms have
broken loose and about 12,00s 000 feet of lumber
gone over the folls, and filling the river nearly full
down to Lake Pepin. The lower bridge of St. An-
thony is gone, and at 9 A. Mi. they were looking tor
both the others to go. Weather clear and cold.

The clerk also states that he heard no accounts of
the frost until they got to Lansing.

Tie Illinois is fallig fast irom Lasalle to the mouth.
The pilot of the Sam Gaty reports 7 feet scant on
Springfield bar, 9 feet at Beardstown, and 9 feet on
Naples fiats.

The Missouri is falling as fr up as we have heard
from lately, and some difficulty is expected in its
navigation before the rise gets to the mouth.

The Louisville Journal, of the 9th inst., reports:
The river here still continues at astand, with three

feet 8 inches water in the canal by the mark. We
are glad to learn that Portland bar is improving. The
channelis washing out, and we are told that there
were four feet water on it last evening.

The Memphis Bulletin, of the 10th instant, says :
The river opposite this point continues to recede at

about the same rate as heretofore-12 inches in 24
hours.

We learn from the officers of the Jennie Whipple
that the Arkansae is in good boating order, and risa
ing slowly. The St. Francis, as reported by the offi-
cers of the W. H. Langley, is falling quite rapidly.

The officers of the lioses McLellan report the Ohio
falling slowly from Louisville down, at the rate of yne
inch in 24 bours. The McLellan found four feet scant
on Portland bar'; 5# at Caseyville: 4o at Cumberland
dam; 5 at Henderson bar, and 5 feet at Flint Island,
where the R. J. Ward was hard aground.

The steamer Morning Light made her appearance
at the levee yesterday, and will leave for Red River
on Thursday. Capt. Ed. Parker having chartered her
will continue to run her during the summer. Mr.
Sam. Lawson will be found on board, ready to accom-
modate all visitors.
