AN OLD MAN MURDERED BY A NEGRO GIRL.-The
Savannah News of the 13th says :

A correspondent writes us from Bengal, Bolloch
eoonty, that a most brutal murder was committed in
that county on the 7th inst., by a negro girl, on the
person of an old man, aged about 73 years. It ap-
pears that the old man woas lying asleep, when he re-
ceived a blow from an ax, just above his left eye,
fracturing his skull, and resulting In his death about
11 o'clock the next day.
