growing crops, and eccounts from all portions of the
State are favorable.

The Washbington Rambler of the 11th says that a
corn crops in that county were greatly suffering for i
rain, and that another week of dry weatherand most
of the corn will be parched op beyond redemption.

The Crockett Printer, of the 8th, says that they
have not had a drop of rain at Crockett for the lsat
month past, and the blue jay, tamed by thirst, crowd
around their wells to partake with the poultry, and
return thanks with a song.

The Printer states that their plum and peach trees care loaded down with fruit; their fig trees were all
killed by the frost of winter before last, and the d
ripening of their berries checked by the present
drouth.

The Bastrop Advertieer complains of the great
want of rain there lately, and says that the cotton has
stood it thus far, though the corn crop is suffering
very much.

The Frontier News, published at Weatherford,
Parker county, under date of June 6th, says :

Owing to the continued depredations by the In-
dians, and the failure of the Government to afford
protection to the citizens, the whole country west is
breakig up. Oor streets are crowded with wagonst
and stock from Jack and Paino Pinto counties going
east. Some are stopping with us. A had state of
affairs.

This is confirmed by the Collin county Hesenger,
of the 10th inst., published nearthe northern frontier,
which sayus:

The attempt against the Reserves has been ahen-
doned, at least for the present, and the citizens, with
the exception of a coting party of eighty men, havedispersed and returned to their homes Numbers are
engaged in removing their families from the frontier
to places of safety. Jack county is almost entirely
depopulated. The settlers,in their anxioasolicitde I
for the safety of their wives and children, have left
their all of worldly comforts ; the wheat to rot in the
fields ; the growing corn to perish for want of cul-
ture; their granaries and meat house to be robbed;
and their dwellings, in some instances, with nearly t
all their contents to be rifled and buorned by the sav-
age foe ; all, all are they leaving for the sake of plac-
ing thouse dearer to them than life itself, where they
will receive that protection which or inefficient Exe- I
utive is either unable, or unwilling to extend them.
Depredations continue to be theorder of theday, and
we are informed by persons who have visited the suf-fering counties and investigated for themselves-gen-
tlemen who stand as high as any in the State, and
whom we know to be reliable--that the sufferings of
the frontier settlers have passed the bounds of human
endurance, and that there is not the shadow of a
doubt but that the pet Reserves are the guilty
parties.

The San Antonio Texan of the 10th says :
By a letter received in our city on yesterday, we

learn that two companies from Van Dorn's camp ar-
rived at the Brazos Agency on the lst of June. and
that they were prepared for a hard fight, should oc.
casion require it. Baylor's force, consisting of some
500 men, were encamped about fifteen miles distant,nod affairs still bore a threatening aspect.

The editor of the Beoton Independent has seen a
gentleman Just from the scene of the Indian troubles,
who states that the frontier-men were dispersing, and
nothing more could be done at present. Re further.
more said ten men had agreed to assist Capt. Baylor
in gathering his cattle.

The Independent states that Gov. Bonnels has dis-
Spatched some for or five men to the Reserve, to see

if peace cannot be made between the contending
forces at that place. Dr. Steiner, of Austin, Capt.
Brow, of Belton, Capt. Smith and Capt. Eraoth, of
Waco, have been appointed.

The Independent states that the black tongue has
attacked several cattle in that vicinity, though but
one or two have died.

The C6lins County Messenger, of the 10tb, says :
The wheat crop in our coonty this year. though

somewhat damaged by late frosts, is luodant, and
we presume does not fall bshort of 175,000 bushels,
and possibly exceeds 200,000. The oat crop is very
heavy, and on yesterday we heard a farmer speak of
shelled oats being offered at twentyfive cents a
bushel. This ia entirely too cheap, and shows that
we must have a railroad to carry off the surplus pro.
duce. Corn was perhaps never more promising at
this season of the year, and with one or two more
rains, the yield will be greater than it has been for
several yearn past.

A GIRL IN A TRAncE.-The Peoria (Ill.) Union
obtains from Mr. R. D. Story the following account I
of a veritable trance which his daughter Elizabeth, a
young lady of 19 years, recently experienced:

The only premonitory symptoms seem to have been
that on the previous morniog she "felt like she had
not slept all night, and vet was not conscious of hav-
ing been awake." She was in good health and spir-
its through the day, (31st ult.,) but retired early, and
seemed so soundly asleep when her sister came to
bed that the latter could not wake her. In the
morning she was found apparently dead. The Union
continues : " In a few hours preparations were in
progress for the burial of the body, and Thursday set t
for the funeral. The neighbors were called in, and
after a consultation, all decided it best to bury her t
at the time suggested-no one considering it necessary
to call a physician.

The Santa Fe mail arrived to day. Business pros.
pects were improving upon the arrival of trains from
the States. Great hopes were entertained of absn-
dant crops throughout the Territory, in consequence
of recent rains.

The Arkansas and other streams were in flood,
causing some delay to the outwardhbound trains.

About three miles above the Pawnee Rock a party
of Texas or United States soldiers surprised seventy. d
ive or eighty lodges of Camauches, routing them
completely, killing twentyfive men and twenty 1
women,
The mail party met three Mtexican boys, on fine

horses, who bad escaped from the Indians, and were
going back to Mexico in company with Peters and
party from lMore. Some persons who visited the
grounds occuipied by the Ildians say that bufftlo
robes, shields and other trappings were scattered
around as if lelt in their haste to get away.

From Arona we traveled through Olegglo to Novara,
whose forticotions, one so important, are now par-, tially dismantled. Between this place and Oleggio
Sthe road is bordered by ritefields and swampe, which
Srender the country cold and unhealthy to iti own
Spopulation, and mortal to strangers. Thence, to
Turina, the country cbhanges its characters, and he
comes at times woody, varied and attractive. The
entire country, however, In a rainy snegn•xesembles' the bottom land of the Netherlands, and isoften con-
r verted into a district as much the dominion of waterd as of solid ground.

Ton Tnacos AT GENoa.-A letter from Genoa

DESPERATE ATTnEMF AT SUICIDE--In the Phila-
delphia Ledger, of the 13th, we find the following :

Between 7 and 8 o'clock on Saturday evening, Wm.
Murray, aged about thirty years, made an attempt to
commit suicide, in his father's workshop, back of No.
930 Pine street, the residence of the family. While
seated at the supper table, he remarked to his father
that he wished to speak to him in private, and
walked hack into the shop, followed by Mr. Murray
the elder. When a few feet inside, he took a lighted
cigar and applied it to a quantity of powder in a
ladies' cabs. Apprehensive that the son designed to
do some mischief, the father ran from him before the
explosion took place, and escaped unhurt. Most sin-
gularly, though the shop was much shattered by the
explosion-the window frames being blown out-the
only injury sustained by Win. Murray, jr., was in one
of his thumbs, which was nearly severed, as is suo-
posed, bIy the steel clasp of the cau a strikng it
violently. Not accomplishing his plrpose, he then
ran up stairs, and, with asmall pocket knife, inflicted
a number of cuts in the breast-none of which pene-
trated much below the flesh. With a smallchisel, he
made a severe but not dangerous cut in the breast,
before he could he secured. The explosion and the
smoke created an alarm of fire, and there was consid-
erable excitement in the neighborhood. After young

aurray's wounds were dressed, he was removed to
the Hospital. It is believed that the thumb will have
to be ampotated. The cause assigned for the attempt
upon his life was, the death of favorite brother, which
took place some four weeks ago ; since which time
he has been much depressed in spirits. He was evi-
dently laboring much under an aberration of mind on
Saturday, for, after his removal to the Hospital, he
was so violent that it was necessary to secure him, to
prevent his doing further injury to himself.
