Now thees recent doings in Chile are of a pieae
with what has been going on for years at various
paces along the Paoific oast,particularly at Mexican
ports, and no i•arease of vigilance has been mani.
fested by raling Administrations, officals seeming to
have made it a great and paramount principle of
policy to look after, govern and direct domestic poli.
tics so as to secare their individual success, while the
ipterests of citizens abroadareleft to look after them
selves-apparently feeling that when a:citizen carries

`vote outof the comntry he has properly placed
ir •lf beyond the pale of their sympathy and con-
tdsertion,and forfeited his right to all the privileges

of tiiea~silp becasme he has given up the only one
that could be of any vale to them. Their idea of the
valae of a eitizon, put down in black and white, is
eidently-one ballot, and several more if he can get
them in on their aide. They do not give any evidence
that the least notion of that nobleand enlarged govern-
mental policy which constitotes his country's flag the
eagis of the citizen's protection, wherever he may hbe,
ever entered their minds, the beet capacities and en-
ergise of which are devoted to log-rolling, wire-pull-
log and all eanvaeSig intriguery of domestic politics,
whlch rarelyesrlonlyinvolve any principle more mo-
mentoes than certain dollars that are apt to accroe
n the dispoeition of the spotls.

To make Itself respected In quarter where material
foroe is the only argument recognized, a nation most
display that force, and even emphasize its impression
with an occasional argumentuem baeculinum, if at all
necessary. But this policy has not been pursued by
this oepntry, and for years the earnest appeals and
oundly'crying wrongs of citizeas on the P. crifo coast

have been addressed to deaf ears, and their moving
memorials thrown aside as waste water,or filed away,
noread perhaps, in dusty recesses, there to molder
auditurbed by a laudable curiosity. The length and
character of the list of belnoms outrages perpetrated
on the Pacific coast would astonish those who have
not kept the ran of events as recorded in their our-
rency by the press, or rather by a few members of it
in different parts of the country, and accounts of
many of them have have never been published at all.
The miserable governments which hold saway along
the western coast of America have grown bold from
Impunity, and an American citizen is now accounted
reckless who dare risk person or Interests anywhere
in their boundaries.

The " Pacifo Equadron" is a mere nonentity, and
its commanders could not make it useful if they
would, for it not one-tenth powerful enough. Even
Austria makes a better show there than we do. In
'57 and '58 over a year elapsed during which not one
of oar roeisers poked her nose into the important
coast city of Mazatlan, and two or three years has
beenno unusual period to elapse during which the
lag of their country did not greet the eyes of citizens
at many seaports of note. If the next Congress, in-
stead of wasting the people's time In childish wrang-
ling, would devote it to measures for their good, and,
among other things, take action for increase of the
navy at large and of the Pacific squadron partica-
larly and promptly, it would entitle itself to a debt of
gratitude. If it would only transfer the African
squadron from the scene of its ridiculous, worse than
meless and unwholesome blackbird catching opera.
tions to Pacific stations, a great movement of good
and of reform would be accomplished. But it is use-
less to hope for so much wisdom in national councils
as this would indicate; and while citizens are mur-
dered, insulted and robbed for lack of adequate pro.
tectivq on the Sooth American coast, the ships that
could give it will be employed in the philanthropic
work of aggravating the horrors of the slave trade
on the coast of Africa by forcing the slavers to throw
overboard or suffocate their living cargoes. We can-
not hope for this measure; nor can we hope that the
Pacific squadron will be adequately increased for a
long while yet, as all the officials and legislators of
the country will be very busy electing a President,
and themselves, if possible, until after the canvass of
1860 is over. A new Administration,in the first gush
of patriotic gratitude to the people for installing it,
may distingulah itself by doing something in their
behalf.

GotLsN VsIoos.-A Victoria correspondent of the
English Mining Journal, who signs himself W. Rad-
lay, and is endorsed by the editor of that journal as
an old correspondent, describes a visit to aninoaccessi-
hie locality in New South Wales, where the ground
was found literally flagged with gold in masses too
heavy to carry any great distance. One maso is no-
ticed as containing not less than six or seven tuns.
This almost equals the famous gold mountain story
of California.

A COnauu MOTvaE.-A correspondent of the Boston
Traveler writes from Haverhill an account of a sad
tragedyin that place. A young girl of eighteen years,
who had been deserted by her husband, abandoned
her infant child Inthe woods to die. According to
her statements she gave the little one its last meal,
then gathered some grass for its bed,and laid it downa to die of starvation and exposure. After her confea-an ion, she accompanied the offcer to the spot, and

aided in finding the remains of her child. The woman
appeared deeply moved when she beheld the lifeless
remains of the child of her bosom, and says the act
was perpetrated because she could not endure the
thought of having her child live, liable to become a
degraded and miserable being like herself.

The Reveille and Demoorat are both able and in-

floentlal Milssoeppi Democratic journals. They are
outspoken, frank and bold, always, as the above _am-
pies unmistakably demonstrate. They pitch in with
a vim that is altogether admirable, and tell what they
consider to he the truth with a recklessness that is
very refreshing in these days wherein qonetionless
vamsalage and blind obedience are about the only sure
passports to political or other distinction.

Although it is unquestionable that the great want
of the Sooth Is more operative labor, still we regard
it as idle to look for a eupply from Africa, at least as
long as the Union exists. Congress will never repeal
the laws prohibiting the African slave trade; and if
the next Coogresa should repeal those laws, that repeal
would be killed by an Executive veto. The latest
accounts from Washington state that Mr. Buchanan
is devising the most stringent measures to break up
the trade, on the complaint of the British Govern-
ment, and is about dispatching a lot of gnu-boats to
the coast of Africa, the more effectually to eccom-
plish that object. Then, again, were the Union di.-
solved, and a Southern Congrees in session, the pro-
ject would encounter the uncompromising hostility of
all large slaveholders. This latter class, with a fatn-
Ity that is suicidal in its tendency, seem actuated by
a determination to isolate themselves as much as
poseable from the nonualaveholding clam, which out-
numbers them in a proportion of more than five to
one, and which can, at any time, by the exercise of
mere numerical strength, deprive them of all inflo-
ence in the State or Federal Government. The price
of negroes is so ruinonaly high that none but rich
men can afibrd to own them, and the natural conse-
quence is that the aggregate number of elaveholders
is gradually diminishing, and small farms are being
added and transformed into princely estates. If there
le any safety and common sense in this policy we are
unable to discover its locality.

Nevertheless, we like the pluck of our Mississippl
cotemporaries. If they keep up the fight they may
yet strike a responsive cord in the public breast.

TALK ON 'OANfGE.

The talk for the past forty-eight hours has been on
the great battle between the Austrians and the Allies
In Italy. The first accounts were received on Satur-
day, under much doubt. Yesterday they were con-
firmed. There is so much discrepancy in the various
accounts that it is impossible to decide whether the
result was a drawn battle, or one side was beaten and
the other could not avail itself of its adversary's dis-
comforture to follow up the victory. We shall have
full details by the Persia, due in New York this day
or to-morrow morning. It is not supposed that this
one battle will settle the differences for which the
war was undertaken, or that the tremendous prepa.
rations for the last six months have only been carried
out just to have one fight.

There was some talk of the commercial advices,
but as they are only for half the week, we will wait
a few hours for the full details by the Persia.

As the stock of cotton is getting low, there is less
desire to talk about it. Tobacco is coming in freely,
as will appear by our marine lists. The weed is only
in fair request at factors'asking rates. Atthisseason
of the year there is something in cotton and tobacco
offering for topics. The question is, where can one go
to spend a few days, enjoy country air andsea breezes?
There are several places-as will appear by our ad-
vertising columns. Many of our citizens have their
yachts and sailing boats all in order, and quite a fleet
can be brought out on the lakes. As recreation,
sailing and fishing are talked of. We desire to intro-
duce to our community the splendid schooner yacht
Corypheus, now on the way hither from New York.
We have been furnished with the following descrip-
tion of this presumed splendid vessel. She was built
at Santakct, Long Island, near New York, by Capt.
Hankins and Mr. Rowland, for Messrs. Story and Mil-
liken of this city. The following is the description
furnished us:

The Coryphens is what is called flat-sharp built-
suitable for shoal water-she has a rocking keel, and
draws amidships 4 feet 4 inches, 3 feet forward and 4
feet aft, with a center board. Her Custom-House
measurement is, length over all, 72 feet; width, 24
feet; depth of hold, 6 feet 4 inches, and burthen 91-95
tuns. Her carpenter's measurement is, keel, 65 feet;
beam, 20 feet 5 inches; hold, 6 feet 4 inches ; fore-
mast, 66 feet; mainmast, 67 feet; mainboom, 20
feet ; bowsprit outward, 18 feet. She is copper-fast-
ened, and has very little hollow on her water line.
She has every appearance of being a fast sailer ; has
a trunk cabin, which is quits capacious and lofty, and
carries fixed iron ballast onder her cabin floor, from
abaft the mainmast. Forward her main cabin-
which is fitted up with berths and seats upholstered,
with cushions on the transoms, which serve for com-
fortable lounges-are two state-rooms, one on each
side of the center board; one for the owner, the
other for the captain. Forward one of the state-
rooms are a neatly fitted up water closet and close
lockers; and forward of the other is the steward's
pantry, and an ice locker capable of containing three
tons of ice, and well ventilated. Forward is the
cook's gallery below deck, fitted up with every con-
venience for the necessary culinary operations to suit
the most fastidious of courmsnds. Water tanks are
fitted in the wings and peaks, and in the forehold
are the berths for the crew. The whole of the apart-
meants and fittings up are neat, convenient and sub-
stantial. The cabin is finished with mahogany. A
spacious cock pit is abaft of the trunk cabin. and she
Is steered by a tiller like our pilot boats. Her deck
is finished off very smooth and neatly, and her rig-
ging is top-shape.
