Democratic Nomination.
OECOND CONGRE;RIONAL DISTRIOT.

The convention for the nomination of a Democratic
candidate for Congress for the Second Congressional
District of Louisiana assembled at Thibodaux on
Saturday last, the 25th instant. Every parish in the
District was represented either by delegates present
or by proxy, and there were many politicians from all r
parts of the State present as spectators.

Mr. Louis Bush, of Lafourche, called the conven-
tion to order by nominating Amedee Tote, of As-
sumption, as president, to which there was no objec- n
tion. Mr. Bush then proposed Mesars. E. O. Melan- o
con and J. B. Dunn as secretaries, and these gentle- g
men having been accepted by the convention took, t
their seats as officers. t

On motion of Dr. Thomas Cottman, of Ascension,
the president appointed a committee of five on cre-
dentials, as follows : Dr. Cottman, Richard Taylor, of
St. Charles; Louis Bush, R. S. Gibson, of Terre-
boone, and E. O. Melancon of Assumption.

The committee called for all credentials and evi-
dence on contested elections, and retired to an ad-
joining room for consultation and deliberation. They
had withdrawn aboutthirty minutes, when the con- 1
vention adjourned until 3 o'clock P. M., at which
time it was supposed they would be able to report.
The committee appeared in the convention about 4 B

o'clock P. M. and reported that all the parishes were t
fully represented by persons whose right to seats was
not contested, except the three parishes of St. Mary,
Jefferson and Orleans, from each of which latter
parishes two sets of delegates presented themselve a.

The committee reported unanimously in favor of
that delegation from St. Mary which was elected at
the court-house in Franklin, and at the head of
which was Mr. Jules Olivier; and against the ad"
mission of the delegates headed by A. L. Tucker,
who had been elected by a meeting held at Odd Fel-
lows' Hall, by a number of bolters from the first-men.
tioned meeting. Both Messrs. Tucker and Olivier
addressed the convention at length in favor of their
respective claims to seats, the remarks of the latter
being frequently hailed with applause. Mr. Tucker
argued, in justification of his bolting, that Know-
Nothings were permitted to participate in the pro-
ceedings of the first meeting. Mr. Olivier stated
that a resolution had been offered to allow all persons
to participate who would declare themselves Demo-
crat, and promise to vote the Democratic ticket here.
after; and that, on the adoption of this resolution,
Mr. Tucker and some others bolted. His remarks
with reference to Mr. Tucker'sr conduct in the prem.
ises were quite severe and telling. Mr. Tucker wished
to make a second speech in justification of his con-
duct ; but there were loud and continuous shouts of
"Noa " "No !" from all parts of the convention.
Mr. Hahn, of Orleans, stated that both gentlemen
had fully argued their cases: that the convention
was now in possession of all the facts; and as AMr.

PARTICULARS OF THE METEORIC PHENOMENON IN
OSWEsO, N. Y.-The Oswego (N. Y.) Palladium, of
the 20th, contains further particulars in regard to the I
falling of the immense meteoric body in Boyleston,
near that city. The dimensions of the body have
been materially curtailed, but the phenomenon is still
a most interesting one. The Palladium gives the fol.
lowing statement, made by Mr. James Hadley, near
whose house it fell :

The atmosphere had been very oppressive during I
Tuesday, and especially in the evening-somethingI imilar I have once experienced before in a tornado
which.I witnessed in the West Indies in 1836. I was
awakened at about 3 o'clock on Wednesday morning
by the room in which I slept being filled with light,
and immediately heard a rushing sound like the com-
ing on of a great wind. This did not last above a
1 few seconds after I was awake, when an explosionfollowed of which I can give no description ; it was
terrific. The whole house shook as if a hundred can-
non had been fired under the windows ; quite a num-
ber of panes of glass were broken out of the window,
and the plastering of the room I was in came tomb-
ling about me. The light, which was so brilliant that I
I could plainly see every object in the room, was at
once extinguished. The window ofmy room is on the
opposite side of the house from the place where the
meteor fell, so that I can only judge of its dirrction.
The light seemed to come from some body moving
very rapidly, and south to north, and seemed to in-
crease rapidly during the brief space that preceded
the explosion. I at once started in the direction of
the euplosion, but was unable to find the spot and re-
turned. The spot where the body fell is about a mile
from my house.

A correspondent of the Palladium adds:
This is the substance of the observations of all who

were near the spot. Many were awakened by the
shock at a distance of five miles, and until the
truth was ascertained, thought an earthquake had
occurred.

The aerolite struck the earth in some timber land
belonging to Mr. Sanger, in a thinly inhabited par-I tion of the town. We believe Mr. Hadley's is the

nearest dwelling. It seems to have been an almost
spherical body of, as near as we can judge from the
fragments remaining, about seventy-tive feet in di-
ameter. Its course was from southwest to northeast,
and descended at an angle of not more than thirty
degrees from the horizon, which it proved by its
track through the heavy hemlock trees before it
touched the earth, The trees are cut through as a
cannon ball would cut through a hedge, leaving a
clear track. The velocity must have been immense.
The earth is torn up for several rods, and the huge
trees are splintered and piled up like brush.

The large hemlock, at least four feet in diameter,
near whose roots the meteor struck, was thrown
bodily for eighty yards-crushing the surrounding
trees like pipe-stems. Fragments of a huge sand.
stone boulder, which lay in its course under the sur-
face, were thrown in all directions, and one weighing
Shalf a tun was found in the road, three-fourths of a
mile away.

The aerolite seemed to have been formed of a nu-n cleus of a crystalized substance of a semi-vitreous
g character, but harder than quartz, and unlike any-
5 thing with which we are acquainted. This was sur-
rounded by a crust of about three feet in thickness,
which was probably the same substance oxidized or
changed by combustion. The crust broke off in frag.
ments, and lays about the spot, but the nucleus pen-
etrates the earth to the distance of twenty feet, and
at the time we write is set upon byan excited crowd,
who are chopping away under the impression that it
consists oF precious material of some sort.

FrOm appearances the outer crust of the nerolite
seemed to have been in a partial state of fusion,
h which is caused, according to iphilosopbers who have

d written ou the suject of nerolites, by heat generated.
by its rapid passage through our atmosphere. The
crust, which was broken off as pieces would be broken

d off a green chestnut-burr by collision, somewhat re-
tt sembles iron ore, but the traces of the vitreous char-
noter of the interior are evident. That it was very
hot when it fell is proved by the grass and whatso-
.ever substance the Iragments rested upon being
d chrred by the contact. I send you a specimen of
the outer crust, but every specimen which had the1 slightest trace of the crystaline matter, which proba-
s, bly forms the nucleus, has been seized on by the ex-
t cited people, who, from its hardness and brilliancy,
conceived it to be at least as valuable as diamonds,and will not pIart with it at any price. I presume
they will te mistaklen sadly, but thie fever was on
Sthem, and they could not be convinced.

COLD IN MlssouIu.-The St. Louis Republican
publishes the following letter :

WARSAW, June 17, 189.
Considerable excitement was created in this place

today by a gentleman exhibiting a fair specimen of
gold that he discovered on a piece of land lying
within two miles of town. Mr. Beck, the gentleman
who made this discovery, not having a perfect knowl-
edge of the yellow mineral, brought the specimen to
town to have it tested, which was done with the
strongest kind of acids by Dr. Atkinson, a highly
respectable physician and druggist of this place, and
by him pronounced genuine gold.

The test of the thing proving highly satisfactory,
Mfr. Beck immediately sought the land office and en-
tered the land, which he did at SEVEsTY-FrVE OENTS
an acre.

In the meantime, the specimen was submitted to
our citizens for theirjudgment, and among them sev-
eral returned Californians and,old miners, who, per-
haps, from not being quite so successful in their golden
endeavors, looked with suspicion on the sample, and
were rather incredulous--they booted at the idea.
Some one wanted to see the dirt from whence it came;
others declared that the precious metal could nut ex-
ist in those hills--no such good luck; while others
doubted the gentleman's veracity.

Of course the discoverer was subjected to numer-
ous and perplexing interrogatories-difficult questions
to answer; but I believe he convinced many of the
" stuff -- your correspondent among them.

As an evidence of his sincerity, and to try the
strength of the stoical disbelievers, he offered to bet
from $1000 to $10,000 that gold existed in the land
he described. He also invited a gentleman to go
over with him and see for himself, which he would
have done, but business prevented him.
The land on which the valuable discovery was

made lies on the left bank of the Osage river within
two miles of this place.

Whilst I am penning these lines of information, I
can hear rich speculations on the subject. The ex-
citement is up to Pike's Peak pitch.
