The week opens with the peenllarities of the sea-
son-some few calls for money, some few sales of
paper, and some limited quantitles of produce chang-
Ing hands. The European intelligence brought by
the steamer Bremen does not amount to much. The
European mails by the Persia were received to-day.
The private correspondence generally reads very
well, so far as commercial and financial affairs are
concerned. Money was cheap in London, ruling on
the Stock Exchange at 2@2i ~Z t. The opinion pre-
vailed in Liverpool that money would become much
cheaper, owing to the wishes of foreigners (residents
on the continent, we presume,) to place their money
in a country where t may be really and actually safe,
and it is supposed that the position of England cor-
responds with these impressions.

There was very little paper offering on the street
today : therefore, we have no changetonotein rates
The supply continues free for the season, with a de-
mand not in excess of last year. In fact, we are
moving along very well, and shall continue to do so
if the Bank of France does not send any large orders
for gold here. It cannot be disguised that the mys-
teries of finance are as intricate as ever. Of course,
it was well known that there was shipped from here
last week large somes of coin for the season of the
year, in gold as well as silver, and the question is
asked, 

"
where does it go to ?" Quien sabe.

The Exchange market was exceedingly quiet. We
did not learn of a regular sale. The counter rate for
ohecks on New York was }* et. prem. Outside we
quote from V@l prem. Sixty days extremely dull at
I1@tI din. In fact, it was a blank with all operat-
ors. In Sterling the same remark will apply. We
quote from 109l , 1094@110 for clear bills and a frac-
tion over in some instances. Francs quiet, and in
some respects a decline expected.

The President and Directors of the Canal Bank, in
conformity to usage for the last eight years, declared

Denning, John J. Roe, Planet and D. G. Taylor.
Others will be added in course of time.

The steamer Planet, under the command of Capt.

The St. Louis and Keokuk packets are having a
