In 1856 Mses. iHaAger A Aiynn obtained a patient andln that
year and 1857, thet erect rIt ny furn aces whucl. intriuged my
patent. I desired, at an etart moment to show the planters my
tt inttionutble right therefore notited and cati mned them not
to conttract with Ilte- t Ail; no, and immediaptely demanded of
the Commissioner of Patents a trial of our eorulfcting elalma.
Testlimiy wa taken bh both parties and submitted to that oti-
cer and Joseph Holt, hat.. then Comm sslonar of Patents. ran-
dertd a lengthy aT d full decition in my ,averf which the followi
ln is an estract and closing paragrapb. He says:
"Regardipng then the invention fully perfected and int sue

easful operation in October 1854, at Weed's place, it wits tried
experimentally at an earlier period on Gosett & Johnson's plan-
tation, where Thompson had satisfactorily tested his Invention,
and found that with the subtitnlion of fire brick for iron
grate bfrs, it was capable of performing all that he claimed
for it; believing, for the reason that neither Hager & Aiynn's,
nor Thompsou's claim is limited to the material employed, that
each actulial ubtitution sismmnterial to the question at Issue,
and finding that not even a contract was entered into for the
erection of one of Hager Alynn's furnaces, prior to the latter
part of December, 1854, proritiy of invention is hereby awarded
to MIoses Thompson, and a patent willissue accordingly.

Letter from Prof. It. Silllmnn, Jr., concerning Mr. Moses
Tllompeoa's Btggasse Furnace.

New Haren, (t.. June( 41859.
I have had otcaston to examine with ieat care Iboth tihe the
ory and tile actuaIl workings of Mr. uIsesI Thompsoun'I Furnace
for the burning of wet feels.

In 1857 Mr. Thompson built for me one of his furnaces, de-
signed to consume rEar. at Bristol copper mine, ino this State,
where I was titln eondnciing explorations. The furnace in
qaestion was the first of its kind, as MIr, T. had never before
had occaMlm to prepare a furnace for this particular fuel. It
worked better linm I had expected, and well enough to satisfy
me that n little change in the arrangements of the upeinigg4, to
allow the fuel as it dried to fall more freely into the lower
chamber, was all that was wanting to perfect it. Wr. Thomp.on
prepared to effect these changes, when the snsp.enrion of the
mines during the severe panic of Septemnber, •S•T, pat an end
torppertlons Theresult obtained, howuvwr, Httsifitd me that
Mr. Thompson's furnace was capable of burning wet peat, just
as it was tzug with nt leant three parts in four of its weight
water. Thll'watery 'tte sumeded in Sir. Thompsml'S furnace
not only to keep lse.m tt a ttweny-flve horse !tower steam
bollrr, day and nighit, but it didl eo wilh a nelaerl, economy or
fuel and expense, contpared with anthracite coal or wood, [u a
country where wood was worth .1 per cord delivered, and coal
cost .babotper p nn
I Lave elsewhere given my vioes in detail respeetng the

mode of action of Dr. rThon peon's furnace. I need not repent
theseviewshlre. Suflce it to say that Iam fnlly of opinion
that Mr. T. has mxade a discovery of Breat praet~c,•L nl port an"
in the arts, and that it is nowhere of so great aIne as in all the
sugar growing countries, where tlhe eennnmlcul use of gags=.e
has alw•sa beu a bunlJ:ct of great difficulty.
