at the Chemical Bank in New York. A surplus will
remain after the paying of this dividend out of the
earnings for the time alluded. It is gratifying to
learn that our banks are not likely to suffer largely
from returned bills of exchange. This bank, we
learn, out of its large exchange transactions for the
season, has not yet had a bill returned.

There were some few transactions in exchange to-
day.

ST. LouB, June 29.-Money is not in quite so much
demand as it was. Currency is becoming scarce,
however ; at least there is no surplus of it. Eastern
Exchange is still remarkably scarce, and is likely to
remain so until after July 4th. Some $800,000 have
had to be remitted to New York in payment of
interest on our state, county and city bonds, dim
July 1st, which, with the fact of our last year's short
crops making the balance of trade against us, causes
a heavy vacuum in our exchange market. One banker
yesterday drew a single check of $80,000 for remit-
wuee. But should be remembered that while this
maeturity of the semi-annual interest on the st ntate
and railroad bonds, tile interest o which is guaran-
teed by the State. and which is now all provided for,
has very materially added to the scarcity of ex.
change. Large amounts of this are owned by the

sanks and citizens of Mlissouri. Drafts will in a few
days be made on New York upon this, which will
add somewhat to the supply of exchange in this
market. This is of so reliable a character that some
partlies are slrcndy drawing upon it thoogh tihe
bulk of it will hardly be drawn before the end of
July. However, this is so small an amount, in com-
parison with the whole wanted, as hardly to deserve
attention. The amounts so owned reached $1,000,-
000 to $1,200,000. On the 1st of January the banks
of this State had $?20,000 invested in state bonds,
probably by this time twice as much. The citizens
of the Stote possibly own $300,000 or$00.000. But
we are not sending forward that wllich ooght to
uake exchange; for this we must wait until after
harvest.

From all parts of the Westers country accounts of
rich and overflowing harvestu are given. The mild
and plenteous showers during the summer are re-
paying the farmer an hundred fold ; the wheat Is

sine and abundant. During the past few days hun-
dreds of acres of the golden grain have fallen before
the strong arm and sharp blades of the harvesters.
The weather is now delightful, and the corn crop
looks well, and bids fair to supply the country with
an abuqdance of brsedstcfs.

The La Belle Riviere at this point continues to run
down stream "jlit as nateral" as ever. In the
canal there to lesstha seven feet water, and on the
bars hence to the month from seven to eight feet, and
still in the ascendancy at the rate of six inches in
twenty-four honrs. The rise altogether has been
about six feet. We should not be surprised to see a
rise of some Importance, if our reports are correct
concerning the tributaries above.

Her cabin and joiner
work is being pushed rapidly towards completion.
She is considered to be an easy model, and from the
looks of her" traps" she is bound to be a flyer.

The Milton lef is getting new under goards put
on her fore and aft, is being thoroughly overhauled
from stem to steron, and will be ready for business
as soon as business is ready for her. The little Jo.
Jaqoes Is also here. Her captain ia about contract-
ing for a noew boat to run in Upper Red river.

The new Magnolla is progressing finely. She is
nearly planked, showing the perfection of the model,
and giving a clear idea of what she will be when
completed. If ashe does not proveto e a fest trav-
eler, there Is no use of sharp models. She will be
ready forlaunching In about two weeks. Littleabove
her on the stocks lies another Pink, of the same
family-Capt. John Leyden's new boat, building by
Wilsle & Co. As regards model, she will be up to
any of them. She is as sharp as a shingle, and her
machinery is to be powerful. Those two steamers
will be an honor to the incomparable artians of this
city. Just above her lies Capt. Montgomery's pet,
the Republic. She has been laying up here some-
time. She has been repaired and repainted from the
hurricane-roof to the keel, and Is now pronounced as
seaworthy and sound as when first launched. It Is
the Intention to run her this fall in the lower trade,
and she will go out on this rise for Cairo this week.

Capt. Meeklo'a packet Baltic is aleso being tho-
roughly overhauled, repainted and repaired for the
fall campaign. Capt. Bassette's new boat is all set
up, and will be ready for planking latter part of next

Capt. Kirk's new clipper will be ready to be let
into the water in about ten days. Messrs. Ripple,
Smith & Co. have the contract for building the
cabins of Captains Kirk's, Bassette's, Cotton's and
Leyden's boats. They will he a triumph in aquatic
architecture-elaborate in style. Yesterday, while
on a visit to our sister city Portland, we atepped
aboard of the sylph-like steamer Charmer, now being
completed, and bound her to be just what she had
been represented :

"For naturse was ere so lavish or her stores,
That she bestowed untl she had uo more.'

This is a boat of which the mechanics of Cincin-
nati may fuolly be proud. She is sharp,deep, lofty and
strong, and we would really pity any unfortunate
snag that might be found in her path, and will be a
peer of anything that plows the turbid waters of the
Misaimsippi. She was built expressly for the Vicks-
burg and New Orleans trade, and never was a boat
better calculated. We wish her owners and gentle.

The Cincinnati Gazette, of the 24th, says:
The river opposite this port is receding, having

declined four inches in the past twenty-four hours.
Another slight swell is reported at Pittsburg, but the
pilots of the Courier report the river falling all the
way down, with seven feet water in the channel.
Hence to Louisville there is fully eight feet water in
the channel. At Louisville, last evening, the river
was stationary, with li feet water in the canal by the
mark, and 4 feet large in the pass on the Falls,
making the balls navigable for medium boats. The
entire rise at the foot of the Falls has been about six
feet, which makes eleven feet water in the channel
below the Falls, by the mark, but owing to the
prominence of some of the sand bars, we do not think
there are over eight feet water in the channel.

The St. Louis Republican of the 24th says:
The river here swelled one inch on Wednesday

night, became stationary yesterday morning and
commenced falling before night. The whole rise
amounted to nearly five feet. The Illinois river is
falling between Lasallo and Peoria, and rising a little
between Peoria and the mouth. The upper Missis-
sippi is falling slowly from Keokuk down. The Mis-
souri swelled about five feet at Omaha and commenced
falling. The last arrival reports it falling from Omaha
to the mouth.

The weather yesterday was fine and cool for the
season.
