-of pcWtpeor of a prospective partial failure of the
orops fromlate frost and weevil causes. They have
not all of this disreputable work to do, however, rfr
th• speculative spirit is abroad among the ladi-
peodent dlate of farmers, who keep their surplus
oopsin her for a ans and are accordingly intereetdd
Inthie trade trickery of dealers. Hence it is that so
miani idiosptably authentlo statements of disasters
to the. aops find their way into apparently re lalle
-ournale.

The sharper Individuals of the speculative fraternty
may make a good thing out of this trickery, int
thosewho are not wide awake, and honest dealers
generally will be likely to suffer, for the returns of
the oivrage large crop, which there is little reason to
doubt will be made, notwithstanding all the crok.-
lng, willbe added to the stock on hand, and crowd
down' the prices, causing disastrous revulsion. The
sly fraring gentry; too, will be among the firs to
suffer, for while they cannot operate as adroitly and
promipily a the gambler on 'change, the prices for
theirneworope will be lower than they would have
been. The wealth of the country would have received
large addltlons had the surplus of breadstuf been
shipped offas soon as prices assured fair, hunest
galas; this course would have relieved the home
mirket and left it open for the new crop at snifici-
ently advanced rates to ensure a healthy, viguron•
ad remunerative businees. There is such a thiog as
being a little too keen and being cut with one's own
sharpness, as breadstff operators may discover.

Messsrs. Editors-The market for Clayed Sogars

this week has been rather languid, and rates have
varied so much that it is rather difficult to give quo-
tations. Whilst I have. heard of some transactions
on the basis of 7 rials per arrobe for D. B. No. 12,
there are many stiff holders who refuse to sell under
7j rlals per arrobe; so, taking a medium rate, I fix
my quotations upon the basis of D. S. No.12 at 74
rlals per arrobe. The stocks here and at Matanzas
are estimated at about 418,000 boxes, against about
315,000 at this period last year.
MuscovAso Snra•ns-At this port, have been very

quiet. At Matanzas they have been of easy sale at
from 6 to 7 rials per arrobe for " common refining"
to "good grocery."

Mo.Assas--The distillers being pretty well sup.
plied, and the demand for exportation having almost
ceased, this sweet has declined, and may be had at
3j rials for Clayed and 4t rlass for Musecorado per
keg of 5} gallons.

LiAR-Has been firmly maintained at $19 25 for
bbls. and tierces, and $20 for kegs per quintal. All
last week there were almost daily receipts of small
parcels from the outports, which sold at about 1 per
cent. less than the above rates. The arrival of the
A. A. Chapman has increased the stock of bbls. and
tierees to about 1100. Of kegs, the number in stock
is very small.

TonsAoo IN VIRGoINA.-In the Norfolk Day Book
we find the following account of a terrific tornado,
which swept through Gloucester county, near Glon-
ceeter Point, on the 17th, doing great damage to
everything in its track:

At the residence of Capt. William Hobday, just
below the Point, on Sears Creek, it blew all the
chimneys from his house, lifw a large barn away
from its position, and a smaller barn over. loqothee
with all the outhusea. fruit taOslrge barn, was torn
A4.wedrrkoots. The ferry boat between Gloucester
Point and York was pset, asd an old negro man,
who, it is said, has been runoning in the ferry for
twenty or thirty years past, was drowned. His part-
ner managed to save hilmself by clinging to the bot-
tom ofthbebat. Mr. Benoj. Roe's large barn and
sheds were blown down and literally torn to pieces.
A oure sheller that was in this harn was found about
half a mile from the barn, after the tornado passed

Mr. John Diggs, seeing the tornado cominog, tookhis wife and two children and loft his house, and in a
few mimetes after the house was swept entirely
away and deetroyed. He msbeqontily found a trunk
of his that be left in the hose, about five miles from
his place, with the money (about one hundred and
thirty dollars) and its other. cotente all safe. Mr.
Davi had recently purohased a lot of timber for
ialetga purposes, and after the tornado not a par-
tile of it could be found on the place.

Capt. Gla' heol-houe was blown over, with his
daughter (the teacher) and fournteen scholars. Mis
olass had herea cut very badly, and one of the
children had its cellar bone broken. This 1y saw
the tornado oomlng, and hastened to lock the doorbefore it get to the hoese.

INVYALII Pmeooixses.-By act of March 3 1859,
Congress requires the biennial examination of invalid
pensioners ; the finrst one to commence on the day of
the first payment which falls due-July 1, 1859.
This examination is to be made by two physicians or
surgeons, and their affidavit must accompany the up-
plication of thebs pensioner for the payment, and the
rate of pension to be paid by peneon agents will be
according to the disability certified to.

GsearnL ORDusd on OECONOeY.--The War De.
partment has ssued general orders with a view of
enforcing the greatest possible economy in the mili-
tary serviee :

The heavy expense which unavoidably attends the
operations of the army in so wide and difficult a field
of service renders it as important to the public inter.eat as it is, nnder all circumstances, essential to pro.
fesslonal merit, that every officer shall make economy
of the public means an object of study and zeal.

In the remote departments, such as Texas, New
Mexico, Utah, Califorolnia and Oregon, supplies from
the Quartermaster's, osurinthsoe, Medical, and Ord-
nance Departments, will be distributed on the orders
of the Department commanders, with certain limita.
tations. In the Department of the East, all supplies
will be distributed under the direction of the War
Department. In the Department of the West, cloth-
ing, camp and garrison equipage, and supplies from
the MedicaloOrdnance and Subsistence Departments,
excepting funds from the latter, will be distributed to
posts by directions of the War Department. Subsist-
ence funds and all supplies of the Quartermaster's
Department, excepting clothing, camp and garrison
fequlpage, will be distributed in the Department of
the West on the ordemrs of its commander.

In general, the means of conveying soupplies to the
different poste will be determined by the War De-
partment. The allowance of means of transporta-
tion for the local use of interior posts, and for their
ordinary detached service, whether for packing or
of draught, will be reguolated. No horses, either for
saddleor draught, will be regulated for use in theQuartermaster's Department, but mules will be used
instead ; and all horses now on hand will be issued to
the mounted service as required, or somid if perma-
nently unfit for that service. No persons shall be
hired for purposes immediately connected with the
troops, excepting the necessary guides and interpre-
toers- no buildings erected, nor any extraordinary ex-
pense inscured, except by authority of the War De-
partment. All hired persons, not authorized by the
tenor of these orders, will forthwith be discharged,
and the services, if necessary, performed by enlisted
men.

SOLDIERS OF 0HE REVOLUTION•nY WAR.-The
Pension Office had upon its rolls on the 30th of
June, 1858, the names of 253 revolutionary soldiers.
Of this small remuant of heroes, information has
been receired that during the succeeding half year
46 went to their long account, leaving upon the first
day of the present year 207 survivors. The ages of
some of these soldiers are stated to have been from
100 to 103 years. Thus is dwindling away the small
number of the gallant band which has come down to
us from a former generation, to pass forever from
the earth before this generation ahall have finished its
work.

At the period above-referred to there were 4,209
widows of revolutionary soldiers upon the pension
rolls, and in six months death diminished that num-
ber by 295. Of those living at the beginnino of thist year 45 were the wives of revolutioonary soldiers be-

fore the termination of the great struggle.

Incidents of the War.

A recent letter from Florence says :
The camp at the Cascine presents a scene of un-

speakable variety, frolic and fun at the time of the
promenade towards evening. Imagine a green field
with eight or ten thousand men, and five or six hun-
dred horses, encamped, with tents, arms and accou-
trements, and all the appurtenances of life, in the
open air; the men cooking, bivouacking, dianing,
sleeping, drilling, playing-engaged, in short, in all
pursuits that duty imposes, or free will, whim and
pleasore suggests. Imagine, I say, this camp, in all
this show and dishabille, invaded by fifty or sixty
thousand men, women and children, from the high
dressed court lady in her chariot, dispensing smiles
and cigars to the liberators of Italy, to the tattered
mendicant and vagabond, hobbling after the smoking
soldier, with a hope to come in for the stump of the
cigars aforesaid.

The French had portioned out the grohnd amongst
them. Each regiment had its own camp, each camp
its line of tents, each line of' tents its long row ol
faisceanu of muskets or rifles, and to each row of
rifles or muskets a certain number of sentries to pro-
tect the privacy of their quarters, and keep back the
Florentines-proverbially the most curious people on
earth. Talk of keeping back the Florentines, in.
deed I The poor sentries had no sinecure of it. The
people peeped in at ten thousand chinks, crannies
and corners; the tide threatened here, it swayed
there-it broke in here and there at every point ; the
crowd peeped in under the tents, round the bivouac
fires, in the very pans and pots where the victuals
were cooking. The soldiers showed unconquerable
good humor. Some of the chasseurs were determined
as the people had come in to see something, that they
would get up a show for the people.

A game of blind-man's buff Is proposed. Three or
four of the soldiers are blindfolded and armed with a
rope's end-a formidable lash. Several of their com
rades, and by degrees the boldest amongst the popo
lace, step forward to pinch, and snub, and prick, and
by all manner of contrivances tease and worry them.
They are blind and helpless, devoted victims, butts
for the malice of the multitude. Ah, but they have
the lash I Beware of the lash ! Every hit of the
formidable lash raises a shout from the admiring
multitude. These are our pastimes in Florence every
afternoon. This is camp life.

A letter from Cassle,ln the Salut Public, of. yJ/vi
says : I met in the JJp1zp•ayoY wfohedso n his shoulder,
fe'slldterstroking, the sparrow chirrupping. "You
breed birds, my brave fellow? "' said I. The man
smiled, and answered, "This is an orphan from Mon
tebello. The day of the fight, on leaving the village,
we chased the Austrians across the fields. Bolletts
whistled among the trees like hail, and the bird, quite
young, beiogterrified, fell from itsnest on my arm. I
thrust it into my shaco, which had been pierced
through by two halls, and thought no more of it until,
on retiring, I feltsomething scratch my head, and then
Isaid, 'It is my little prisoner' and to the surprise and
great amusement of my comrades I produced him. 1
have kept him since, and now we love each other
dearly-do we not, Montebello." And as he spoke he
held out his finger to the bird, which hopped on it
without hsaita* ."

Volunteers are pouring in daily to Florence, and
men of all clases are placing property and money at
the disposal of the government to help in defraying
the expenses, etc, of the army. Many absard anec-
dotes are told of the volunteers. A yong officer was
sitting n a oafe when a private passing by called himout, and began scolding him. The officer listened
respectfully, and soon after went in again to his
friends. "Why," said they, 

"
do yon allow a com-

mon soldier to speak toyou in that manner ? ""Oh,"
replied he, "that's my father. When the war broke
out I was ordered to the frontier, and having no one
else toecare for, he volunteered into my regiment; of
course he was obliged to enterthe raeks, sad I having
paused through the military schools, wan already an
officer.
