Tax ANNUAIL ExaznrTION of the Third District
Schools took place yesterday. It was a largely at.
tended and brilliant affair. The particulars of it we
shall reserve for our Monday editlon.

LArArTErT SQUARE teemed with life, beauty, In.
nocence and gayety last evening. Uncle Dan Bousby,
the adopted grandfather of all the children, treated
them to a hand-organ concert beneath the shade of
the sycamores; and right pleasant was It to see the
dancing and general happiness of the little ones.

A MoneRD was perpetrated on Thursday night, at
about 8 o'clock, on Hospital street, between Royal
and Bourbon. An old German, reported by the po-
lice to be named Michael Swiss, and by the Coroner
to be E. Selath, and keeper of a cheap second-hand
variety shop, was found lying in his back room,
moaning, and his head bleeding profusely. A char.
coal dealer.next door first discovered the fact, being
attracted by the old man's moans. He was nout in-
sensible, but appeared as if he had been drinking, and
refused to answer any questions. The police were
soon on hand, but could form no conjecture as to
who had done the deed. It was known that during
the day the old man had been up to the City Trea.
surer's office to pay his license, and this led to an in.
ference that some villain, knowing him to have
money, had followed him home and knocked him in
the head to rob him. At a later hour, one of the po-
lice foudd a twenty-dollar gold-piece lying in the
old man's blood on the floor, and this seemed to in-
dicate that the outrage had been committed for pur.
poses of robbery; though no other evidence of rob.
bery was discovered. Lient. Gastinel had the old
man sent to Charity Hospital, where, yesterday, he
died. The Coroner set about holding his inquest,
but had to defer it to await the result of police inves-
tigations. The postomortem examination, however,
was made; and showed death to have resulted from
a violent fracture of the skull, inflicted with some
heavy blunt instrument.

Verdict : " Accidentally killed by
falling, while drunk, from the second story of the
house." Deceased was about 40 years of age, and a
native of Germany.
Death from Intemperance.-An inquest was held

yesterday on the body of Catherine Sibrey, found
dead in a house on Julia street, near Derbigny street.
Verdict : " Died of debility, caused by intemperance."
She was about 45 years old, and a native of Germany'

A LAD about 14 years of age, son of Mrs. Lanois,
residing on Nayades street, between Euterpe and
Polymnia, was seriously injured yesterday afternoon,
by the explosion of some chemicals which he was
mixing for a dentist. His face was badly burnt, and
one of his eyes so seriously injured as to endanger
its sight. Blinded and smarting with the pain, he
rushed through a window, and in so doing, further
injured himself.

MARY BENBNET was taken from Girod street to
Charity Hospital, yesterday, by Lieut. Dryden. One
of her ribs was broken; what broke it, was not re-
ported.

Mrs. Waiters say eshe can
collect at the same spot as much gold as can lay on
the bowl of a teaspoon in a short time, without din.
ging for it. Having ascertained that it was real gold,
she reserved to herself fifteen days before she would
disclose the locality where it is to be found.

A HoaRIxt.n DEATH.-The Hingham (Mass.) Joor-
nal tells a story of a man being strangled to death by
a snake. It appears that Mr. Daniel Corthell of that
town had for some time past been troubled by a living
snake in his stomach. Several attempts were nade
to eject the reptile by difbferent methods, which proved
unavailing, until at last boiled milk was resorted to,
the stream of which, as it entered the mouth of Mr.
0., started the snake up into his throat, where it stnck
fast, and before it could be removed, Mr. C. choked
to death. It is supposed that Mr. C. swallowed the
snase whet it was quite small, while drinking.

STATISTICS OF SLAUGTE.--The N. Y. Tribune
goes into a statistical survey and review of the camn
paigns of the Great Napoleon, as compared with the
present war in Italy, which is shown to be, so far,
less bloody than the campaign of Napoleon I :

Groping for facts among the mass of contradictory
telegrams, it would seem that about 250,000 troops,
of all arms, participated more or less in the straggle
at Magenta; and that the killed and wounded nam-
ber some 20,000- being not far from eight per cent.
of the armies. Appalling as is such slaughter, Ma-
genta wears a moch smoother front than the grim-
visaged fields of the Napoleonic period.

We have collated the details of ten of the chief
battles of that era-namely, Marengo, Austerlitz,
Jena, Eylau, Friendland, Aspern, Wagram, Boredino,
Leipsic and Waterloo. Taking as the basis of our
calculations the average statements of the leading
authorities on all aides, and discarding mere fractions,
and dealing only in round numbers, we find that, in
these tea battles, France and her allies had 989,000
men, of all arms ; her antagonists 1,132,000; and
that there were killed and wounded of the former
249,500, and of the latter 261,500-making an ag-
gregate of 2,121,000 troops engaged,of whom 011,000
were killed and wounded. The average loss, there.
fore, in these ten battles, is a fraction over twenty-
four per cent., or a little less than one-quarter of ill
the troops engaged I The carnage at Magenta, then,
would seem to be only about one-third as great as
the average slaughter of the chief contests of the
first Napoleon.

GREAT FIRE IN MILWAUKEs.--The Milwaukee Sen-
tinel of the 22d alt. gives the following particulars
of a destructive fire in that city on the previous
night :

At about 12 o'clock last night the grocery store of
De Mor & Raymohd, in Young's block, on Wisconsin
street, was discovered to be on fire. Our firemen
were all soon upon the ground, having just then es-
corted their Chicago guests to the beats, but their
efforts to stay the flames proved almost entirely' un-
availing. In about one hour the whole block, ex-
tending from Main street to the Custom House, was
completely enveloped in fire, and shortly after 1
o'clock the main part of the building tell in with a
tremendous crash.

The entire building, including the following bai-
ness places, were destroyed : Book store of Tunis &
Co.; grocery of De Mor & Raymond ; cigar store of
M. Strauss ; Gothic Hall of Smith & Seoftleben ;
beer halls of J. Schauss; drug store of Morton &
Fowler; gas fitting establishment of Hickey ; trunk
store of J. R. Cocup ;sewing machine emporium and
fancy store, besides Young's Hall and several other
establishments.

All the parties, excepting De Mor & Raymond, suc-
ceeded in saving their goods, and the panorama of
the Arctic Expedition was also saved from the hall.
We heard the loss roughly estimated, last night, at
from $70,000 to $100,000, ut our opinion is that it
will not exceed the inside sum.

CooPs IN MARYLAND.-The Baltimore Clipper of
the 25th says :

We learn from a gentlemen just returned from
Western Maryland, that the crops of wheat and rye
in Washington and Frederick counties are very large
and of the finest quality. Some of the farmers have
already commenced cutting, and others will soon fol-
low in their wake, making everything look brisk in
those localities.

KILLED BY BRANDY.-In Pittstown, Rensselaer
county, N. Y., on the 10th, a man of temperate
habits, named Warren Johnstone, was induced by an
acquaintance to go on a spree. At one tavern he met
a second acquaintance, who offered to pay for a tum.
bler of brandy if Johnstone would drink it. The lat-
ter agreed to the proposition and poured it down his
throat. The acquaintance asked if he would drink
another. Johnson said he would, and drank the
second tumbler soon after. He soon became stupid
and senseless, was carried home in the bottom of a
wagon, some two miles, and died on the following
evening.
