Eds. Crescent: The news on the Isthmus, apart t
from the presence of Mr. McLane and the exciting t
remarks his energetic policy has called forth, is not
of much account.

The affairs of the Tehuantepeo Company continue I
just as I left them atomy last communication per the 1
Indianola, with the exception that confidence is
gradually returning to the people here, that the
Tehuantepec Company must weather the storm and
come out yet with colors flying above all discourage- I
ment and all opposition. The action of the Board of
Directors in New Orleans, the calm and quiet move-
ments of the Company's agents, and the continued
shipments of valuable machinery to this place, gives
renewed assurance that the work undertaken years
ago will not be given up until it is consummated.

The steamer Webb arrived bore on the morning of
the slet of July, and her mails and passengers were
immediately sent forward on the Suchil. The Webb
also broughtover a new habaft for the Allegheny Belle,
and that fine boat will be in running order very
quickly. She will make a sensation up the river, for
she is a much nicer boat than the Suchil, and better
calculated to accommodate passengers. I am happy
to state that arrangements have been made to put a
new steamship on the route between New Orleans
and this place on the 12th, and that our old favorite,
John A. Diamond, will come down on her as purser.
The fact is, Diamond is looking ill at present, and if
his position is not changed and his quarters made
more comfortable, the ailment may end sadly. Just
think of the gay and dashing purser of the Quaker
Oity-the attentive gentleman, however, when busi-
ness has to be attended to-sleeping on the deck of a
towboat and making his toilet each morning where
the availability of a barber shop was never thought
of. I saw him one morning, and the idea of a coal-
beaver smote me like a chunk of anthracite; but
anon, and the butterfly came forth. Those sad times
will vanish after this, for the better day is come, and
Diamond will now be In his proper element.

While Mr. McLane has been here, several consular
questions have come up, and I could see that the
Minister only wished for an occasion to make the pa"
tive officers here feel that the time for a change in
the treatment of American citizens was nigh at hand.
They were guarded, however, in their conduct, and
the wish was disappointed; but the evident desireon
his part for the right kind of an excuse to bring his
mission to an abrupt close, has produced good fruit.
It has given encouragement to the better class of
Americans, while it has excited a suspicion amongst
the Mexicans that perhaps they had better not pro-
voke bitter feelings in those who are prospectively
the joint owners of the country.

However, I must put down the black with the white,
and while I give credit to all parties, I most say that
sometimes I very much doubt if a conflict between
the natives and foreigners of this place can be much
longer avoided. The feeling of detestation for us is
growing stronger every day, and it was never more
terribly illustrated than the other day, when four or
six policemen arrested an American citizen, and after
he was in their charge they beat him with their
swords until his back was black and blue with stripes.
He had quarreled with a negro, and for some imper.
tinence from the darkey bad drawn out his knife and
pistol. The police saw the row and advanced to sup.
press it. Immediately the darkey fled, and the white
man gave up his weapons. He was arrested and
started to the prison through a heavy rain, himself
and his jailors running all the way, he before and
they behind him, striking him at every jump with
their bare swords And again, after he was in prison,
they beat him, and at last threatened to send him of
a to Acayucan, thirty miles distant, to be tried before

the Court of First Instance. The Minister made some
inquiry, and the Consul, Mr. A. C. Allen, immediately
went up to the Court and asked for the discharge of
the man. The Judge at first refused, but after a
while he consented to release the man, provided he
was taken out of the cou.try. Mr. McLane agreed to
take him on board the Brooklyn, and thus that ques
tion was settled. Do not think that the case did not
attract attention amongst the American citizens, for
r it did, and if there had been no rain at the time, and
the usual number of Americans had been on the
streets, there would have been a precious row, and
' the police would have caught a terrible thrashing.
This feeling is on the increase, and sometime there
will come a difficulty here when the Americans and
Mexicans will come in conflict, and a fearful fight
will result.

I have observed with considerable ;interest. the
appearance in this city, since Mr. McLane came to
Minatitlan, of quite a number of marines from the
sloop of-war Brooklyn. They are a fine looking set
of fellows, and their conduct has been very com-
mendable; but the principal feeling evoked by their
appearance has been that of pride at the sensation
they created. Their presence was a visible sign of
the power they represented, and it has been so long
since anything belonging to our navy has been seen
here,that people almost forgot,we had ships of war
or regiments of troops.

The reported descent of Coubeos on Oaxaca, and the
consequent trepidation of the people hereabouts, I
turns out to be incorrect. Cobos started for Oaxaca,
and on the road had a slight engagement with some
Liberalists, about forty miles from the town, which
although it left him a victor, yet convinced him that
he had no business coming any further this way, un-
less he had the hope of support from the rear. Be-
ing without tlis hope, he turned back and counter-
marched on Guanajuato, where his troops were
needed to assist eYoll. Thus we have been delivered
from any immediate dnger, although I am assured
by a gentleman from Mexico that Miramoa has de-
termined to take this Isthmus as soon as possible,
hoping by that step to force the United States to
recognize and treat with him. If there was no dan-
ger to great interests and to many lives, I should like
to see him succeed in his project, for then I should
feel that the United States could not avoid an active
interference.

We have had another row in the town'of Acayn-
cam, thirty miles from here, in which four or five
Mexicans were killed. It originated in a Montague
and Capulet feud, and the victims, like Mercutio,
were only adherents, not principals. Two families at
Acayucam pretend to divide the town, but the ques-
tion generally favors the strongest after a fight, and
so it did on the2 tth inst., when the Hernandez family
came off first best.

The killing mania seems to be spreading. Eight
Indians starred from the mahogany cuttings of Mr.
Allen last week to come to town. On the road a
fight sprung up and several persons were wounded
ansd one Indian brained. The parties fought with
sticks, rocks, and whatever they could find, and the
one that was killed actually bhad his brains knocked
out. All of them were arrested and brought to town
for trial.

A curious case is now the subject of conversation
in many parties here. There is a French boy here
who came to Minatitlan in a merchant ship, from
which I suppose he deserted. He sought work and
was sent into the woods to cut, and while there he
got in debt. He ran away from his employer and
returned to this place, when he again hired out. His
employer traced him to this place and sent the police
after him. He was caught and delivered over to hist employer on the ground that he was the property of

bis creditor until the debt was paid. Now you willI remember that the law of peonage was long since
r abolished in Mexico, yet, I assure yon, it is still in

force just as much as ever, andi since its provisions
are thus taoitly extended to Frenchmen, I think the
law is expmnsive iu its spirit and force instead of
growing eb•oaete.

We h.ul an iateresting shower of frogs, or rather

toads, last week. There were aul clouds overbead
at the time, from which pce o$nl ebowers fell, like
April sprinkles. All t o e I aw An old lady throw
her basket fromin her with the grfates consternation,
and a quiet old Frenchak torsed hia hat into the
gutter to keep company with the market basket. He
spread his umbrella, however, in double quick time,
for he did not llke the rain that showered upon him
frogs by the peck. Thoeands of small toads fell in
the course of two milutes, and these were the o.a
siaon of the old lady's and the old Frenchman's move-
meots, for ht and basket and everything else out of
doors were dlled with the liveliet and best acqualoted
set of frogs that ever hopped about my feet. I have
heard of showers of flesh, small sprinkles of fish, but
this is the first time I ever witnessed anything par
taking of the animal coming down from the clouds.

The bark D. Godwin bha cleared from this Custom'
House to-day with a large load of mahogany. The
schooner Rebecca, Capt. Davis, of Mobile, sails from
here to-morrow for Tuaspan for a load of fruit.

Thos. Marshall, an Irishman, a native of Contility,
County Cork, died in this city last week. He had
been solfering from relaxation of the bowels for some
time.

The river here is in excellent boating order, but we
have no use to put the maguifcent stream to except
to catch fish in it between the times the Tehuantepec
steamer leaves and comes.

Messrs. Editors: I arrived here several days

snlce, but my time and attention has been so com-
pletely engrossed by themainobject of my visit, that
I have found little leisure for scribbling. However,
to-day h•qlg the " glorious Fourth," and busilness en-
tirely tspehided, I wil lU e opportunity to do
a little it that way.

My route North was by way of the West, passing
through St. Louis, Chicago, Detroit, Bfftalo, Niagara
Falls, and so on here. I was delighted with the ap-
pearance of both St. Louis and Chicago, each place
showing to the most superficlal observer evidences of
growth and prosperity truly wonderful, although the
latter city is far ahead of the former, in both size and
beanty.

The route I took was a pleasant one, and I would
advise any one, going North, to follow my example,
especially if he desires to improve himself in knowl-
edge as to the vast resources of the westernportion
of his country. As the roads along the route are
very good, and the hotels--particularly the Tremont
Houso, in Chicago-excellent, the traveler will find
it decidedly a pleasant way of proceeding.

my being one of the "villatnous

slave-drivers" of the South would be of considerable
inconvenience to me on this trip, but am glad to say
that I was disappointed. Public sentiment, In re-
gard to the agitation of the slavequestion, has under-
gone quite a change of late for the better, and is im-
proving daily.

The
negroes were the property of Mr. N. R. Sledge, of
Come, Panola county, Miss., and ran away from their
master several weeks since. We are pleased to learn
that none of the arresting parties received any injury
of consequence.

At the head of 35,000 men and two divisions of t
cavalry, numbering 15,000, or an aggregate force of
50,000, he attacked the center of the Austrian army,
and a most sanguinary conflict followed.

The Austrians received the attack with great firm-
ness and a murderous fre of artillery and small arms*

After twelve hours hard fighting Gen. Neill forceI
the Austrian center ard the battle was won.

The Austrians then brought up their reserve of
80,000 men. The Allies also brought up their re-
serve of 50,000 men and after a fight of three hours
more the battle ended entirely in favor of the Allies.

The Zonaves performed prodigies of daring-and
valor and were much cut up.

Orders have been received at Milin to prepare
14,000 beds for the wounded of the Allied army and
wounded prisoners.

During the battle the Piedmontese army were at
one time completely surrounded by the Austrians,
but bravely repulsed them with great carnage.

Austrian deserters say that there-were 400,00 Aus.
trian troops at Borro-Sengal.

Marshal Baraguay D'Hilliers came to the aid of
Gen. Neill, and after driving the Austrians from Sal-
ferrino, marched against Cassiano heights, which
were strongly occupied by the Austrians; attacked
their position and captured it, compelling the Aus-
trians to retire along their whole line.

The Allied army remained masters of the hard
fought field, but it appears were unable to pursue the
retreating columns.

LATER FROSt SOUTH AMIERICA.

The War between Buenos Ayres and the
Argentine Coifederatlon II

NEW YORK, July 1l.-By an arrival at this port we
have received later and important advices from South
America.

The long pending difficulty between Buenos Ayres
and the Argentine Confederation, has at length
reached a crisis, and 2000 men of the Buenos Ayres
army have invaded the Confederation.

Paraguay has proposed to assist President Urquiza
with four war steamers.

Brazil has determined to remain neutral but is in-
t creasing her naval force on the La Plata.

Four new steamers have been purchased by Buenos
CAyres.

Later from Yucatan.
PAss A-L'OUTrs, July 11.-The Mexican brig Deseo

has arrived at this point with advices from Campeachy
of the 4th inst.

There were no New Orleans vessels at that port.
The political aspect of affairs was generally tran-

quil.
There were no demonstrations of a revolutionary

character.
Affairs at Yucatan were in much the same condition

as previously reported.

With all the eauber-
ance and enthosiasm of youth, they yet admirably dis-
played that feeling which is the bond of older societies
of older men; that feeling of good brotherhood and i
true humanity, which culminates in benevolence or
deeds of charity. It pleased us to see so many young
men, fcreign born and native, representing all the
civilized nations, meeting so cordially on the broad
platform of humanity, which can float everywhere
and touch with a welcome, perfectly regardless of
national outlines or the points of the compass. The
raft of true humanity has never yet stranded or sunk,
or lost any of its passengers. We have seen the raft
a great many times, and have always felt glad at the
sight. But we never saw that raft in better trim for
a long voyage than we did on Sunday. All hands
were young, fresh, healthy, asd evidently felt what "
they were standing upon. They made their first ap-.
pearance in the streets as an organized body. Their I

youth and their genteel appearance won the pnbli I

applause. Those who knew the young men, or any
portion of them, were enthusiastic.

Without any disparagement to older benevolent
societies, we must say that the eight of this turnout
did as good. Yoqug-men, slogle men, boys if you
will, full of health, exuberance and jollity, are apt to
club together for purposes only of sport and recrea-
tion; to which no one can objeot. But when, with
all their youth and humor, they still club together
for the contingencies of the future--misfortune, sick-
ness, death-are they not to be applauded, or cheered,
or encouraged?

Our opinion is, that when most who read these
lines shall have left for other parts of the world, or
for the unknown world, the "Yonog Men's Benevo-
lent Society" will bloom to the pleasure of all and to
the comfort of many.iThe society may change Its
name, its present members may. ran their course
through life and depart; but the acorn sown will
