SOUTHERN PACIFIC RAILROAD.

The Marshal (Texas) Republican, of the th lonst.,
commenting upon the recent decision of the Supreme
Court in relation to the State suit against this Com-
pany, observes:

We publish on our first page the decision of the
Supreme Court in the suit of the State against the S.
P. Railroad Company. This decision was unexpected.
While it sends the case back to be tried upon its mer-
its, however, it concedes that there is but one point
upon which to sustain a forfeiture, and that is the
allegation of a failure to organize the Company under
the act of 1087. It is notorious that the Company
was properly organized and domicillated in Texas
previous to the 19th of June, 1858,inaecordance with
that act, and is susceptible of proof. There is then no
danger to the enterprise except from delay, which is,
of course, to be lamented. The feeling in favor of the
enterprise, and confidence in the success of its future
management, was never stronger in Texas than at
the present time.

The delay is, of course, unfortunate; but if the
feeling in favor of the enterprise is as strong as rep.
resented, it is hound to succeed ultimately. By the
way, will our cotemporary name the probable delay
that will follow this decision? It should not be very
great, certainly; and, under the circumstances, it
would seem that operations could be prosecuted as
usual. The information asked for would be very
gratefully received in this section.

This is the mightiest railroad enterprise of the age,
and all our people will rejoice when it enters on a
career of progression that shall neither be interrvpted
or emburrassed.

Nzw Yonu, July 16.-The steamship Weser, of
the Bremen and New York line of ocean steamers,
has arrived here, having touched at Soouthampton,
and bringing dates of the 4th instant.

The Liverpool Cotton market closed quiet but
steady, at former quotations. The estimated sales of
Saturday, 24 July, amounted to 6,000 bales. The
Breadetuffs market closed dnlL Provisions also closed
dull.

LooDoN, July 4.-The Money market continues
active, and Consol have advanced from 93 to 93j.

PAnts, July 4.-Since the departure of the Canada
the Three Per Cent State Rente. have advanced.
They closed to day at 63.35.

Lornoo, July 5.-Dispatcheos va Vienna and Paris
announce that on the 1st inst., a French fotilla, con.
aisting of six shipsof-the-line, five frigates and large

number of gun-boats was seen off Carrola,on the Dal-
matisan coast.

The English squadron, numbering seven men-of-
war, was offAncona, at the same date.

Loenox, July 4-A telegram from Berlin states
that Prince Windischgrats, the well-known generalils
elmo of the Austrian army, is expected to reach there
in the course of the day on a special misesion from the
Emperor of Austria. He left Vienna, and passed
through Dresden, where he had an Interview with the
King of Saxony.

A telegram from Frankfort.on-the.Maln indicates
that Austria and Prussia have agreed in respect to
the military commandments and other questions in
dispute.

In consequence of this, the German Diet has de-
cided to place the army of observation on the
Rhine.

LoNDox, July 4.-A telegram from Vienna, of the
3d inst., states that up to that time no other engage-
ment had taken place.

The Piedmontese troops, under Victor Emanuel,
had surrounded Peachiera, one of the four fortresses
of the Historic Square.

LoDnoN, July 4.-A telegram from Milan, of the
let lonst, states that Garibaldi is maneuvering north
of Pesehiera, approaching the Adige, and endeavor
ing to close the whole valley, in order to isolate
Verona, the eastern fortress of the Historic Square.
By this movement he endeavor to oat off the
Austrian reinforcements which are continually pour-
ing down from the Tyrolean Alps.

At last accounts Garibaldi was at Tigrano (?) with
5000 men.

LoeooN, July 4.-A dispatch from Turin states
that the corps d'armee of Prince Napoleon, who, at
last dates, had left Parma for the banks of the Po ,
were to be reinforced bya French Division.

LsNDoo, July 4.-Advices from Marseilles state
that an outbreak had taken place at Messina. The
United States steam frigate which was at Trieste had
sailed for hessina.

LosDoN, July 4.-Letters from Ancona and Civita,
received in the Papal SBtates, announces that during
the disturbances at Perugia, which were suppressed
by the Pontifical troops, Edward M. Perkins, Esq.,
and a party of Bostoniansat that place, were assaulted
at their hotel, and their baggage, jewelry and other
valuables, worth $25,000, stolen.

The proprietor of the hotel was shot, and most of
the furniture in the hotel was destroyed.

The Bostonians escaped assassination by being sc-
creted fourteen hours by the mother of the hotel-
keeper.

LATER FROM MEXICO.

QUARANTINE, July 15--The steamer Tennessee ar-
rived here this morning at 9 o'clock. She left Vera
Cruz on the 13th inst. She brings $725,009on freight.

The United States sloop.of.war Brooklyn, which
left Vera Cruz on the 10th for Pensacola, had on
board a projected treaty between Mexico and the
United States.

On the 13th instant a decree was issued by the
Juarez Government,declaring church estates national
property.

FURTHER BY THE STEAMSHIP WESER.

RETREAT OF THE AUSTRIATS TO VERONA.

AUSTRIAN ACCOUNT OPB THEIR LOBSES.

Extra Session of the Bavarian Diet.
LoNnoN, July 4.-The latest advices from the seat

of war announce that the Austrians have entirely
abandoned the line of the Mincio, and fallen back on
their stronghold, Verona, after having burned the
bridges over the Minelo, at Monzambano, (Mozze-
ano?) Valeggio and Goito.

Dispatches from the Austrian headquarters state
that the number of oficers killed at the battle of Sal-
ferino was twenty-three, and the number of men
killed and wounded is set down at nine thousand,
and about four thousand missing, most of whom have
returned.

The Austrian accounts acknowledge the loss of five
pieces of artillery.

A dispatch from Munich, the capital of Bavaria,
states that an extra session of the Diet has been con-
voked for the 14th inst., for the purpose of raising
money to pay the expenses of the mobilization of the
army.

STILL LATER FROMI EUROPE.

ARIRIVAL OF THE STEAMSHIP BORUSSIA.

IMPORTANT DECLARATION OF PRUSSIA.

COMIERCIAL INTPROVEMENT IN FRANCE.

NEW YORK, July 10.-The steamship Borussia,
Capt. Troutman, of the Hamburg and New York line,
arrived at this port this evening.

She left Hamburg on the 20th, and touched at
Southampton on the evening of the 4th instant, and
brings six hours later news than was received by the
Weser.

Losnox, July 4.-A telegram from Paris states
that the naval preparations at Toulon and Brest are
being carried on with the greatest activity. Another
division of the army was to leave Lyons for Italy im-
mediately. Immense quantities of projectiles con-
tinue to be forwarded from France to the seat of war.

The Prussian Government has positively assured
that of France that her military preparations and
measures are not taken with a view to commence
hostilities against France.

In the commercial circles of France confidence
has been somewhat restored since the battle of Sal-
ferino.

The manufacturers at Lyons have reorived large
orders from America, sufficient to compensate them
for all their losses by the war.

The shortness of the French sugar crop, it is feared,
will create serious difficuities next year.

The very Latest Foreign Details.

By the arrival of the Adelaide at NTw York, we
have Cork papers of the 30th elt. In the Cork Con.
stitution of that date we find the following additional
references to the battle of Solferino :
A Paris letter gives a few details of the first eat

battle in Italy. Gee. Kiel, with 35,000 men andtwo
divisions of cavalry, in all about 50,000, ere engaged
till 4 P. M., when he succeeded In frring the Aes-
trian center after twelve hours' fighting. The Ann.
triane had brought up their reserves o 80,000 and
the Allies theirs of 50,000. It was a most critical
moment. Three hours more,and the general fighting
ended to the advantage of the Allies. The Zonaves
are said to be much cut up, and the let Chasseors of
Algeria terribly treated. Fourgenerals were wounded
and one killed. Fourteen thousand beds have been
commanded at Milan for wounded.

The reason why the Austrians crossed the Mincio
to fight is attributed to the suggestion of the Prince
of Prussia, who said if they gained the battle, the in-
tervention of Prussia would not be needed. If the
Allies followed the Austrians across the water, that
would alter the queslion. The French Government
does not appear alarmed atthe military movements of
Prussia. The garrisons on the entire frontier have
not been re-enforced. MarshalPeliseler has made ar-
raugements with the railways to convey 30,000 troops
from Strasbourg within twelve hours, so that Io0,000O
men may be assembled on the Rhine within thirty-
six hours.

PARus, June 29.-The Moniteur contains details of
the battle of Solferino, but which are reports of the
different corps d'armse. The Moniteur does not
state the number of killed and wounded on either
side:

"The Austrians on the first retreat across the
Mincio desired to inspire us with adventurous confi-
dence. Thus we should deploy our lines toa great
extent, and enable them to attack our columns thus
distant from each other. But the Emperor]does not
depart from that exalted prudence which regulates
courage, and the further the army advanced the more
the columns strengthened themselves by concentra-
tion. Solferino is one of these battles which, if they
do not end a war, at least allow the solution to be
foreseen. The Emperor of Austria commanded in per-
son, and had thus been able to see of what a nation
he had made himself the enemy."

TaRNs, 28.-The Pledmontese Gazette publishes
official details of the battle of Solferino, written the
same evening. According tothe positive information,
25,000 Sardinians held ground against 50,000 Austri-
ans, who occupied a formidable position, from which
they were dislodged by the Sardinians, under the or-
ders of the King. The loss of the Sardinians is said
to be about 1000 killed, and the same number
wounded.

The Times' correspondent at Paris reports that a
project is opened for mobilizing one hundred battal-
ions of the National Guard and reorganizing them
for garrison duty. On the 8th an aid.de-camp of the
Emperor Alexander left St. Petersburg for Italy, said
to be bearer of an autograph letter from the Czar to
the Emperor Napoleon.
