44 B. C.-The customary games in memory of
Caesar's victories were exhibited by Octavius on
this day, dedicated to Venus Mater, when he pro.
duced the hero's golden spectatorial chair. The anni.
versary is interesting from the fact of a comet hav-
ing appeared near the Great Bear, which was visible
for seven days.
