Tas AxERICAN BRIuGmn IN MExxco.-Since the
publication of our last statetment on this subject,
says the New York Journal of Commerce, the plan
of organizing the force has undergone some change.
It is now determined to raise only two regiments,
each to oonsist of 1000 men, one from this State and

the other from California. [The latter State is con.
aidered the best in the Union for recruiting.]

The commanding officer of this force, Brig. Gen.
Wheat, was a cavalry captain of the Tennessee vol-
unteers in the Mexican war, and took a conspicuous
part in Walker's last attempt upon Nicaragua. He
left this city a day or two ago in the steamship Ma-
rion for Charleston, whence he will proceed to Vera
Cruz via New Orleans, in compliance with a dispatch
from the Jnares Government, asking for his presence
at that point as soon as possible. The present ar-
rangement is, for Gen. Wheat to remain in Mexico,
and look after afaires there until the arrival of thN
two regiments from the United States, when he will
assume the command.

The Colonel of the New York regiment is the late
Commlesary-Generalof this State, J. H. Bobart Ward,
a captain of the regular army in the Mexican war,
and now the commander of the 'Scott Life Guard,
composed exclusively of men who fought in Mexico.
