of the fivg, by log tek 3 the firemen,
hearing that two printing offices were on fAre, nearly
Lroke their necks coming, -and were anlimbered nand
at work before 3t Fatrlok’s bell, with e sonerous
tongue, sald, “ There ic s fre’ It tolled the news
of a Ore, aod bold the troth.

Befors the firemen could get their laddera and hoee
inte effective use the Miined were belching oot fori-
rionsly over Carap street, afl threatened a repetilion
of the satastropbe whichlaid the same row in asbes
aame eight or nine years age. Bat the fivemen acted
with their usnal encrey, and ehowed that they were
quite a8 willing to save a printing house as sny other
sort ol a house. W thonght they acted with more
han their usoal death-defying enerzy 3 bot that might
have been awing to the fact that we were in onon
commonly advuologeons sitoation to witoess and ap-
preciate fheir ecrvices.

Messre, Hawes & Co's bindevy,
in the third atory, wos of coarse consomed, de-
stroyed ‘partly by fice and partly by the water
thcown,  Th nd 6tony, below, was orcupled by
Tawyers' offic i were well washed by the de-
seendlog Water. The book end stationery sbore, on
the street fioor, bhud its contents moch damaged by
the water. The fire, wo leam, starfed ot or near
the head of the stuica in the bindary; how, we
wers nrable Lo ascertain. The two printing oficas
sustained no oilier Juks than a amoking, some little
water, and @ terporucy suspenaton of hosiness,
