Aumlmog. as he bad a right, the voiceof counasel, he preented aimoet every posible phase
of toe Prasldetlial question, and diupussionatelypointed out to his bearers what to likely to be cooa
sequences of the few probablee poeitioau the Sooth is
expected to aesme when that iau is presented in
1880. Mr. Gray was free in saying he regarded the
election of a Black Republican to the Presidency ea
an overo act of aggrssion on the part of the North,
and coneqoently wouldJustify the Booth in taking
steps toward a deolutioo ; yet the lesne was not a
practical one,end he believed the people of the South
could not be united in resisting ch aggrestion.

be better for the Sooth, perhaps, to wait for some
ieeue upon which they coold be united a one man.
He, for one, held thins would not be until the powers
of the Federal Government were brought in direct
conflict With the right. of property. It baa long
been regarded by us as one of the greatest obstacles
to a dissolution of the Union, evenif it should ever
be desired, that we shall find our own people divided
a to the expedieneyof the step.

Tas CooSRaact. Powea oe Cowroe.-At a recent
meeting of the Cotton Planters' Association, held at
Macon, Ga., an Interesting paper was read on the
commercial influence of cotton, conesidered in its rela-
tion to the trade and Induetry of the world. The
memoir was drawn op by a committee appointed forthe ponrpose, cosistingof IMessrs. Rogers, Davis,
Hilltman, Rumph and Belvin. Taking for the basis
of their calculations the estimate of Mr. Marcy, when,
as Secretary of State, in obedience to a request made
by the House of Repreecntatives, he submitted a re-
por In which he placed the average vale of the an-
noal cotton cropof the United States at $100,000,000,
the committee add to this sum $33,000,000 as the
value of the cotten crop produced in other countries
-thns stating :hbtotal production of the world at
$133,000,000. Suppoatng that of the product thus
raised in different countries an amount to the value
of $33,000,0O0 is retained at home for the purpose of
immediate domestio conasumption-and this is about
the amount, according to best data attainable by the
committee--they assume as the basis of their first de-
parture in estimotioc the commercial power of cotton
that at east $100,000,000 worth of the raw material
eotera into the commercial exports of the world. As
these exports imply an import of equal value in the
way of exchangeable commodities, the commercial
power of cottonin this its primury aspect rises to the
sum of $200,000,000.

But the manuuicturing countries which receive this
cotton turn it into textile fabrics which acquire a
greatly enhanced value sbove the coot of the raw ma-
terial. This increased value tis moderately estimated
by the committee at six times the originul pyice.of
the commodity. All of this manufactured cotton is
not needed for home consumption, and, according to
the best tables, it Is estimated that more than one-
aixth of the cotton imported into maufacturlng
coontriesis re-exported in the shape of the manu-
factored article, which thus lends itself anew to the
promotion of commerce. The skilled laborer ex-
pended on the portion thus reexported gives to it the
value of at least $100,000,000, whicb, determining in
recturn an import to an equal amount, adds at lea t
$200,000,000 to the commercial exchanges of the
world, insomuch that, in the light of these statistics,
the committee estimate that the immediate influence
of cotton in supporting and maintaining the commer
cial aotivity of civilized Stoates is represented by a
num not less, in round nombers, than $400,000,000
per annum.

It is obvious that this calculation may be indefi-
nitely extended in its industrial applicationa and con-
nections. In order to show in all its relations end
hearings the politico-economical importance o cotton,considered as an element in the great web of humanIaffairs. [National Intelligencer.

Col. 8. A. Blain, Witchita Agent, have chosren a sitefor an agency for these Indians, at the old Kechi vil.lage, on the head waters of the Washlta river, be-tween the 98th and 100th degrees of longitude, andsay ten miles south of the 35th parallel of latitude,near Whipple's route to Californaa.

This location is in what is called the Sugar TreeValley, and for twenty or thirty miles round is a goodfarming country, well watered, with plenty of timberfor farming purposes, and capable of sustaining alarge populatolun. It is on Beale's road to Albu-
querque.

The location of this Agency in so fertile, wellwatered and healthy a country, surrounded as it isby barren prairies and naked mountains, reflectsmuch credit on the Superintendent and being onthe road to Albaquerue, will facilitate the traveland trade being opened in that direction by our en-
terprising community.It is supposed that a new fort will be built at or
near this place, it being a better point for one thancan be found In fifty to one hundred miles distant,and it may be necessary for the protection of theIndians. [Fort Smith Herald, 1b8th.
