These "Boles of Court," as we should term them, a
appear to me to be a step in the advance of pro- r
greo and liberality. The first rule enjoins " that a
after confession no criminal cause or other document b
will be kept in private, and every thing relating to ii
the matter, especially the sentence, will be made pub-
lic, except when the nature of the case requires it
should be done with closed doors, and even then, any
person interested in the case, or the " defenders "
(counsel for the defense) have a right to be present.
It will not, I trust, be deemed mal apropos in me, to
give a description of a Spanish criminal trial. After
the lapse of some days after the arrest of the accnsed
and his committal to prison, he is visited by a fiscal
(proseenting attorney) and his declaracion takeb,
which is used as evidence against him on the trial.
The evidence for the prosecution is taken to a similar
manner, without the accused or his legal advisers be-
•ng present to crossexamine the witness; so that, to I
our view, it will seem impossible or nearly so, for an
accused man to esoape the fangs of his accusers by
having a fair trial. And yet, I do believe, in many
cases, full justice, perhaps not tempered with mercy, I
sla done l

A treaty has been concluded between Spain and the 1
State of Honduras, in which the former power has
secured advantages to her flag which she does
not herself grant to it in her commerce with Cuba.
This treaty consists of two parts. The rsat being
simply the " most favored nation clause," whilst the
second permits panish steamers to carry cargoes to I
Omoa or Troxillo, or to both ports, and, to only pay 1
tonnage dues, etc., at one of them, and also arriving
at either of those ports without cargo for them, and
taking away the products of the country, they are to
be considered as in ballast and will not pay tonnage
duoes. In this island a vessel, no matter whether she
be Spanish or foreign, most arrive in ballast or bring
a cargo of coals, and take away an entire cargo of
molasses, to be free from the payment of tnnage dues.
Vessels, too, under this treaty, carrying coal to Hon-
duras exclusively for the use of the Spanish steamers,
are not to pay any tonnage duoes.

Her Gracious Majesty, the Queen of Spain, has so
strong a maternal solicitude for the wellbeloing of her
loyal and loving subjects in Cuba that she has trans-
mltted thirty-one articles, published in the Gaceta
of 12th instant, to " regulate dangerousand unhealthy
buildings," directing them tohbe pulled down,etc.

A subscription has been opened in this city to erect
a monument at Salamanca, (Spain) in memory of a
celebrated author-Fray Luis de Leon.

The contract for carrying the mails from Spain to
Porto Rico and this island has been obtained by two
Spanish firms named Bo1l Martorel & Co. and Tinto
& Co., who have united their forces. They are to be
paid $29,850 for each voyage.

Letters from and to Spain from these islands and
between the two islands, will from and after let Sep-
tember next require a postage stamp of the value of
12} cts. to be afixed upon them,instead of one of the
value of O6 cts., as has been the case for the last two
or three years. So says her Majesty in a royal order
doted 23d May last.

macy with the managing director of the bank, one a
day, recently, asked a loan of $10,000 of the bank, t
which he was told he could have if he would give t
proper secnrity for it; at which he grew very angry.
and used threats of injuring the bank.

Strange to relate, shortly after this the Captain I
General issued an order forbidding the Bank to I
slaughter any more cattle, and directing it to go into t
liquidation, and its affairs closed within a brief space
of time (two months, I believe.) I should be sorry I
to suppose that an Alderman of the city, even 
though he be a Marques, had sufficient influence I
over our chief authority to induce him to do an act
calculated to inflict so great a public Injury. No I
there must be some other reason for this, of which E
the public is not aware. I trust, however, his Ex-
cellency will reconsider his decision and permit El I
Banco Industrial Pecuario to again slaughter
cattle and send its beef to market! The bank, I I
hear, was in treaty for the purchase of various steam-
era with which to import cattle from the neigbhoring I
countries under the recent decree of his Excellency, I
reducing the rates of import duty, all of which is, of
course, " knocked in the head," and a great injury, i
particularly to the poor classes, (who now seldom I
touch or taste fresh beef) thus effected.

By a "Royal Decree" published here, 10th inst.,
it is decided that the classification of superanuated I
employees of this government, and officers dismissed
with salaries, is to be revised and a new classification
made, to agree with various laws passed at sundry
previous dates; that employees from Spain, who
have served two years in this island, will be entitled
to a pension from the profits of the Mente Pie
(Government pawnbroker's shop;) those who have
passed in a " passive situation" after having served
the two years, but who have not completed the six
years of their residence, will be regulated by a pro.
portionate salary of 4 to 10 ; thus $5000 here will be
deemed equal to $2000 in Spain.

In the revised classification the maximum salary
for service ultramar will be $4000.

Pensioned, retired officers with salaries, and the
"Monte Pios" are not to receive more than $2000
each per annum, I suppose. The "revision" is to go
into effect from the day it is definitively approved,
and no power of appeal against it is to exist.

The pensioned and retired officers of Ultramar,
who have a right to receive their does from the
Treasury of those provinces, will not lose that right
though their services are continued in Spain, and
they will be entitled to receive the largest salaries
they have had during the two years of their residence
Ultramar, when they are employed in Spain.

It is not necessary for the above named officers to
dwell Ultramar, in order to collect the amounts due
them by the Treasury here, they may live in Spain
and collect their dues by proper power of attorney
here. All previous "dispositions" not in accordance
with the above are abrogated. Signed at Aranjues,
13th May, 1859, by the Royal hand.

The foregoing is a very condensed summary of an
extremely prolix decree. Does it not show, though,
how completely Cuba is considered as a "milch cow"'
to supply the poor beggarly Spaniards who come and
dwell here a couple of years, many of them so igno.
rant as not to be able to write a simple note decently,
and then to return to Spain, laugh at and deceive the
Cubans, whose bread they eat. Would not too any
one suppose, by a perusal of the foregoing, that the
throne of " San Fernando" felt it had an everlasting
hold upon Cuba ? But I, who daily mingle with the
masses, who hear them utter the discontented feel-
ings of their hearts at the present state of things here,
know the time cannot be very far distant when the
hold of Spain upon Cuba will be " scattered to the
winds." True, the heel of cruel oppression is on their
necks, and they scarcely possess as muchof real free-
dom as the veriest slave in our happy Republic does,
yet many of the younger of them have attained a
relish and a zest for liberty by having been educated
in the United States, and it seems to me to be an
utter impossibility that the rule of Spain over Cuba
shall long coatinoe.

The Guantanumo Railway Company has obtaloed
permission to increase Its capital to $100,000, or to
raise $30,L00, the value of certain new material it has
acquired.

Bya Royal order, dated 81st Ma, Spanish Console
in foreign ports are authorized to receive eighty disa
(ecla, I suppose,) equal to four dollars, for each
manifeet they " dispatch " of any vessel bound to a
Spanish port.

By a Royal decree, dated 27th May, money de-
posited in the Royal Treasury, in iransidu, may be a
reshipped without the payment of any duty.

Some eight or ten days ago there were rumors
circnulated that various parties of high commercial a
standing had failed. Names, too, were freely handled
about, and I believe the rumors were so frequently

repeated, that people absolutely believed them to be
true.

He has, however, I
have been positively assured, given up suffictent real
estate to satisfy every demand against him, and has
yet.saficlent property remaining to entitle him to be
considered a wealthy man. A baker, too, named
Mantizi, contractor for the supply of bread and
biscnits to the troops and marine, has also failed for
above $50,000, and report says he has absconded.
Another baker too, named Sardn, who kept in the
Calle del Obispo, has also failed for $80,000, of which
amount Iantizl was indebted to him to the extent of
$20,000 and upwards I

I declare I had nearly omitted a very Jmpo7tant
item, viz: that there are to besixteen companioes, of
one hundred and twentyfive men each, of black and
colored militia in this island; rules forthe discipline
of which have recently been published. They are to
be divided into two sections-ten companies for the
Western, and six for the Eastern Department. There
are to be six companies, half black and half mulat-
toes, in this city.

The enlistment is to be voluntary as much as pos.
eible, but in case voluntary enlistment does not
supply a sufficent number, then forcible enlistment
will be resorted to. The reeruits must be robust,
between twenty and thirty years of age; and not less
than five feet in hightl They are to have similar
privileges as those enjoyed by the white troops, and
to suffer similar punishments.

Colored men in this island areenbjected to military
service in the manner presented by the enlisting
rule, or by any additional orders of Her Majesty or
the Captain General of this island. The instruction
of the colored militia (in infantry tactics) is to comr
mence on let November and end 1st March in each
year.
Does it not appear almot the act of a madman thus

to arm and Instruct in military drilieach very savages
as are the free negroes and mulattoes of this island?
Or is it done to hold them, as it were, in terroresm
over the heads of the Cubans, and prevent their
making an effort to obtain their freedom? "I
guees," though not a Down-Easter, the latter is the
fact.

A dreadful fire took place at Clenfoegoe on 18th
instant. The stores of Aviles & Leblano and Thomas
Terry were destroyed. Property to the value of ten
thounand dollars was consumed. No lives were lost,
although several persons were very severely injured.

The 25th was St. Jago's, the patron saint of Spain's
day. The customary salutes were fired in honor of
it. Our friends from old Spain (and there are many
of them) were as proud as Lucifer, remembering
their old war cry in the battles with the Moore, "San-
tiago y Cierra Espana," (Santiago and close Spain)
when they came to the hand to hand fight; but this
letter has already extended to too great a length for
me to write what all may read in Spanish history
or in "the battles of Spain with the Moors," there.
