A disturbance took place at Aspinwall on the
evening of the Sd iost., in which one man was killed
and another badly wounded. It appears that on the
morning of that day an article was publiahed in a

uorreilou little sheet in that place, accusing some of
the switch-tender of causing the death of Haoed,
which we mentioned in our last isone, and this
article so enraged a number of Jamaica people that
they determined to break up the printing office.
They accordingly proceeded in a body to the room,
seied the press, types and caes, and threw the
whole aSfir into the see. During the seiozure, an at-
tempt was made to defend the office, and afterwards
several shots were fired open the assailants, resualt
ng in the killing of one man and the wounding of
five others.

In a subsequent issue, the Star says that Horatio
Lyon, the ostensible proprietor and editor of the
paper, W. B. liEs, a printer, and two others, named
Levy and Miller, have been arrested and placed in
prison on a charge of being the parties connected
with the murder. Lyon came near being lynched by
the populace prior to his imprisonment.

A most serious aftray occurred on Wednesday
morning last in this parish, in which one Reuben
Parley was dangerously stabbed by E. R. Parker, of
which wound he expired in a few moments. It oc-
corred at a fish-fry on Bayou Bartholomew, near Col.
Livingston's plantation, and the facts are briefly as
follows: Farley and one or two others were fiabiog in
a boat above the place where 2he party intended to
dine, and whilst above, Parker concluded to swim
cross the bayou to get some roasting ears for dinner,

as there was no boat at hand. He had just returned
to the side from which he swam, when Farley, in the
boat, came down the bayou, and seeing him, began
to curse him for swimmiog the stream where there
were ladies, and swore that he intended to kill him,
(Parker,) and jumped out of the boat with an oar in
hand and pursued him for some distance upthe bank,
Parker retreating, and as he passed by a stump on
which a large pocket-knife was laying, picked it up,
and was still retreating, when Farley struck him two
or three times with the oar. Having been knocked
down a time or two, Parker suddenly turned upon
Farley and gave him several fatal stabs, of which he
soon expired. Parker has given himself up to the
proper authorities, but will doubtless be set at liberty,
as he wasacting purely in self-defence.
