MURDERED BY A SLAVE.--Ou the 28th ultimo, as
we learn from the Selma (Ala.) Sentinel, Pompey, a
negro man belonging to J. P. Clay, was examined
near Selma on the charge of having mordered Pat-
rick Maxwell, whose body was found a week or more
previous by the negroes of Mr. Emerson. The evi-
dence is of such a nature as to pointto Pompey as
the guilty party, and his master was required by the
examining magistrates to give bail in $2,000 for the
negro's appearance at the next Circuit Coort. This
seems a rather singular proceeding. f the evidence
jostified the sending of the slave to Court to be tried
for murder, nothing seems plainer than that no bail
ohould have been taken.

Ah Snocmso Boiens.--The New York Times of
the 29th olt. gives the following account of a horrible
suicide :

Charles Nallenbeek, cooper, while at work in the
Navy Yard, yesterday, deliberately took a drawing.
knife and cut his throat from ear to ear. He worked
in the coopers' shop.
