Great Britaain is fast monopollaing the
ocean mail service of the whole world and we may
be very certain that It will be dicihuaged in a man-
ner likely to be most for the advantage of her sub-
jects. The Americanmercantile world already feeis
this grievosly, for the mals fromalmost everywhere
centering at and paising through Great Britain, as
a grand distributing depot, we cannot compete with
English merobhants, who thus Have earlier intelligence
from,and means of returning earlier intelligence to,
foreign markets than we have. In the Rio market,
for Istanee, the merchant of the United States can
have no chance to operate for he is practically ex-
cdlded by the English merchant, who has his letters
before thosefor this country are shipped from HEg-
land,and whose retnor letters may be ontheir way to
Brasil before ours have left our shores. Letters from
that coffee market must either come to as by steamer
via England, or be entrusted to a chance sailing
vessel.

There can be no more powerful asaistance in aid of
commercial supremacy than that ofibred by a wel

l

organized and general steam mercantile marine; and
this England has, and it enables her to laugh at com.
petition, and with afar more decided conviction of
her superiority than we had when our famous clip.
pers for the time enabled us to control the advantages
now commanded by her. By her steam fleet she is
constituted the nearest eapply market to the con-
soming markets of the world, and tois beyond the reach
or any rivalry save that which may be Instituted by
the means which give her supremacy. She has
learned what we have not, as yet-that is, the man.
ner of making steam cheaply and therefore proftably
available in ocean mercantile service, and unless we
learn it also the time is not far distant when our
foreign trade will be chiefly limited to England, which
will be the distributing depot of merchandise bought
and sold there by means of facilities for speedy in.
formation, or brought thither by her steam fleet, as she
now is of the bulk of the out of the wayforeign matis-
It will be singular, indeed, if steamers cannot be built
and served by Americans to do the same work as
proftably for their owners as the English ships. It
can be done, though the withdrawal of the Collins
steamers indicates that the way of managing it has
not yet been discovered. We are not informed what
amount of subsidy is paid by the Government of
Great Britain to mail steamers, but even if the
amounts are heavy the United States can better
afford to pay like same for the encouragement of
ocean steamship service than she can to have the
money which would accomplish much good in that
direction frittered away in the unaccountable and cer-
tainly unprofitable manner in which ostentatiously
economical and really wasteful Democratic adminis.
trations squander it. England moust notbe permitted
to become the medium between the United States and
the fountain-heads of supply, taking a profit from as
for her agency, as she meet assuredly will if she can
be ahead of cs in the markete.

WASHINGTON NATIONALMMONUMENT.

A new plan has been devised for collecting funds
for the continued prosecution of the grateful work of
constructing the Washington Monument, and its na*
ture is sufficiently explained by the subjoined copy
of the circular which has been transmitted to post-
masters in pursuance of the scheme, which, we hope,
will prove so successful that the monument will soon
attain its skyward hight. We urge no one to give
in aid of this work, for who does not give willingly
and voluntarily is unworthy the credit of having as.
slated it. The circular is accompanied by resolutions
of the National Monument Society approving the ex-

oedient, and by a note from Postmnster-General
uolt, in which he states that there can be no objet.

lion to the proposed agency of postmasters. Here is
the circular from Lient. Ives, Engineer of the Monu.
ment :

WAoHINGTON, August 1, 186l9.--Sir: The con.
stroction of the Washington National Monument,
alter a suspension of several years, is about to be re-
sumed. A society for the accomplishment of this
object received a charter from the last Congress.
This Society is presided over by the President of the
United States, and is composed of gentlemen whose
character and position entitle them to the confidence
of the people.

Systems to raise fonds for the prosecution of the
work have been put in operation, and it is proposed
to request the Postmsaters thronghont the countr8yto
give aid to the enterprise, by placing boxes, within
their respective offices, for the reception of contribu-
tions, and forwarding the returns to this place.

It would seem appropriate that a Monument, in-
tended o represent the regard of the whole nation
for the memory of Washington, should be erected by
means of numerous, rather than of large, individual
contribuhtions, apd this result can be readily attained
if the postmosteic'will lend their assiatance to it sae-
complishment. Howeverinnlgnaificnt, by themselves,
the amounts contributed may be, they will swell to
an important aggregate if collected from all of the
e0,000 pst offices throughout the United States. A

few cents a month, transmitted regularly by each,
would souffice, in a few years, to raise the abaft to its
intended height.

You are respectfully desired to unite with theother
postmastersin forwarding this patriotio work. Special
directions are appended, exhibiting such details of
the plan as may be required for your guidance.

You wilt perceive, by the sobjoined reolntlon and
letter, that this proposal meets with the sanction at
the Monument Society and of the Poetmaster.General.
The postmasters of many of the principal cities of
the Union, including those of New York, Washing-
ton, Boston, Brooklyn, Baltimore and Charleston,
have already expressed their readiness to lend it a
cordial es-operation.

The se.shave i
damaged the fruit crop, and therefe the supply of
plantains sand bananas was et e The nativeshave
acquired the habit of eating bakers' bread, ed they
refused to return to tortillas. Beans were finshed
up-in fact we had commenced disnoaingthe project
of drawlng lots for one another, when the Captain of
the BlSchl brought out two barrels of flour on the
day the steamer arrived, and Mr. O~odell baked It
into loaves of bread. This community, I am loclined
to belleve, made a fool of Itself over this new anpply,
for everybody hailed her neighbor in the streets with
the cry, "Go to Goodell's before the bread is
gonel" Just think of such a oondition of things in
the finest agricultural country in the world, where
the people seem to be born loafers or beggars. Hit
were not for the Indians and hogs, first and next for
New Orleans, the Spanish race would fizzle out; for
I you see the Indiana grow corn and beans, and the
hogs grow themselves, which is quite a relief from
the trouble ofattendilg to anything.

In connection with this, I might as well tell you
that the Tehuantepec company seems to be a fair
subject to plunder, not only in Tehuantepeo, but in
this place also. While we were so shortened it leaked
out that the steamer Bachil had on board four barrels
of flour belonging to the Company and oonslgned to
its agents at Snobhil. The authorities at this place,
when Capt. Weir properly refused to giveit up, unless
guaranteed with other flour in time to go up the
river, actually proposed to take the soldiers of this
place and go on board and seize it by force. Happily
the American baker, Mr. Goodell, had too much
sense to lead himself to any such scheme, and it failed
to be carried out; but if he had yielded, why one act
of violence committed thus would have led to others,
and we should have no more security here than among
the lees ulcvilized nations farther South.

Mr. Sidell and all his party came down to this
place on the28th, in a small bougo,and I understand
that they oceopya somewhatequivocal position before
the world. It appears that Mr. Sidell was sum.
moned before the Judge of Juichitan to answer for
certain indebtedness which he had secured, and ua pon
which slits had been instituted. He responded in
person, and was somewhat surprised to learnthat the
law would not allow him to leave the country witlh
out paying these demands. He obtained leave on
the ground of urgent business to visit Sachil, and
perhaps Ventoea, but not until he had left another
person as security for his return. He immediately
left for Chivela, where he soon after found an offier
waiting upon him with another summons from Jui-
chitan. This decided him. He sent the official off
with a fles in his ear, and then left for this place in
company with all the Chiula party. He did not like
the officer's Intimation that he intended to bring
soldiers after him. This looks to me as if Mr. Sldell
occupied the position of an abeconding debtor.

By the latest advices from the interior, I learn that
the last decrees of President Juarez have raised a
decided muse, and one which he will find It conveni
ent to keep out of the way of. He abolishes in his
universal confescation code, what are called efra-
chias. This word signifies funds set aside for saints.
In each church, its favorite saints have contribution
boxes, and all the money or valuables deposited in
them, is set apart as a fund for the sainte. In many
places these funds or eofradlas amount to thousands
of dollars, and being in money are, therefore, the
most available property of the church. The officers
of the law attempted to confiscate these funds be.
e longing to the churches in Chinemaca, Acayncam,
t and the other county towns, whereupon the people

rose, and a civil war Is the consequence all through
the country. The Indians appear to be more excited
than any other class, and at Chinemaca they rallied
about the padres with genuine good will. This will
lead to serious complications here, and, as a matter of

e course, the Americans will have to enflbr the brunt,
as they do in everythtin.

The schooner Suffolk arrived here on the morning
of the 30th, and, as usual with American vessels,has
been subjected to many inconveniences, not only in
Vera Cruz, but in this port. Capt. Smith took down
a freight for the Mexican Government, and besides
having to pay one per cent. to have his freight bill
discounted, he also had to pay an illegal tax of six
per cent. on the exportation of his freight money,
together with eight dollars for a piece of stamped
paper to sign his receipt upon. After these tribula-
tions he came to this place, and because he did not
stop at the mouth of the river to allow a custom-
house officer to board him, he was fined by the col-
lector of this place. Understand me, he did not re-
fuse to stop, but he failed to stop abreast of a ship
where the tide would have brought the two in collision.
He stopped just so soon as he got ahead of the ship,
and this was the cause of his fine. In the next place,
he had a passenger on board who desired to cross the
Isthmus, and permission was obtained from the
custom-house to break the seals to get at the trunks.
The officer of the customs actually broke the seals
himself, and the next day another row was made, and
another fine threatened by these interesting gentle-
men. I think the Liberal Government is actually
crawfishing.

Great preparatious are making to celebrate the
national anniversary of Independence in Vera Cruz,
on the 21st day of September. A committee has
been appointed, consisting of all the offoers in Vera
Cruz, from the President down.

There is no war news of Interest. Marquez has re-
treated from Tepee, after shooting about i hundred
persons whom he accused of rebellion against the
government. He is at present at Guadalajara.

Zuloaga has been put in prison for writing a letter
to Marquez, conferring upon him the office of Presi-
dent instead of Miramon. The Suchil is down with
the mails, this being the quickest trip known.
