The Northern Rallroad Accident.

Seven other
persons are reported killed, but their names have not in
yet been ascertained. th

Among the wounded are the following: G. S. th
Cooley, conductor, of Albany, badly injured; Thomas
McCormick, newsboy, right leg broken and otherwise
injured; Michael Flanoery, of Troy, a passenger, t
head cut, chest bruised,and sopposed to be internally
injured.

The Arizona correspondent of the St. Louid Repub. hi
lican thus describes the Hot Springs of Rio Mimbres, rc
eighty miles from Meeilla :
