Loulstana Intelligence.

The North Louisiana Baptist, of the 4th inst.,
says:

An abundance of rain during the past week, in
many places washing down fences, injuring the land,
etc. The greatest rain fell last Sunday from about
six to eleven o'clock A. AI.

Its effects on cotton must certainly be disastrous,
causing it to shed its young bolls and forms, while it
is too late to resuscitate corn.

The health of this place is unexceptionable, though
we hear of some sickness through the country on the
bayous and creeks.

The Alexandria (Itapides) American, of Saturday
last, has the following :

The clerk of the weather has behaved quite de-
cently during the past week. He has sent us show-
ers occasionally, and not more heat than we have a
right to expect at this season. The crops through-
out the parish still promise most favorably. We hear
but few complaints concerning caterpillars, worms,
etc.

We learn that a man by the.name of Anderson
was shot at Spring creek or on Pine Island, on the
night of Thursdsy, the 4th inst. We have not heard
the particulars as yet.

The Advertiser says a mad dog was shot in Baton
Rouge on Monday last.

From the Baton Rouge Comet we extract the fol-
lowing:

On Saturday last, the 6th instant, this place and
vicinity was visited with a very severe wind and rain
storm. Trees and fences were blown down and
signcboards moved from their mooring. The oldest
iuhabitant, who is weather-wise and observing, does
not remember to have seen so much water fall in so
short a time, within the limit of his memory. Gut-
ters and culverts in town were speedily dchoked up by
the flood, and some of the streets looked more like
canals. In fifteen minutes after the rain commenced
falling, Goose Hollow, the principal drain to the east
of the city, afforded navigation for the largest water-
craft. Some three miles east a very large new brick
sugar-house, partly erected on the plantation of
Thompson Bird, Esq., was blown down, adding ad-
ditional weight to the many miefortunes which this
centleman has been called to bear within the past
few months.

Whilst the storm was raging, a very heavy land
slide occurred in West Baton Rouge, at IRlcard's
Point, about five miles from this city. Fully five
acres of the point slid into the river, with several
buildings, and almost instantly disappeared. For-
tunately no lives were lost. This slide will have an
important effect on the channel at Scott's Bluff,
where there has long existed a powerful eddy.

When we hear from the East-Livingston and St.
Helena parishes-we expect to learn of great dam-
age to the graowing crops in that region, wherethe
storm seems to gather its head.

STRuca BY LIoHtSu o:.-The Mobile Advertiser
of Tuesday has the following :

The residence of Mr. W. S. Payne, situated some
three miles from the city. gn the St. Stephens road,
was struck by lightning during the storm of Sunday
afternoon, and the interior walls badly shattered.

THE DISBYEBEsRoeN OF THE MACARTHY PL ANTA-

TroN progresses briskly, and is withal a rather re-
gretful thing to behold. The shady old plantation,
with its wealth of spreading old trees, and shrubbery
and flowers, is now all cit up into squares and pick-
eted off in lots; and whilst the cows roam at will and
the hogs root around among the fig and oleander
trees and the shrubbery hedges and flower beds, the
work of metamorphosis into a city-like settlement
progresses on all sides.

New streets, with new bridges and new corner
r lamps, intersect the plantation; the old fences and

other old wood-work of the place, and the old statues
s which used to adorn the central avenue through the
a garden, are scattered about in the dirt; and whilst

t the birds continue to warble and the locusts to sing
from the shade of the old live-oaks and magnolias
and catalpas, the loader chorus of the carpenter's
hammer and saw issues through the hedges, and the
odor of the fowers comes blended with that of the
new pine lumber which is strewn on every side. It
looks hard to see such a delicious natural spot so
ruthlessly ripped up and torn up, though indeed it
be for the greater good of the public and the spread
of the city.

Itis some comfort to know, however, that a large t
part of the plantation is to be reserved for a public
square, and that the roomy old mansion, with a
proper surrounding space, will be permitted to re-
main, to subserve the purposes of a public school. I
The public square, when properly enclosed and laid
out, will be the largest and shadiest in thecity. The
fencing-in is already under contract. Several houses
are already built amid the shades nearest the river,
and others are rapidly going up; whilst numbers of
large lots, their size showing the building calculations
of their owners, are fenced in, to preserve what trees
and abshrubs fell to them respectively in the partition.
Great numbers of people flock to the plantation every
Sunday, to roam around through the shades and en-
joy the odors of the flowers whilst yet they remain.

In a few years nothing will proclaim what was once
the Macarthy Plantation, save the shady old trees,
standing about in people's yards, and the old mansion
school-house in the middle.
